INTENT Of THEORDER
Commissioners' Proclamation Bcquir-

ing Dogs to le Muzled.

AUTHORITIES WliBou' DISCRETION

When Co'v:nced Rabies Exist the
Action Imperative,

Since the issuance of their proclamation
reuInring doig to be muzzied. the ilistrirt
Commisiqi,-e. have beon in receit of
nuIterous, nqi ries sai to its neanlng. and
as ha' tis In re-tpi of ommunica-"i-in w!,! the wri:ers quesion both
their rlhtailld ritt-HelY in making !t. Tat
Cimisss iner,, hwever, were advised by
their at1tirs.cy that by the provisions of the
act of Congress of 187. It is mandatory
on them to Issue such a proclamation when
they have good reason to believe that
rab.es exists it the District. In other
words, their aLtorney told them, they have
no discretion In the matter. once they are
convinced that the disease exists here. That
it does exist here they were assured by
both the Secretary of Agriculture and by
the District ,ieaith oflicer. The report of
the health otficer to them on the subject
has already been published in The Star,and the Commissioners today made publicthe letter they received from tne diecretaryof Agricuitare, inforiming them that rabies
Is in existence here. The Secretary wrote
them as foiows:
"As to the existence of the disease (rabies

or hydrophobia) in the District of Colum-
ba. the evidence of this department is
based upon tests rade in the laboratory of
the bureau of animai industry, which have
shown the foliowing undoubted 'Ises of
rabies in dogs during the :'ear 1800: Janu-
ary 9, Niarch 16, April 13, May 211, August
30. October 27 and :.o, November 2, 4, 13, 15
and 2if, one each, and December 9, two, a
total of fourteen cases.
'As rabies is strictly a contagious disease

and does not develop except as a conse-
quence tof inuculation from a pre-exising
case of the diseake, it is evid'ent that the
contagion has constanitiy existed in this
vicinity at least sine, (ctober 27, and the
increasiag nutnber of cas-s which have
been brought to this dtpartment for exam-
ination inicates the exiettson of this con-
tagion.

In Maryland and Virgrinin.
"The department has also received infor-

mation which it considers reliable of a
number of cases of rabies in Montgomery
and Prince Geie's counties, Maryland,
and in Alexandria and Fairfax counties,
Virginia. It is also reported that a num-

ber of persons have recently been bitten by
rabid dogs in the District, and under these
circuimstances it was deemed wise to issue
an order giving notification of the existence
of the disease and making regulations to
Irevent its being carritil from Maryland
and Virginia into the D.i.%rict of Colum-
bia, and from the Iistriet into these states,
as authorized under the act of Congress
approved May 29, 1884.
"Your kind offer to co-opirate with the

department is futly apPreiatedi, ali] I take
pieasure in tenling you some copies of thse
ord-r. and would reqtuest that the pollie
departm-it be instructed to give notifica-
tion to prrsons ciming into the District
from Msrylawl and Virginia with dogs, of
the txiste nce of tile order and the rei uire-
nITI', that such dogs should be securelv
nuzzh-1 whern upon the streets or in nlly
ubli- 'l'e. I wu-bl also request that

Reasons Advanced.
"The incre-assid number of cases of rails

isslus tihe proclamation, aprpreviating, of
course that its observanice woulId entall ad-
ditisnal expense upscn tie owner.s of dogs
hre. and casse moe or less annoyance to
su i perpir; bit being advised by their at-
tney that the let uf Congr-ss of 187S is
a tmumdstofry lawi. they ioncuded that no
other ait'rntive was le ft them hut to issue
the requred notice. ing inforred, how-
o ver, th-at It ws,, a phyeiaeol impossibility
for all dig iwnr to limtediately oby the
requiements: if tihe ploclamion because
of the v-ry lInited timber of inuzzles to
be obtainid lire, tie Commissiruosers de-
cided that for a reainabl' time tle pound-
naster w.uhl 9ot te f'xpected to enforce

it by taking iup and impmouding ali dogs
f'sund at large awithot muzzles.

Muszles nleing Received.
The Csmmininers received unofficial in-

formation today that muzzles are being re-

celveil by local dealers in large quantities,
and if tnis infornation proves to be true
they will in a lay oir tw direct the pound-
master to thereafter Ftrictly enforce the
preiciamaltioni by takting up atnd impouslndinsg
tall diogs founid runn ig LI loure not secusrely
miuzzle'd. All sdng, horwrev'r, nit wearing
tlie collar ansi tasg retquired by law to be
worn at all times a-Ill be takens up and ins-
pounided w'hensver fritund by the punldm50s-
ter and hris men, and will be destroyed sat
the expiration of forty-eight hours unless
sooner rs'eeemed by the payment of a fee
of $'2. which fee is ixedl by law, and the
payment of which catnnit be avoided by the
production by 'he owner of his license or
tag.
As tr, the removal sif dogs from the Dis-

trict. the Commissioners are of the oiinion
that the regulatiions of tihe Department sof
Agris'uiture in the subject. which regnsirethat the dings shall bi' seturely muzzled for
at least sixty slays after remrovai fr,,m or
into the Distrlet, and alrro sduring the re-
moral. reqiuire' s neS, iations on their
part.

Que'stiun Settled.
Thie C'ormissioners have also beeni In re-

ceipt of sevesral communsicatlons, in which
the writers inqusiredl the meaning of the
wourds "at large, as applied to dogs. They
were-asked whether a dog, wearing the col-
lar and tag required, and attached to a
chain,. strap or rope, aouid, in the mecaning
of the proclamation. be deemed as being at
large and lliable to) be taken usp and Im-pounded if taken out on the streets so ss'-
cured,
The Commissioners have settled the ques-

tion by Instructing the pcundmnaster that

atid turned over to the owner, who re-
joiced exeeedingly over the recovery. The
girls whose money was not recovered lost
smaller amounts, and it was reported of
one-a native of Ireland-that It was her
intention '., send what she had 4o her aged
mother in treland as a present for the
holiday season After the fire the girls
waded through the debris and picked up
What few beisngings they owned which had
only been partially scorched or destroyed,
of 'which had almost miraculously eseaped
the vengeance of the flames.
The floor below the garret was not touch-

ed by the fire. but it was damaged con-
siderably by water. and when some of the
young lady students return to the school
after the holiday seaoson they will mourn
for many of their pretty trifles with which
they used to adorn and decorate their
rooms. The rear of the second floor, the
extreme western end, contained fourteen
privnte rooms. each with n cot. bureau and
other furniture. rihile the east portion was
a dormitory containing about twenty-six
cots and futniture. The water drippedthrough from the ceiling and damaged
everything that could not be taken out.
During the progress of the fire the pri-vate rooms of some of the boarders pre-sented a queer aspect. The water pouredthrough the ceiling like a selve from the

garret floor, and mattiresses. bureaus and
all other furnishings were deluged. Con-
stidrable jewelry and other property of the
inmates was lying around, exposed to view
and the deluge. Rister Columba. one of the
nuns of the academy, worked hard to save
private property, and from a door directlybeneath the room in which the fire started
she took out a quantity of bed clothingand other materials. She was finally forced
to stop her work by persons who feared
that she would be Injured.

Property Removed.
The front portion of the same floor es-

caped with only a plentiful shower of wa-
ter. which dripped through from above.
The mattresses ard bed clothing and all
other furnishings that would be damaged
by the water were removed, leaving only
the bare iron cots, and the white curtains
which separated the cots from each other.
The mattresses and other similar articles
were hauled into the main building. a num-
ber of the students from Georgetown Uni-
versity assisting it this work. The mainbuilding, with its different floors piled with
bed clothing and.other house furnishings.presented a strange appearance.The floor below. the third from the fire.
and the second from the ground. was used
entirely as a dormitory. The rear portioncontained twenty-three cots, while the
front portion, separated from the rear by
a staircase. contained twenty-six cots, the
same number as the floor overhead. On
the first or ground floor the rear portion
was used as a class room, while the front
portion was reserved as a playing room.
The water from above dripped through and
did some little damage, but the fire was
kept entirely above. The water even
dripped through to the basement floor. a
portion of which was used as a refectory.

Infirmary Escapes Damage.
Adjoining the old building on the west,

but half a story lower In height, was what
is known as the infirmary. This escaped
entirely the ravages of the fire, though the
inmates were considerably frightened by
the close proximity of the flames. The
fire originated immediately east of this
building.
When for a time it seemed Imminent that

the flames would extend to the main or
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new building there was considerable alarm
for the safety of some of the valuable
paintings of the academy, many of which
were tIe work of Sister De Sales. The
room in which these paintings were hung
was immediately in the path of the flames.
There were perhaps twenty of these in the
room, but the most valuable ones were re-
moved. The others escaped damage. bo-
cause the fire was checked in time. In this
room were a number of models and busts,
and these also were saved.
The firemen were kept at work for about

two and a half or three hours before the
flames3 were entirely extinguished. In ap-
preciation of their work and the aid ren-
dered by a number of others the sisters
prepared in the refectory an abundance of
hot coffee, which was distributed to the
men. This act was greatly appreciated.
There was no panic upon the discovery of

the tire. Most of the students have gone
to their homes to spend the holiday season,
but on the third floor of the building, that
immediately beneath the garret, there were
fifteen girls who slept in the dormitory last
night, and about five or six who occupied
their rooms. No one was in the rooms at
the time the fire broke out.
The mother superior of the academy.

Mother Fidelis. stated to a Star reporter
that the property was fully insured. She

had been connected with the aca4emy and
convent rYr thirty-aix years, and this was
the first time that a fire had occurred, in
fact. it was stated that this was the first
fire in the histcry of the instItution.
The Convent of the Visitation, which ad-

joins the academy, is the motherhouse of
the order in this country, and .only a short
time ago the eentenntal of the eenvent was
ceilbated- with due Ipomp. The buiilng~ iniwhich the fire started is said to be the old-'age to any af the buing.. sote p--g
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and it It nearly a hundred years since it
was erected.

Contribution to Firemen's Fund.
Chief Parris had hardly returned to his

office before he received three 1i goil
p!eccs from the Sisters of the Viettation.
With the mouney was a request that the ti6
be used for 'he benefit ! the firemen. The
slters also tendered tneir thanks to th.!
firemen for their work on the building.
The money wil be applied to the firemen's
relief fund.
The sisters of the convent also sent $50

to headquarters for distribution among the
policemen who were on duty at the fire.

World of Its Own.
Behind the high walls and shuttered win-

dows which mark the outside of the big
cor.vent building there Is a little world tf
its own. wherle the daily routine goes on as
serenely as if no other beings in the world
ex'sted. The walls of the property lnciose
thirty-five acres of woodland and gardens.
The site of the original convent Is within
this area, but the buildings were pulled
down several years ago.
The Main part of the present structure

was built in 1856. and the portion north or
the ehapel in 1873. It is in this modern
building that the mission hall, the clats
roxms. dormitories, parlors. &c., are sit-
unted and with which the avetrage x1siter
is most familiar.
The history of Georgetown Convent dates

back to 17WZ. During the reign of terror in
France the convents v:ere pillaged and
their inmates driven out, either to the guil-
lotine or to exile. From a convent of Poor
Clares three members. bearing distinguished
names. escaped in disguise ftom their na-
tive land and sailed for America. Landing
penniless in a strange country, these ple-
ieers, Marie de Ia Marche. abbess of the
Order of St. Clare; Celeste La Blonde de la
Rochefoucald and Marie St. Lue, finally
miade their way to this city. Three years
earlier the Jesuit fathers had laid the foun-
dation of Georgetown 'niversity, and
through their friendly helping Madame de
Ia Marche was enabled to rent a small
house in Georgetown, and to open an acad-
emny for girls.

Joined by Miss Lalor.
In a short time these three women.

known as the "pious ladies,"were joined by
a young Irish girl. Miss Alice Lalor, who.
as Sister Teresa, became ultimately the
fcrndress of the academy. She :s said to
have bten as beautiful in person as she
was lovely in charucter. After the death of
the Abbess de la Marche. her two com-

panions sailed for home, having sold the
convent property they had acquired by such

hatdships to Archbishop Carroll. Father
Neale, who was then president of George-
town College, was instrumental in having
the property transferred to Sister Teresa
and two comnpanions, Miss McDermott and.
Miss Neale.
The little community in Georgetown was

not regularly affiliated to the parent order,
nor recognized as a community until 1I1id,
when Father (afterward archibishop) Neale
received for it the sanction of Pope Pius VII.
In 1te20 the corner stone of the chapel was
laid, and In the following year It was ded-
Icated. The marble altar and bell came
from over the sea. The altar was the gift
of Charles X of France. and the bell was
sent by another friend. In the vault be-
nea-h Archbishop Neale was buried at his
own request, and there also rest the re-
mains of the foundress, Sister Teresa, and
several of her /arlier companions, among
othersMs Yturbide, who became a nun.
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
