CARRIER PIGEON SERVICE.

Recommendations of Gen. Breckin-
ridge in His Annual Report.

Inspector General Breckinridge in his last
annual report to Maj. Gen. Miles makes the
following argument in favor of the or-

ganization of a carrier pigeon service in
the -army:
"The necessity of rapid and reliable trans-

mission of information Is recognized every-
where, and no argument-is needed to dem-
onstrate that those military forces which
possess the most complete system of Inter-
communication are best able to operate in
concert, and therefore possess a distinct
advantge over their adversaries. Among
the various means and makeshifts used
from time immemorial, whether birds.
beasts, human or mechanical devices, it
seems that at present the foremost military
yowers have adopted and practice five dis-
tinct systems of intercommunication, none

of'which wou'd give complete satisfaction
in the field under all conditions if operated
singly, namely: Couriers, visual and acous-
tic signals, the electric telegraph and tele-
phone, balloons and carrier pigeons. Of
these, the first two trace their origin to
antiquity; the others are comparatively
modern Institutions. And in recent years
experiments have been made by one or two
European powers with trained dogs as dis-
patch bearers or as guards against sur-
prises from the enemy.
"Our army has neither trained dogs nor

a pigeon service, though about twelve years
ago the Signal Corps established a pigeon
station at Key West with the intention of
training birds to fly from the West India
Islands, but the enterprise failed; and some
years before that a prominent general of
the army had some carrier pigeons sent to
one of our remote northwestern military
posts for service during Indian warfare.
but the birds degenerated for want of
proper supervision and training and nothing
came of it. Evidently it requires concert of
action at several points simultaneously
rather than individual attempts. The Cus-
ter massacre suggests ideas of what might
be needed or possible under such exigencies.
Apparently no one of the staff corps with
a representative at every post has been
ready yet to adopt the task. The navy has
perhaps been more successful with Its pig-
eons, and excellent practical results were
reported during the naval review in the
spring of 1893; and no one can tell how
soon the army may need them, and when
we do we will need them badly. The Span-
ish war has taught us that we should be
prepared beforehand at all times. During
the Franco-Prussian war it was the pigeons
alone that kept Paris in touch with the
outside world, while all other sources of
communication had been cut off by the
Germans. The splendid performances of the
pigeons there evoked the admiration of the
world and caused other powers to estab'ish
similar services.
"We have excellent material for the or-

ganization of a carrier pigeon service. There
are numerous societies of pigeon fanciers
in all parts of the United States, who now
fly their birds for the sport and amuse-
ment It gives them. and who would doubt-
less be willing to co-operate in creating a
network of intercommunication between im-
portant strategic points. The expense wou'd
be small compared with the possibilities,
and an acceptable plan could readily be
formulated and soon perfected. The en-
durance and reliability of these birds are
well known. They are capable of render-
ing effective service at a minimum outlay,
especially when other means of communi-
cation fail or cannot be established, and we
should at least give them a fair and prop-
erly organized test if we desire to keep up
with military progress in providing for at!
sorts of emergency."

RECEIVER APPOINTED.

Action Taken Regarding the Globe
National Bank of Boston.

Controller Dawes last night appointed
Special Examiner Daniel G. Wing tempo-
rary receiver of the Globe National Bank
of Boston, Mass. In connection with his
action the controller said:
"Some time ago Mr. Wing, who is one of

the experts employed in the system of spe-
elal bank examinations, recently inaug-
urated. discovered a serious condition of
affairs In the Globe National Bank, which
he immediately brought to the attention of
the controller, and under his direction to
the directors of the batik. The directors
very laudably agreed an,] undertook to
make good the doubtful and bad assets
found. and have greatly improved the con-
dition of the bank since that time. Theyalso delivered to the controller a written
guaranty that they would remove the
doubtful assets. Recent failures in Boston
have lessened the value of the unperformedportion of the guaranty nnd involved the
solvency of the bank.
"In view of the fact that to allow the

bank to remairb open longer will result in
injustice to unsecured -reditors, now thatthe condition of insolvency is found to exist,it becomes my duty, under the law, to ap-
point a receiver. A considerable cash div-idend can be paid to creditors at once."The condition of the bank was discov-
ered by Special Examiner Wing in time to
secure such action on the part of the direc-
tors as will Probably prevent the failure
from inflicting heavy losses upon the de-
positors, but the directors and stockholders
will lose heavily."
The ba-nk, it is understood. was involvedin the S9uire failure and in mining stocks.

of-war, and that on the same day he
hoisted the German flag on the supremecourt,
'"'his report does not cover the reports

received in Bjerlin from the German consul
at Apia, and, according to the instructions
which he has received from Berlin, it-
seems to be absolutely untrue.
"The German consul has likewise wired

on the 1;lth instant, but he simply states
that certain Tanu chiefs have refused to
pay the head tax, imposed by the three
consuls, hence they had been ordered to
leave the dIstrict by the thirteen chiefs,
The three consuls have irstructed the thir-
teen chiefs to send the aggressors to Apia
for trial. This has been agreed upon,"

From 1872.
Two-thirds of the world's sugar is now

produced from beets. Prior to 1871-2 the
world's production of beet sugar had never
reached 1,01100) tons: in the present crop
year it is, according to latest estimates.
5,4100,00 tons, while the cane sugar crop.
which in 17l-2 was 1.310.040 tons. is in th
Present year 2.9i4.t0h1n tons. Thus cane, su-
gar production has scarcety doubled dur-
ing the period under consideration, while
that from beets has more than quintupled.
Meantime the price has fallen more than
one-half, the average cost in foreign coun-
tries of all sugar imported into the united
States in the fiscal year 172 being 5.37
cents per pound, and In 1IK! 2.39 cents per
pound.
These facts are shown by a tabulation

prepared by the treasury bureau of stalls-
ties in response to the demands for infor-
mation regarding sugar production which
have followed the meeting if Congres" and
the prospective cons!d-ration of matters re-
lating to the sugar-producing islands which
have recently come into, closer relatons
with the Unitcd States.
No development i.f the world's produc-

tion of food stuffs has been more rapid or

striking than thai with reference to beet
sugar. In 11154-5 the tota! heet sugar crop
of the world was but 1Aixi00 tons: by Itl-,
it had reached 531.twko tons: in 1974-. it was
L:19,44140 tons: in 1804-5. 2.545.14) tons: in
T104-5. 4.7942.793 tons. and in I1~9-imW
5.510.000 tons. In 154-5 heet sugar forlhed
13 per cent of the world's total sugar crop
and in INvip-lItxI it formed 61l per cent.
Thus the sugar-prodtucing area of the

world has in lesF than a half century be,-i
sh'fted from the tropics northward, and
t he farmer of the temperate zone has shown
his ability not only to compete with th -

low-priced labor of the tropies, but in doing
so to reduce by one-half the cost of th
article produced.

ively, and the grand total in each year
from 11872 to pci; also the average pric.' of
sugar in fore'gn markets, the figures of

The Power Produced.
It is estimated that the power produced

will be equal to between 10.0t0 and 12.900
horse power, and it Is proposed to cairry
the current on overhead wires that will be
ore-ted along the Virginia shore to some
point near the city. where it will be brought
ac-ross the river and transmitted into the
city for the various uses to which this
power is now put to in the life of a modern
city.

It is claimed that the quantity of etir-
rent furnished will he sufncient to operate
all the street railroad lines controlled by
the Washington Traction and Electric
Company. which will then include a line
running out of the city to Rockville. Md..
and lines now in use going to Lakewood.
M-I.. to Deanwood. to Forest Glen. Md..
and to Glen Echi,. Md. The power needed
for the electric lighting of the District will
come. it is said. from the same sour-. and
also. it Is thought, there may be some left
which can be sold for manufacturing uses
and for every purpose which needs power.
The plant which produces this power,

with Its furnaces and boilers and huge
chimneys pouring out smoke. will I locat-
e ' some fourteen miles from the -ity, and
the power houses lit and about the -ity now
in use will no longer be needed.

Elimmination of Smoke Welnamee.
One result w.l be. it is thought, the .-lim-

ination of what Is kaown as th,. smoke
sance In this city.
As Is well known. the rights and Istri-

leges of the Great Falls water power were

purchased a number of years ago hv the
late Gen. Benjamin F. Butlar. andi the
pioperty has remained in the poss-sito 'If
his family until the recent purchase. WhIle
It was organized as a stock compainy. the
entire issue of stock, amounting to $5tuse,
was controlled by the Butler estat,. repre-
sented In the sale by Paul Butler .ind qlen.
Ames.

It Is not known exactly what wa. paid,
hut It Is suppos-d it was not l-s- than
.0,010). Gen. Butler became intereste.- in

this property as narly as lipt. At that
t1m0 certain rirarian rights at the Gr.-at
Falls were owned by what was known as
the Great Falls Manufacturing tempany.
It was then the purpose to establish a man-
ufacturing village there. as it was prior to
the days of e,-( tricity and the present pro-
posed use of the property was not th-n
deemed possible.
The scheme of a manufacturing village

was never carried out. Gen. Butler eon-
tinued to add to his holdings In that local-
ity and organized a company with a capl-
talization of S2.5,0(t1t. Stock amounting to
only S1,011 was issued. A few years ago
a charter was obtained from the slates of
Virginia and Maryland. giving the com-
pany the right to make use of the bed of
the river.

Holdtgs of the Company.
This, together with the riparian rights

already owned. was believed to complete
and perfect .he holdings of the company.
As is well known. the Great Falls are

located about fourteen miles north of this
city. At this point the Potomac river is
nearly half a mile in width, with an ele-
vation of 150 feet above tide st Georgetown.
The river Is divided by a chain of islands
into what are known as the Virginia andi
Maryland channels, respectively. The
largest of these islands is Coon's Island.
The company- owns and controls six small
islands near the upper end of Conn's lsland,
and all of the latter with the exception of
a strip 4001 fee-t wide, which Is held by the
United States government for the use of
its aqueduct damt.
On the Virginia ahore lie two adjoining

tracts of land belonging to the company.
containing netween fell and 904) acres. The
property on .he Virginia side of the river
begins at a point near the middle of Conn's
island and extends down the river two and
one-half miles. The cotmpany also has a
claim in the land on the Maryland shore
extending down the river to a point some
distance below the tower end of the comn-
pany's Virginia lands.
