NEEDS OP TRE SIERBi SERlONS

Addresses by Messrs. 'Shoemaker,
Henderson and Qthers.

rHE SPECIAL GUESTS

The highway extension plans of the Dis-
trict Commissioners were thoroughly dis-
cussed at a largely attended meeting of the
Brightwood Avenue Citizens' Association
held last night in lrightwood Hall. Presi-
dent Louis P. Shoemaker was in the chair
and made the opening address.
Mr. Shoemaker announced the fact that

the meeting was in pursuance of a policy
originally declared of Inviting prominent
people from Washington city to meet the
people of ne Brightwood sectioni so that
the desires and necessities of the people
might be made known, in order that the
desired assistance might be secured in the
adeqiuate development of the immediate
suburbs of Washington and thereby keep
pace with the other large cities of the
country. The claim was made that Wash-
ington was far behind in this respect, as
could lie illustrated by a comparison with
th suburbs cf Boston, Philadelphia, Pitts-
burg. Cincinnati and other places.
Surely. Mr. Shoemaker said, Washington,

the capital city of the nation, should be in
the lead, adding that the efforts which sub-
urban people are now making through the
medium of citizens' associations to develop
outlying territory will be of. the greatest
finportance to Washington city proper, be-
cause It would relieve the old city of its
present circunscribed condition and make
the new Washington what it ought to be,
the pride of the nation.

Street Extensions.
Sp-aking of the street extensions, Mr.

Shoemaker declared that a glance at the
maps pre pared by the Commissioners will
coInvine any one of the fact that they evi-
dence a purpose of establishing a great
P,neral system, arbitrary in its character,
nod regardless, to a great extent, of the
topography of the country to which they
are to he applied. Mr. Shoemaker stamped
as unjust the system of appropriating and
setting apart thosaids of acres of land
ownsd by individuals. and upon which they
are required to lose interest on their in-
vestments, nd pay taxes to the authori-
1ies for land thus set apart and designated
as streets, and which can never be per-
manently used for any other than this pub-
lic purpose. Congress should eliminate
from taxation. he said, without prejudicing
any exist-ng right whatever of the land
owners, at! of the property within the
boundary lines of every street shown on
the recorded street extension plan. It
should also make further provisions for
condmnnation and payment from the fed-
eral treasury for the private property thus
requireol for public purposes,

Congress Arbitrary.
Continuing, Mr. Shoemaker said:
"Congress is. as stated, our legislature,

but it acts, I fear, arbitrarily and without
proper regard for the rights of the people
over whom and whose property it has ex-
clusive jurisdiction. What Congressman
w,uld be willing to vote for the establish-
mesnt of a national undertaking in his state
at the expense of the people of such state?
What Congressman would be willing to ad-
vocate that maps designating and appro-
priating thousands of acres of land in his
state owned by privde individuals and
taxpayers as and for public highways, fifty
years perhaps in advance og any necessity
on the part of the people to use the land
for such public purpQse. and thereby bur-
den his constitutpts with the necessity of
holding their lands, losing interest on their
investment and paying taxes for yearsup-n real estate wh!eh has been set apartfor public tuse. Would he be willing to
thus damage and cloud the title to the
lands of his constituents?
"Congress very clearly does not intend

that the nation should contribute one dol-
lar toward this undertaking, of national
proportions, bscause in all the bills for
street extension recently passed provisionIs made that damages shall either be paidfron the District revenues or one-half fromDistrict revenues anu the other half to be
charged upto property supposed to bebetefited, and the title to land thus taken
becomes vested In the United States, and
therefore all cost and expense of this
scheme of national improvement is thrown
upon the land owners of the District, a few
thousand only in number. and the 7o.mmei
of the nation are not burdened to the ex-
tent of one dollar.

Unfair Trentment Alleged.
"Congress has not dealtafairly with the

people as to the mode and manner Of open-
ing such streets as it has authorized, be-
cause instead (f giving us what we un-
doubtedly should have-a uniform system
as to assessment and procedure-it has
proVided a different system for every street
that it has acted unon. The expense of
some Is paid wholly out of the District
revenues, without assessment, others one-
half from District revenues and one-halffrom assessments on land generally bene-ilted, no matter how remote from the
street; and as to others, one-half from the
revenue of the District, and in some in-
stances the balance is charged upon landwithin 25-A0, and again within 40) feetof the street line. What municipality inthis country is burdened with such Incon-
sistent and absurd legislation as this?"How can eouality and the fundamentalprinciples which underlie the subject of tax-
ation possibly be thus gratified? Is onesection of this District entitled to have its
streets opened with but little expense byhaving the cost paid from general revenues
and another burdened with taxation forspecial assessments aggregating thousands
and operating as a confiscation of the prop-
erty rights of the people?

"It will not do to say that other jurisdic-
tions open their streets and pay the cost
and expense thereof in some mode and
manner, It is sufficient to say that the
principle exercised by them will be found
to be uniform and equitable, and we. the
people of this District, can also say that as
land owners we are willing, can afford and
will, if permitted to do so, open our streets
--that is. such streets as we may desire-.
or that our properly interests or the travel-
ing public may demand--and this is what
other jurisdictions are required to do.

Street. on Paper.
"Here, however, while we have been for

years suffering for streets 41l additIonal
facilities for getting beyond the old city
limits and into the new-Washington, which
has in the last few years devjtoped so rap-
idly, notwIthstanding the aircumscribed
condition that has protaliN, we have
streets upon paper ral rt an the land.
Our streets, if the maf r u5e controlled
by us, would be of tl widt desired, 1o-cated to conform to tge topography and
with some reference tg the oundaries ofthe various holdIngs, and theanationay and
arbitrary feature-to wflfch Viave alladedwould not be involved. Will Congress now,otthrislae dy affordi som.arelief to theothrieurepresented apeople of the Dis-trlct, whose title to r'~ estate It has soeffectually clouded In dhe interest of the
peole of the United St es? tU

"It Is believed that Cnr should rec-
ognize the fact that. 2ise:1undreds of
acres thus designated fur -streets and ave-
nues are out of the market and can be used
for no other purpose. save possibly for ag-riculture, which is well known to be al-
most valueless In this 1)istrict. No one will
purchase land that has been deaignated bythe authorities for streets-through" the me-
dium of maps which have been filed,"~
Former Senator Readetuon's Remarks
Former Senator John B. Henderson was

the next speaker. He dwelt at some length
upon the policy of Congress in condemning
land in the District fot* public purposes,
-citing the proceedings for ,the Congression-
al Library, the new City post oflece and lhe
government printing ofEce. Congress, hesaid, has the power to do what it wishes
with District property.

DEFENSES OF PRETORIA.

A Formidable circle of Forts. Mines
and Intrenehments With Redoubts.

From the New York Sun.
The dispatch of a siege train from Eng-

land to South Africa is an indication that
the British government anticipates the in-
vestment of the Boer capital before the war
is brought to a conclusion. Considerable
interest, therefore, attaches to a descrip-
tion of the defenses of Pretoria, which, ac-

cording to report, are of the most modern
description and formidable in their corn-
pleteness.
They consist of five powerful forts and

five lines of mines and enormous intrench-
ments with redoubts, the mines being so
laid as to cover all the approaches to the
principal points of the defense. The center
of the system of forts lies about 1.2!9n yards
to the westward of the northern end of
Pretoria, and has a radius of something
more than 7,000 yards. The center of the
city itself is only about 3 80 yards, nearly
due south, from the fort on Signal Hill,
which is about 404) feet above the plain on
the west side of the railway to Johannes-
burg. and about 4.tK10 yards from the fort

on the hill to the east of the railway, and
the Aupies river running to the north. Be-
tween this fort and the river are the foun-
tains that furnish the water supply of Pre-
toria. The distance between, the forts on
either side of the railway is 2,71X) yards.
The railway station where the lines from
Johannesburg on the south, Delagoa bay on
the east and Pietersburg on the north form
their junction. is immediately outside the
city on the south side. The railway to Pie-
tersburg, after winding some distance to
the westward, passes out of the plain on
which Pretoria is situated, through the
Daspoort or defile in the range of hills be-
hind the city, through which also the Au-
pies river runs, the railway and river run-
ning together across the plain through the
Winderboom Poort, under the guns of a
large fort 7.100 yards. and a little to the
eastward of north from the center of Pre-
toria.
The westernmost fort is on the range of

hills behind Pretoria. and ties at a distance
of 10.304) yards northwest of the center of
the city. The powerful redoubt to the
southwest of Pretoria, 3,410 yards from the
center of the city, on the range of hills
through which the transport road to Jo-
hannesburg passes, completes the circle of
the larger works defending the Boer capi-
tal. Behind this redout are the principal
magazines, one excavated out of the solid
rock with a bomb-ptoof roof, and the other
built into the kloop, also bomb-proof. Com-
munication between the redoubt and the
last mentioned magazine is by means of a
covered way. Roaas connect all these forts
with the capital, and they have pipes laid
for water. as well as electric cables for the
search lights.
The number of guns mounted on the forts

and redoubts is said to be 120 of large cali-
ber and quick-firing of different kinds. It
is stated that some of the guns are of
twenty-three centimeters caliber, but this
is doubtful; it is known, however, that
there are quite a number of fifteen-centi-
meter guns of French make from the
Creusot works and of long range, as has
been shown by their performances at Lady-
smith. Among the others there are Krupps,
Maxims and other machine and quick-firing
guns.
The forts are open to the rear toward

Pretoria, and] are of masonry heavily faced
with earth toward the open country. On
the east -side of the circle of defense there
was no regular fort In existence when hos-
tilities began. but it is probable that since
then the ridge to the eastward of the city,
by which the railway to Delagoa bay runs
has been fortified.
The siege train just shipped from Eng-

land for South Africa. presumably for Pre-
torti. is the second sent out during the last
forty-six years. The last occasion was
when sixty-tive heavy guns and mortars
were sent from Woolwich for .the siege of
Sebastopol, where. with fifty ship guns,they took part in the bombardment of that
city in conjunction with the French siegetrain. The Russian defense, however. de-
veloped so rapidly under the inspiration of
Todleben that before the final assault which
Placed it in the hands of the allies the
number of guns in position in the besiegingbatterles had been raised to P03. The train
now on its way out from England comprises
thirty howitzers. fourteen of eight-inchcaliber, eight of five-inch and eight of four-
inch. The number is not formidable initself under the old conditions in regard to
explosives, but if they are, as may he in-
ferred, intended to throw lyddite shells, itis an exceedingly formidable armament,and, unless the Boers are in possession ofprojectiles charged with meliute or some
similar high explosive with which to re-spond to the British fire, the siege of Pre-
toria should not be of very long duration.
It is calculated that the investment will re-
quire fully 42.011 British troops. leaving
the remainder of the army to guard the
communications. occupy certain strategicpoints and operate against that part of theBoer army not required for the defense of
Pretoria. This part of the Boer army is ex-
pected to fall back into the north in theZoutpansberg mountains, which the Boers
are reported to intend to make their strong-hold, and where they expect to carry onthe war against England indefnitely.

It Is eightien inehes in di-
ameter and entrance through it is very
much like going down it a coal hole. for
instancc.

A Mass of Machinery.
The conming tower is of bronze an inch

thick. and around its top are peep holes
covered with plan- glass, which allows the
navigator to make observations in all di-
rections. A square box beneath the tower
is utilized by the navigator to stand upon
when the vessel is under way. The interior
elsewhere is simp'y crowded with machin-
cry and there is plenty of it in the lower
as well. Here is a pressure gauge, which is
directly in front of the operator's eye; there
are speaking tubes to various parts of the
boat, and on either side are small whesls,
one on the port side governing the steering
and that on the starboard side the driving
machinery.
The peep-holes are only of service. of

course, when the Holland is on the sur-
face, becaus, when she is submerged it is
impossible to see through the water. Steer-
ing is then don- by compass.
The only clear place in the inside of the

boat is directly In front of the box on
which the turret man stands. This is where
the eighteen-inch torpedo tube and the
eight and eighteen-inch aerial guns are
loawlel. One torpedo may be carried it the
tmbe, and two mo e In the open space at
the breech. The aerial gun's breech Is di-
reetly above that of the torpedo tub.
Withitchad torpeloes are used, and each
wei-4hs alout =2o pounds. and carries as a
charg 1n pouni of gun cotton.
In hddyholes In the Isw is room fora if a; dotzn of these projiectiles. The Ho.-

lattds gun can shoot a Whitehead torped-,
I mil,. and the t. .rpedo itself has a run-
ning lower of more than half a mile with
a .-Io-ity at the rate of thiriy miles an

Compresned Air Equipment.
Along the sides are six -ompresse air

tanks containing about thirty cubic feet
of air at a pressure of 2s.t pounids to the
square inch. There are two smaller tanks
of air a, a small p:ssure, and these are
trsei. together with smokeless powder, to
discharge the projectiles from the vessel.
Behind the turret is the machinery whIch

operates the boat. A small compressed air
engine up against the roof is the steering
contrivantce. Also fastened to the roof 1s
the engine that controls the diving appa-
ratus. *

The engine room is further back. There
are three switch hoards which govern the
dynamos aboard. of which there are three,
one of forty-five horse power to propel the
boat: one of ten horse power to compress
the air, and another of one and a half
horse power to provide the lights and assist
the ventilation. A trolley controller is used
to speed the boat under water. and the en-
gineer works it just as a motorman does
the switch on an electric car. In the bot-
tom of the boat are storage batteries of
sixty cells, with a power of 0I volts
The Holland is propellsd on the surface

by a gasoline engine, which is in the center
of the engine room, and under water by
electricity, the change from one to the
other beintg made in four seconds.

Sabmserging Tank.
Along the sides of the boat and on Its

bottom are tanks, which are filled with
water. These are the submerging tanks,
When these are to be filled or emptied a
man works two levers in the center of the
boat, The gauge shows when the boat is
sinking, and shows the depth it goes. To
remain under water the boat must continue
in motion or he anchored. It can be sent
to the surface by the dIving rudders or hur-
ried there faster by emptying the storage
tanks.
The Holland weighs sixty-three tons and

has a displacement of seventy-four tons.
She is about fifty-three feet long. and in her'
widest part about ten and a quarter feet
In diameter. The frames of the vessel are
circles of steel, about a foot apart, On the
top is a fiat superstructure, which affordsi a
walking platform, The steel plates whIch
cover the frame are from a half to three-
eighths of an inch in thickness. At the
stern is an ordinary three-bladed propeller
and an ordinary rudder, together with two
horizontal rudders, calied diving rudders.

Confldence of the Crew.
Capt. Frank T. Cable. who is in command

of the Holland, has a crew of six men. in-
cluding the famed sailor, Ninderman', wbo
is a figure in arctic exploration, having been
a member of the Tigrir, the Polaris and the
JTeannette expeditions. lHe laughed yester-
day when The Star reporter asked him if
the Holland was safe.
"As safe as anything can be,' he replied.

"She is just as good under water as she is
on top."
All the other men in the crew were

equally confident of the Holland.
"We can go under the water for forty

miles." said Capt. Cable, "without coming
to the surface, and we can dive twenty feet
in eight secondis.
The diving engine of the Holland is pro-Ivided with an automatic device to govern

the controlling valve, a diaphragm to keep
the ship at a constant desired depth, a pen-
dulum device to maintain a horizontal po-sition and apparatus to bring the ship from
an inclined or diving positiort to a horizon -
tal position at a predetermined depth, this
being accomplished by reversing the diving
rudders to a rising posItion during the pe-
riod of diving at a time previous to treach-lng the desired depth.
The aerial gun is fired through an apeninin the bow three fee below the wate

MAFEKING. November 17) (by rurnner t,,MWgalapye, thence i-ia Beira and sloureizrMarques).-Everything is quiet today. The

garrison keep up their spirits. and iiok for-
ward with confidence to a happy issue of
the siege. It must, hostiver. be acknowl-edged that the situation of Mafeking be-
corres daily more serious. It is true that
the shell fire of the enemy has up to nowdcne comparatively little damage, but as
the Boers cintinue to sap and approach byparallels, there is no question that before
long not only their shells, but their rifle
fire will render our streets Impassable, and
even our fortified positions exceedinglydangerous. Because artillery at a range of13.ta0u yards did not materially affect us.that in no way implies that when threy haveclo~sed in upon us we shall be secure fromtheir fire. Already we have suffered overht. avily for so small a force, and the num-bert in which the enemy are Investingmake it impossible for Col. Baden-Powe~to do more than keep them from carryingus by storm. Today our dead number twoofmcers and cventeen men, and over thin.ty -five brave fellows have been wouinded.For a month we have lIved undergron4in cellars and in bomb-proof shelters. and,the health of our Flucky little band of die-fendlers has not improved thereby. By danythe streets are rendered dangeroup, for theenemy have a siege gun and a battery ofseven field guns playing continually uponus. It is true that their fire is intermnittent,hut therein lies the great danger. for thislulls the citizens Into a sense of false se-curity which may lead at any moment tosomec ghastly accident.
There Is, be it observed, no questioln ofsurrender. We are prepared to suffer f-.rmere than we have done l.efore it comes tothat, but the siege of Mafeking is today nolatghing matter, either to its inhabitantsor to the soldiers that defend it day andnight.
The Mauser bullet whistles through ourstreets. anid great shells. ii inches in dianme-ter and 2t in length, hurtle over-hearl,wrecking thte buildings where they strike.and striking, without discrimination. eventthe hospital, the convent and at timer. tirewomen's laager.
