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THE SHIF CONSTITUTION.

A Bill to Fit Her Up as a Training

Ship.
The Secretary of the Navy has drafied a
bill, which he has sent to Senator Hale and
Representative Boutelle, chairmen of the
Senate and House naval committecs,
spectively, providing that the Massachu-
setts State Sodety of the Daughters of
1812 be allowed to refit the historical craft
Constitution as a naval training ship. The
bill provides that the ship be repaired at
the Boston navy yard, the cost to be de-
frayed by the society, amd the repairs are
