Weather conditions and general forecast:
Cold weather is general this morning from
the Mississippi valley eastward, the line of
zero tem-te-ature extending into central
Iowa. Temperatures have also fallen gen-
era'ly anti considerably in the slope and
Rocky mountain regions. but as a rule are
above the seasonal average.
A slight depression persists in western

Ontario. and as a result there have been
snows in the lake regions. There were
snows and rains on portions of the New
England coast, rains in the south Atlantic
states and light local snows in the lower
Ohio valley followed generally by clearing
weather.

AFFAIRS IN GEORGETOWN.

Improvements to Old Seminary Build-
Ings-Other News.

SENATOR MORGAN REPLIES.

Repeats His Charge Made In the Sen-
ate Againxt Gov. Johnston.

Senator John T. Morgan has replied to
the open letter of Gov. Johnston of Ala-
bama, charging that certain indirect state-
ments made concerning his (Johnston's)
connection with the university land scandal
upon the floor of the United States Senate
v:ere untrue.
The reply severely criticises the govern-

or's action in connection with the sale of
valuable mineral lands of the state uni-
versity lands to the Sloss-Sheffield Steel and
Iron Company. It continues, in part:
"You have attempted to put my statement

in a false and garbled way, so that you
could make a denial of what you either in-
vented or profess to have heard that I
have said in the Senate, knowing that you
could not deny what I did say."
After quoting from the Record the words

used in reference to all Alabama corpora-
tions seeking protection of the laws of New
Jersey, Senator Morgan continues:
"The charge is distinct and unambiguousthat you owned or had owned a large

amount of stock in an Alabama corpora-
tion, one of several that had sold their
property of every kind to the New Jersey
company, and that this Alabama corpora-
tion 'lcads the procession' in a monster
monopoly, that had to leave Alabama to
find home and shelter in New Jersey. You
cannot misunderstand this charge, nor can
any honest man mistake it. And, as I
stated it in the Senate, you know that it is
strictly true."
In conclusion Senator Morgan says:
"You doubtless feel very strong in your

supposed ability to rule the state by the
machinery in your hands; but very recent
lessons should admonish you that you are
also subject to the power of the laws, state
and federal, and you cannot press your de-
fiant contempt of the rights of the state
and the people to complete success."

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SYNDICATE BUYS SQUAW ISLAND.

Millions to Be Expended In Dock Ina-
provemento at Buffalo.

Squaw Island, near Buffalo, has passed
Into the ownership of a syndicate of cap-
italists, and between $10f,000,00 and $12,-
000,000 is to be expended there in building
3,000 feet of dockage, in establishing im-
mense blast furnaces and malleable steel
works, In building several extensive ware-
houses to serve as a distributing station for
Minneapolis flour to eastern points and for
export, and in building other warehouses
to be used In transfer of freight between
the lake marine and the railways. The deal
was closed Thursday last. An option was
on the property for thirty days.
The island consists of 175 acres, and was

sold through a New York agent. Although
their names are not given, some of the cap-italists are New York city and Philadelphia
men, and it is believed that the Frick-Rock-
efeller syndicate has something to do with
it. That the company is composed of influ-
ential men is claimed to be shown by the
fact that they have had little trouble in
persuading the federal government to rec-
ommend improvements In the Niagara riv-
er.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA SHAKEN.

Buildings Wrecked at San Jacinto-
Damage Amounting to $30,o000.

A disastrous earthquake occurred at 4:25
yesterday morning at San Jacinto, Cal.
Nearly every two-story building was wreck-
ed, and it is estimated that the damage
will aggregate over $50,000. The main shock
was preceded by a loud, roaring sound and
awakened many just in time to escape from
the doomed buildings. The business street
is such a wreck that tons of debris had to
be removed before the buildings could be
entered.
At Saboba Indian reservation six squaws

were killed by falling walls, two fatally in-jured and many seriously injured. The
shock caused dry artesian wells to flow
larger streams than ever before. Consid-
erable damage was reported In near-by vil-
lages.

"The 20th Century -Muddle."To the Editor of The Evening Star:

1 believe that the twentieth century will
begin with the 1st of January, 190, for the
reason that nineteen hundred years will
have been recorded by the Gregorian cal-
endar with the close of December 31, 189,
and because: The present system of record-
ing time did not begin with a "completed
year of time," but with one "day," then
two days, a week, one month, two months,
and so on until twelve months passed over.
At the comoletion pf the last day of the
twelfth month the year "one" was called
into service; but, mind you, one complete
year had been uaid over before we were
entitled to employ "one" year, and it is
for this reason that your illustration ofpaying out $20 does not apply in this case.If a debt of $19 is to be met with $18. it
can be accomplished very nicely if $1 of it
is canceled to begin with. Just such condit!tions surround the "20th Century Muddle"problem. One year of time had passedwhen the year "one" was started on; two
years had expired when "two" was firstopened up; and 100 years were left behindwith December 31, 99. Therefore, nineteenhundred years will have been counted offwith December 31, 1899; and January 1,1900, should be rightly installed as the be-ginning of the twentieth century. Respect-fully, FRANK H. Attempted Suicide.

Shortly after-
ward Rowe was seen acting in a peculiar
manner and the empty bottle helped to ex-
plain what had occurred.
When restored to the possession of his

faculties at the station house he refused to
give a reason for his rash acer saying only
that God and he knew the cause. Rowe
has a wife ana children at =24 G street
northwest. Washington. He is out of pris-
on on bail. awaiting trial on a charge of
stealing a horse and buggy.

It will be recalled that Rowe rendered
Warden Hammill at the city jail valuable
aid in preventing the escape of Gus Dorseyand other prisoners in October.
