SAOW LATE TONIGHT.

Warmer Wensterly Winds, Becoming
Fresh Northerly.

- Forecast till 8 pm. Thursday.—For the
Ivstriet of Columbla, eastern New York,
eastern Pennsylvana, New Jersey, Dela-
ware and Maryland, lncreasing cloudiness,
with snow late tonight and Thursday;

Thus far the only effect of this disturbance
has been a considerable rise in temperature
in the gulf states and some Snow In the
Ohio vailey, There have also been light
local snows In the lake regions, lower Mis-
scurl valiey and the extreme northwest.

‘There has been a further fall
of 4 degrees to 20 degrees in the extreme
west, while in the interior of the couniry
there has been a slight rise.

The advance through the Ohlo valley of
the southwest disturboince will cause rain
generally tonigint end Thursday In the gult
and south Atlantiec stales, rain or snow in
Tennessee, snow in the Ohio valley, luower
lake region and the middle Atlantic states,
reaching New England Thursday, In the
extreme southwest generally fair wealher
i= indicated, except probably snow in Okia-
hema and Indian territory tonight.

It will be <—ulder tonight In Texas and
nerthwestern Louisiona, and colder Thurs-
day in the middle and west gulf siates gen-
erally. It will be warner tonight in the

DEATH DUE TO ACCIDENT

Verdict of Coroner's Jury in Case of Daniel
" Garvey.

Testimony Showed That He Walked
Unintentionally in Front of

Electric Car.

Danlel Garvey, the elderly man who was
badly hurt by an electric car on Bright-
wood avenue near Des Moines street yes-
terday afternoon, as published in yester-
day's Blar, died about 5:30 o'clock, less
than five hours arter he was injured. His
8cns, who are members of the police foree,
reached Freedmen's Hespital soon after
their father was taken there for treatment.

Coroner Carr held an inquest this morn-
ing at the eighth precinet etation. The
rallway company was rtepresented by
George P. Hoover, while Attorney Oscar
Nauck was present in the interest of rela-
tives of the deceased. Conductor Mohler
and Motorman Berryman were present at
the Inquest and made statements concern-
ing the accident. The jury heard the testl-
moeny and returned a verdict of :u:cldelu.a!
death.

I'ndertaker Spindler took charge of the
body and prepared it for burial, The
feneral will take place tomorrow morning
at 9 o'clock, from the Chureh of the Im-
maculate Conception.

Depuity Coroner's Statement.

Deputy Coroner ‘Glazebrook described the
injuries received by the aged man. He
found that the right leg had been broken,
the right arm fractured and the right ear
badly cut. In additlon to these injuries he
found a severc fracture of the skull. This,
he sald. caused death.

8. E. Cicsell, who was
car, testified that his attention was at-
tracted by the vigorous ringing of the bell.
He looked ahead and saw an elderly man
ecrossing the street. In addition to ringing
the bell the conductor shouted to the pedes-
trian. Witness s=ald the brakes were ap-
plied, and the conductor did everything in
his power to prevent an dccldent.  Mr. Gar-
vey, he said, seemed to pay no attention to
the ringing of the bell. His only ohject,
witness thought, was to cross the tracks.
Just us he stepped on the track in front of
the car he wus struck. The car went about
sixtly or seventy-five feet after the acci-
dent occurred.

Witness =ald the affalr happened on a
down grade. The car, he sald, was not
running at an unusually fast rate of speed.
1t was n south-bound ecar, and witness
thought the object of the man ahead In
crossing the track was to stop the car in
order to come to the city. When he pald
no attentlon to the warning witness con-
cluded he was deaf or biind.

‘(.harlt!s W. Immich, & resident of Takoma
Park, also a passenger on the ear, sald he
did not see Mr. Garvey until after he was
Injured. Witness thought the car was go-
Ing at about the usual speed. The accident,
he said, occurred near Des Moines street.

John Boges, colored, was riding on
the rear platform of the car, He looxed
ahead when he heard the ringing of the
bell and saw Mr. Garvey. After he had
stepped on the track, witness safd. he look-
ed and saw the car. Witness thought he
could have saved himself if he had made
& quick movement. The car, he =aidl, was
golng at the ordirary rate of speed,

Another View of Speed.

W. L. Chauncey testified that his atten-
tion was attracted to the car because of the
high rate of speed at which the car was
running. He saw Mr. Garvey standing -n
the east side of Brightwood avenue and
Des Moines street. Mr. Garvey started
across the street, and witness noticed that
he seemed very feeble. Witness went to
the assistance of the injured man as soon
as he realifzed what had occurred. The
speed of the car. wiltness said., was three
or four times as fast as the usual rate of

a passenger on the

speed.

Jdaseph Berryman, motorman,  testifiod
that he was In charge of the car that n-
flicted the fatal injuries. He sald his car
left the Distriet line at 12:40 o'clock, and
reached the seene of the aceident ten min-
utes luter. He enld he noticed & man gtand-
ing In the street. and aftery 2
approach the car. Mr. G

made no motion to stup the
nel attempt o eross the

car neared him. He did not look noprth untit
he wis on the track. Then he looked and
witness thought he made an eMor: 1o get
out of the way when the fender causht his

right foot and threw him from the track.
At the time the accldent occurred, witness
sald, his car was going at a speed of about
nine miles an hour. The law, he =aid, al-
lows a speed of fifteen milezs an hour.
Witness sald he used the bell on the ear
and also ecalled to the pedestrian,

E. H. Mohler, conductor on the car, gave
similar testilmony. He sald that Mr. Gar-
vey wins looking stralpht ahead of him
while erossing the road. The ecar, he
thought, was going at a rate of about nine
miles an hour. After the acecldent hap-

pened the ear went about two lengths of
the car befare it stopped. This closed the
E-x-i-.!enr-c and the case was submitted to the
ury.

DISASTROUS FOR THE FILIPINO REBELS

Troops Waded . Through Mud and
Water to Réach:'_.the Scene.

DEATH OF 'MAJOR LOGAN

Mall advices have reached the War De-
partment In regard to the crushing defeat
administered by Wheaton's brigade to the
Filipino Insurgents near San Jacinto, early
in November, in which engagement Maj
John A. Logan, jr.. lost his life. According
to the correspondent of the Manila Ameri-
con, the 33d Infantry, under Col. Hare,
ercountered a force of the enemy between
San Fabian and San Jacinto, and brought
on one of the sharpest engagements of tha
war, resulting in the death of more insur-
gents than in any other fight since the be-
ginning of the Insurrection.

Disastrous for Filipinos.
The battle raged for two hours, and at its

-eonclusion 77 dead Filipinos were found in

the trenches. Many wounded were found
hidden in the high grass and creek bottoms.
It is estimated that over 100 insurgents
were killed in the fight, from twenty to
thirty being found in a single pile. Twenty-
nine prisoners and 100 rifles were captured.
The Americans lost one officer killed and
six men wounded. The officer killed was
Maj. John A. Logan, jr., who was shot
through the head during the first few min-
utes of the engagement while at the head
of his battalion, which formed an advance
guard. He was in the act of assisting a
wounded soldier, and was hit by a Mauser
bullet, fired by a sharpshooter concealed in
the top of a cocoanut tree, He died a few
hours later.

A reconnolssance on the Tuesday preced-
ing, made by Maj. BHuck’'s battalion of the
Lith Infantry, In the vicinity of Ban Ja-
cinto, developed rothing of importance, but
afterward Gen. Wheaton received informa-
tion that the enemy was assembling in
strong force there for the purpose of pre-
venting our control of the road from Da-
gupan north through San Jacinto, by which
it was considered praobable that Aguinaldo’s
Tarlac army would attempt to retreat. The
33d was ordered out, accompanied by a
Gatling gun, with a detachment of tho
13th under the command of Capt. How-
land of Gen. Wheaton's staff. The troops
encourtered flve miles of the worst road
ever found in Luzon, belng a succession of
creeks and miry ditches, into which the
men sank to their waists in mud and wa-
ter. BEvery bridge was unserviceable, and
had to be repairad where possible, but In
most cases the men, with horses and guns,
plunged into the quagmire and struggled
through as best they could. Nothing but
the indomritable energy of Capt. Howland
enabled the Gatling to get into actlon, A
score of times it was necessary to unhitch
the horses and lead them around through
pee fields while a hundred soldiers dragged
the gun over ditches or broken bridges.

Heavy Fire From Thickets.

The fight was opened by the insurgents
two miles from San Jacinto while the lead-
ing battallon was passing a clump of na-
tive houses surrounded by a grove of coco-
anut trees and the men were knee-deep in
mud. The first fire came’ from sharpshoot-
ers . trees and houses, and from a small
trench across the rpad, all at close range.
There w also a heavy fire from thickets
more distant to the right and left. The
aim of the sharpshoglers was deadly and
wits directed at the officers, for the first

fivee men that fell wore elther chevrons or
shoulder straps. The other officer hit, he-
sides Major Logan, was Captain Green,

He was also shot from a tree, but his
wound was slight.

The regiment never wavered a moment.
The crack marksmen it contains soon lo-
cated the natives and began knocking them
out of trees llke squirrels. The men rushed
at the trench, through the soft mud, waist
deepn, and passed over It, leaving four dead
Filipinns within.

At the sume time the regiment deployed
as siirmishers, Major Logan's battalion in
the center, Major Cronin’s on the right and
Major Marsh's on the left. Colonel Hare
and Licutenant Colonel Brereton directed
the general movement. The skirmish line,
which was nearly two miles long, rushed
furward rapidly through water-soaked rice
fields, ditches, creeks and thickets, firing
all the time and dolng deadly execution.
The Filipinos made a good stand for a
long tlme, several cases being reported of
the rebels remaining in position behind
cover untll the Amerlcans were within
twenty feet of them. Major Marsh's bat-
talion surprised a trench full of Insur-
gents by coming upon thelr Aank. They
poured a terrible fire along the trench,
slaughtering nearly all In 1t.

Occeupied San Jacinto.

Just before entering the town the Gatling
did good execulinon by killing five of a party
that was guarding a broken bridgeandafter-
ward swept the country beyond the town,
driving 130 rebels Into the hills. Major
Marsh's battalion entered the town first
and captured a large battle flag that was
floating over a convent. Not a native was
left in the town when the troops arrived
except a blind boy and one woman, Most
of the survivors of the Insurgent force are
guppused 1o have eseaped toward Magaldon
or Dagupan. It was impossible to pursue
them further as the troops were exhausted,
the ammunition was low and the troops
only had twoe days rations with them and
no possibility of getting further supplies
from San Fablan owing to the condition of
the road. The column camped for the
night at San Jacinto,

Five more rebels were killed during the
night by the outposts. Among the bodies
found was that of a Hentenant colonel, sup-
posed to be In command of the rebels at
that polnt. -

TO HOLD TRADE RELATIONS,

Treaty Between Mexico and Chinn
Negotinted.

The negotiations which have been in pro-
gress for some time between China and
Mexico for a general trealy of trade, navl-
gation and Immigratlon now have been
brought to a successful conclusion here,
and the formal signing of the document
completed at the Mexlean embassy, Senor
Aspliroz, the Mexicar ambassador, signing
for his country, and Minister Wu Ting-
Fang signing for China. The ceremony was
witnessed by the staffs of the Mexican em-
bassy and the Chinese legation, and was
followed by hearty felicitations on both
sides, as this is the first trealy ever en-
tered into between the countries. Three
coples of the instrument were executed,
one in Chinese, one in Spanish, and a third
In English. This {8 a departure in diplo-
matic usage, as the extra copy Is usually
in French, that beipg l}l;e recognized lan-
guage of diplomacy. In this case, how-
ever, it was determined that English should
be the official text for determining any dif-
{91 e‘:ees of comstrugticn between the other
ex

The main feature of the treaty Is in es-
tablishing official rélations between China
and Mexico for the first! time, thus giving
premise of the development of trade rela-
tions between thegy: [Each side is given
favored natlon treatment In the matter of
in.ports, and Mexico fs to have “extra ter-
ritoriality" in China, the same as is now en-
poyed by other first-clags powers. Immi-
gration of the citizens of Lthe two countries
is left unhampe: and under this provision
it is expected that the'latent resources of
Mexico will be developed by Chinese labor.
The signed coplies of the treaty have now
been forwarded to China and Mexlco for
ratification.

FOUND DEAD IN HIS ROOM.

Dr. A. H. Steele, Well Known in Clty,
Passen Away.

A. H. Steele, who lived with his
mother at No. 1608 New Jersey avenue
northwest, was found dead in a room at
the Emrich Hotel about 10 o'clock last
night. It was believed his death re-
sulted from an overdose of morphine, The

The clerk found in the room a hypodermic
syringe and a box containing a small quan-
tity of morphine. The police were sum-
moned, and the body was removed to the
morgue, Mrs. Steele, mother of the de-
ceased, was atl once notified of her son's
death.

Deputy Coronsr Glazebrook made a post-
mortem examination of the body and
found that death had resulted from an
overdose of morphine. A certficate of mc-
cidental death was given, and the body
was turned over to the mother of the dead
man for burial.

Lovely si
and wool knit shirts can be bnu.gl‘;:..sulﬁ
chtegper ones can be made of flannel by the
yard.

‘Why, too, should a binder be sewed on?
It certainly is not cleanly unless changed
often. No binder Is needed after the tirst
two weeks, and then only soft fannel
should be used, and that fastened loosely,
A great deal of Injury is done the tiny
form by this ‘‘prison-cell-of-pride”—the
binder. Baby needs freedom to grow and
to digest his food, and not to have his
organs paralyzed by pressure.

A baby should wear a flannel shirt, flan-
nel skirt, dress and shoes. The flannel
skirt should be made princess fashion,
without sleeves; the dress also prin
and both should extend six inches about
his feet. The shoes should be knit of wool,
sllk being too cold.

Then as he grows, going Into “short
clothes” is a very simple matter, and baby
