Relating to

Addition to Article 2,

Hay and Straw. =
The attorney for the District, to whom
was forwarded a suggestion of the fire
marshal that section 3 of article 2 of the
polica regulations be amended, has recom-
mended to the Commissioners that the sec-

tion be amended so as to read as folows:
“No person shall have, put or kKeep any

with ule or slate, or other Hre-proof ma-
tertal. And ft shall be unawful for any
person to have, put or keep any of the
aforesaid materials in any manner, except
in accordance with the provisions of this
article, and after a hcense has becn pro-
cured from the Commussioners of the Dis-
trict of Ceolumbia, on the recommendition
of the fire marshal of the fire department
of the said Duistrict. Whoever shail Efail,
neglect or refuse to compiy with the pro-
visions of this section, atter notice from
said fire marsual of its requirements, shali,
upon conviction, be pumisaed by a fine of
not less than tive doliars nor more than

forty doliars.™

The amendment has been approved by the
Commissioners, and will, according to law,
