NATIVE OF WEST AFRICA.

Rev. Mark C. Hayfprd to Discuss Gold
Coast 'Colony.

Rev. Mark C. Hayford of, the Gold Coast
English colony of West Africa is in the
city, and tomorrow evening will speak at
the Nineteenth Street Baptist Church on
the Gold Coast colony froni a religious and
social view. The Gold Cost is south of
Liberia, from which'it Is distant about six
or seven hundred miles.
Mr. Hayford came to this country In Oc-

tober. since which time he has been in New
York. In his talks on the Gold Coast he
shows the great need of additional educa-
tional facilities for the natives of that col-
ony. They have a school population of
240,000 children. while the schools accom-
modate but 5 per cent of that number. The
total population of the colony is from
2,100000 t-> 3,000,000 of people, though but
40,000 of them are Christians.
Mr. Hayford Is a native of Africa, Is an

interesting speaker and has been indorsed
by many leading divines in the United
States, among them being Rev. Lyman Ab-
bott, Bishop Andrews, Dr. Sample and Dr.
McArthur.
Mr. Hayford hes been elected a fellow of

the Royal Colonial Institute of England,
and among other duties has been Intrusted
with messages to the queen.

SHOT BY HIS FRIEND.

James 'Hall, Colored, Dangerously
Wounded by John Lewis.

James Hall, a colored man about fifty
years old, is lying at the Emergency Hos-
pital suffering from a critical wound in the
grtIr.. received yesterday afternoon at Lin-
den, Md., at the hands of another colored
man, named John Lewis. Hall was brought
to this city on a B. and 0. train and taken
to the hospital, where he said he and Lew-
is were engaged Iri the latter's grocery
store at Linden, when Lewis reached up to
a shelf and seized a pistol, which was
thought to be unloaded. When it was snap-
ped at Hall, it exploded. Hall stated that
he was convinced Lewis did not intend to
injure him, as they had always been on
the most friendly terms.
At the Emergency Hospital this after-

noon Dr. Whitson said Hall had lost a
great deal of blood and It was impossible
to say whether he would recover or not,although the man was resting comfortably.No attempt was made to probe for the ball,because the present custom is to fill and
treat a pistol ball wound, and then, if the
patient recovers, to use the X-rays to lo-
cate the missile. If discovered to be Imn-bedded where it will do no further dam-
age the builet will be permitted to remain;
otherwise, it wili be extracted.
