CABLE TO ICELAND.

Comsul Ectelson Reporia as io a Pro-
ject of Intereat.

Victor Ectelson, United States consul at
Bergen, reports as follows in regard to a
projected cable to lceland:

The projected telegraphic communication
with Iceland is & question of interest to all
northern Europe. Especially will ft
valuable In assisting meteorological
servations. the various observatories thus
being able to obtain daily telegrams con-
cerning the state of weather in fceland. It
often happens that storms from the north
swesp over Europe without previous al-
mospheric indications of thelr approach.

The main question at issue, however, is
laying the cable. It will be 630 kilometers
(4#03.59 miles) In length, extending between
Iceland and the Ehetlands. The Northern
Telegraph Company of Copenhagen, Den-
mark, has offered to lay this cable under
the following peculiar contract: The lce-
landers shall pay to the company & vearly
subsidy of £0.3%) for twenly years: Den-
mark is also to pay a yearly subsidy of
$13,400, and the neighboring countries are
requesied to contribute an aggregate sum
of $01,45); thus, together, the interest in-
cluded, an amount of $1.407.000 is desired
by the company. Undoubtedly this busi-
ness would yield a fair profit, as the usual
price of laying a submarine cable is not
higher than $1.20 a sea mile, and, acconi-
ing to this figure, the cost of layving the
proposed Une would not exceed £S5 (08

Another telegraphic company has uffered
to lay the eable between leeland and the
Orkney Islands (o greater distance than
the proposed line) for about $850,0d), thus
showing that the amount asked for by the
Danish company exceeds by more than &0
per cent the expenses involved In layving
the rable.

Not only, however, is the price asked ¢x-
orbitant. but the manner of the pavment
itself is strange. The inhabitants of loe
land (72000 or T3040 peasants and tisner-
mend, who for centuries have lived in no
affluence, are asked to pay more than $187.-
M) for a cable for which thev have almost
no use. while it will bring other nations ex-
traordinary advantage.

Apart from the already mentionesd bene-
fit to meteornlogy, the cable will alsoa e of
particular service to American, English,
French and Norwegian fishermen, who
carry on their trade on a Jlarge scale In the
nelghbornood of leeland.
