SYMPATHY WITH THE BOERS.

Meetings Held in New York, Kansa"
City and Toledo.

A dispatch from New York last night
says:
The United Irish Societies of New York

and vicinity filled the Academy of Music
tonight at a mass meeting called to ex-

press sympathy with the Boers and opposi-
tion to England in consequence of the
South African war. Senator Mason of Illi-
nois, Representative Sulzer, Representative
Cummings of New York and others ad-
dressed the meeting.
Justice Fitzgerald of the supreme court

presided. The entire house was filled. The
proscenium, the boxes and the balconies
were all decorated with a profusion of
American flags, the green Irish emblems,
and occasionally the flags of the two South
African reoublics.
Resolutions were adopted condemning

England's attitude both as to the war itself
and her recent action In seizing flour and
other produce consigned to a neutral port.
as well as citizens sailing under a neutral
flag to that port.
Among the vice presidents of the meet-

ing were N. A. Poynter, governor of Ne-
braska; George L. Wellington, United
States senator from Maryland; John J. Mc-
Donough, secretary of state of New York,
and the folliwing representatives: R. K.
Polk. Athelston Gesten and E. D. Zeigler
of Pennsylvania; Daniel E. Johnston, Win.
F. Rthea and John Lamb, Virginia; J. S.
Salmon. New Jersey; John A. McDowell
and R. D. Gordon, Ohio; Htenry C. Smith,
Michigan; Stanyarne Wilson. South Caro-
lina; Thomas Spight, MIssissippi, and Geo.
A. Pearre. Maryland.
An overflow meeting, attended by over

3,0010 persons, was held in Irving place.
Resolutions sympathizing with the Boers

in their fight with Great Britain, and com-
mending Senator William E. Mason of Illi-
nois for championing their cause, were
adopted by the German-American Citizens'
Association of Kansas City at a meeting in
that city yesterday. Copies of the resolu-
tions wore forwarded to Senator Mason,
Representative Sulzer of New York and
Representative Cowherd of Missouri.
A dispatch from Toledo, Ohio, yesterday

says:
The Robert Emmet Club. a leading Irish

society of Toledo. has inaugurated a move-
ment to assist the Boer.. This club in 1898
organized the Eimmet Guards, and offered
their services for the war with Spain. At a
secret meeting last night resolutions were
adiopted pledging financial and moral sup-
port to tho Boer., and offering assistance of
men if required. Fifty-five Volunteers of-
fered their services "'in any emergency in
which England is involved."~ Only single
men, with no one dependent upon them for
support, are accepted.

FUTURE TRADE WITH CHINA

Japan and the European Powers for an

"Open-Door"' Policy.
Unanlmous Agreemsent With the Un-

dertaking of This Country to Pree

Commerce With the Empire.

The negotiations opened by Secretary
Hay with the great powers of Europe and
with Japan toward securing a common un-

derstanding for a continued "open-door pol-
Icy" throurhout China have met with most
gratifying results. Favorable responses
have been made, it is said, by Great Brit-
ain, Germany, France. Russia and Japan.
No doubt is felt here that Italy. the re-

maining country addressed, will make fa-
vorable answer. The position of Italy is felt
to be assured by the favorable course

adopted by the other four great powers of
Europe.
The importance of this unanimous ver-

dict by the first-class powers of the world-
Great Britain, Russia, Germany, France.
Italy and Japan, in conjunction with the
United States-can hardly be overestimated
so far as It relates to the future of China
and the commerce of the world in that em-
pire. The State Department is loath to dis-
cuss the far-reacning results to be secured
when the agreement advances to the stage
of formal consummation, for each favorable
response is conditioned on the favorable
action of all the other parties, so that in
each case the negotiations may be regarded
as short of absolute finality.
The British answer was the first to be

submitted. anq, was exceptionally compre-
hensive and explicit, in yielding to every
suggestion made by the United States rela-
tive to maintaining the freest entry to the
ports of China-
Although much secrecy was observed in

the transmission of the British answer, its
general purport soon became known at the
other European capitals, and there was nota little irritation at what was regarded asa precipitate response, purposely designed
to embarrass the continental powers by
showing Great Britain and the United
States acting in concert, while the rest of
the world held aloof. But this situation was
made much more satisfactory to the conti-
nental powers by their determination to
act for themselves. Germany is said toi;ave been the next power to answer in the
affirmative. The German answer was ra-
ther more vague than the one which had
preceded it, but its general tendency was
favorable, the only condition being that any
arrangement as to free access to China
should be universal and assented to by all
of the powers.
The Russian negotiations have proceeded

less briskly, so that it seemed for a time
that Russia's attitude might not be favor-able. This was dissipated. however, by the
Russian ambassador, Count Cassini, in the
course of interviews with Secretary Hay.
The Russian position, it is understood, is
similar to those preceding it, with the samecondition, that Russia alone shall not be
bound. bitft that all of the interested coun-
tries shall join in the agreement to keep
Lhe ports of China forever open.
Japan made her position unmistakably in

favor of the-American proposition, with the
ame reservation as in all the other cases.
that unanimity should be reached. Al-
though Italy is yet to be heard from detl-
nitely, no doubt is entertained that that
country also will be favorable, thus makingcomplete the satisfactory responses of all
the great powers.

OBJECTIONS TO TARIFF TREATY.

Prench Agricultural Interests Op-
posed to Its Provisions.

A Paris dispatch of yesterday says: A
stiff campaign against the Franco-Ameri-
can commercial treaty is about to be opened
by the parliamentary oppositlipn to the gov-
ernment and by the agriculturists. Despite
the favorable report of the customs com-
mittee, a hostile current has become mani-
fest among the deputies who represent the
agricultural constituencies. as well as those
who sit for certain industrial centers,
against several clauses of the treaty.
A majority of the agricultural associa-

tions have protested against granting the
United States the minimum tariff, while
manufacturers of farming implements,
cycles, machine wools are deeply disturbed
over the advantages accorded to their
American competitors by the treaty. This
anxlety is shared by the oil seed industry.

Producing Capacity.
That the producing capacity of certain of

these Islands, especially Cuba and the Phil-
ippines, may be greatly increased by the
creation of improved methods of internal
communication cannot be doubted. Of the
35.000,000 acres composing the Island of
Cuba, not more than 2,0140.4110 have ever
been under cultivation. There are 17,411.-
t00 acres of virgin forest and 9.0KI.o10l acres
of fertile plains which have only served up
to this time as pastures, and as most of
this land is extremely fertile its produci4:'
capabilities, when reached by roads a. I
railways, are almost beyond present
conjecture. Similar conditions exist in
the Philippine Islands. In the Hawaiian
Islands the suger-producing area is
being greatly increased by the in-
troduction of irrigation. The exports
of sugar from the Hawaiian Islands
in 1894, 1897 and 18 are nearly double
those of 188M, 18K7 and 1109. In Pu,-rtj
Rico the coffee-producing area may be very
materially increased by the introduction of
roads and facilities for reaching the interior
of the island and transporting its products
to the coast, large areas in the mountain-
cus portions of the island bring capabe of
producing coffee of high quality so soon as
they can be brought under cultivation and
their products transported to the seaboard.
In Cuba coffee was at one time the principal
source of wealth, the value of its product
having reached during the early part of
the century about $20.W.00I in a single
year. The industry was established by the
French refugees from Santo Domingo. After
their expulsion the plantations passed into
the hands of Spaniards and Americans, and
it is estimated that there were at one tirne
six coffee estates to one of sugar, coffee
plantations containing from 11501.10 to 1,45.-ux00 trees being in existence in the isand
prior to 1830, when the decline In the price
of coffee led to the introduction of suar-
growing. The tobacco-producing area in all
of the islands may also be materially in-
creased, while the hemp production of the
Philippines may be doubled with proper
facilities for transportation.
The great increase In areas devoted to

the production of coffee, especially in Bra-
zil and Central America, has materially in-
creased the world's product and lowere'd
prices, which is illustrated by the fact that
in the United States the average import
price of coffee has declined from 14 Cents
per pound in 1894 to 6.7 cents in 1899. In
sugar-production similar conditions prevail.
The rapid development of the beet sugar in-
dustry has resulted in a marked increase
of beet sugar-production, and at low prices,
entil about two-thirds of the world's sugar
supply is now from beets, thus greatly re-
ducing the price of sugar. This reduction
is shown by the fact that in the United
States the average import price of sugar
has fallen from 5.06 cents in 1878 to 2.01
cents in 18W. Somewhat similar conditions
exist in reference to hemp, which has re-
cently encountered strong competition from
sisal and from jute, whose production and
use in certain lines of manufacture have
been greatly increased. Thus, while the
producing area of these islands may be
greatly enlarged, it can scarcely be ex-
pected that the prices obtained In earlier
years for their principal products will again
be realized.

Principal Products.
All of the principal prodttcts of these is-

lands are largely imported into the United
States and seem likely to continue indefi-
nitely among our largest items of importa-
tation. Of our total importations of the
fiscal year 1800, sugar amounted to $94,-
964,120; coffee, $55,275,470; fibers, $20,300,-
093; fruits and nuts, $18,314,206; crude rub-
ber and tropical products, $31,875,207; raw
silk, with which successful experiments
have been made in Cuba .and the Philip-
pines, $32,479,6127, while numerous other
products of the islands, including tea, cabi-
net woods, gums. indigo and spices, amount
to many millions of dollars. The average
annual Importation of tropical products
into the United States exceeds $2-5000,)000,
and all, or nearly all of them. may be pro-
duced in the Islands in question.
At present the total imports of these is-

lands amount to about $100i.0001,000, that of
Cuba in 1892 being $52,101,682; the Philip-
pines in 1896, $28.815,075; the Hawaiian Is-
latnds in 1898, $11L650,890, and Puerto Rico
in 1896, $3,656,578. Their importations are
already being stimulated by recent develop-
ments, as is shown by the fact that the
exports from the United States to the Ha-
waiian Islands in the fiscal year 1899amounted to $9,305,470, against S->.9)7,155in 1898, and $4,60.0075 in 1897; to Cuba, $1x,-610,377 in 1899, against #9,561,6516 in 1898,and $8,2'59,776 in 1897; and to Puerto Rico,$2,685,848 in 1899, against $1,305,946 in 1896.
and $1,088,888 in 1897. With increased
producing area and producing power from
the introduction of modern methods of cul-
tivation and preparation of products for
the market the consuming and Importing
capacity may be expected to increase.
Comaaption of Foreta Products.
Consumption of foreign products in these

Islands is about equally divided between
manufactures and agricultural products of
the tempermte zone. Of the exports from
the United States to Cuha In 18194, which
amounted to $20,125,321, P.7440,953 were
agricultural products, and of the $18,616,-
377 exported from the United States to
Cuba in 18939, $9,7i10,513 were agricultural
products, the principal items being ive ani-mals. $2,367,794; breadstuffs, $2,306,172;
provisions, Including beef, hog and dairy
products, $3,540,722; while the most Im-Srtant manufactures were cotton cloths.
47,839; machinery, $454,031; boots and

shoes, $214,944; saws and tools, $106,001;
cotton goods other than cloths, $1t2,te0,and nails, $66,655. To Puerto Rico agricul-
tural products formed 81.:21.44 of the
total of $2,685,848 exported from the United1States in 18199, and averaging about the
same proportion in earlier years.
Spain's exportations to Cuba, Puerto Rico

and the Philippines, which under normal
conditions amount to about $40,000,000 an-
nually, were more largely manufactures,though probably two-fifths of her exports
to the islands were agricultural products.
Of her total exnor'tations to Cuba in 1806,
which amounted to 135,000,000 pesetas, 80,-
000,000 in round terms were agricultural
products.
