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THEIR HUNGER APPEASED

Needy Persons Fed by Central Union Mis.-
sion Workers

Crowd Gathered Which Bore the

Mark of Poverty-Services
at the Chapel.

The workers of the Central Union Mis-
sion started the New Year today by feed-
ing the poor of the city. And they suc-
ceeded. for every one who called went away
feeling better in mind and body.
A wholesome luncheon was served in the

big dining room on the first floor. There
was no stinting, no dealing out of portions
Every one was given all the food needed,
and some of the poor fellows were mighty
hungry.
Early this morning the women workers

of the mission assembled to get things
ready for the big lunch. Mrs. H. B. F.
Macfarland had charge of the luncheon
and directed the preparations. Thousands
of sandwiches were made and gallons of
good coffee sent forth an aroma that drew
the hungry from all around. So it hap-
pened that long before the doors were
thrown open there was a long line of hun-
gry people waiting patiently. And what a
crowd it was. Every one bore the unmis-
takable mark of poverty, and the pinched
faces and eager expressions told more than
words the hunger they were suffering.
Here was the place for the philanthropist.

There was not one in all that big crowd
who was not deserving. White and black
mingled with each other in the scramble
for food. Right cheerfully did the ladies
assist. The poor looked their thanks, and
after one set had finished they were es-
corted upstairs to the chapel, where evan-
gelistic services were held -from noon until
nqarly 10 o'clock. These services were di-
vided into sessions of one hour each, with
different leaders for each one.

CHARLES A. WILLIAMS DEAD.

A Citizen of New London, Who Spent
His Winters Here.

Mr. Charles Augustus Williams, a promi-
nent citizen of New London. Conn., died
yesterday morning at his residence, No.
1735 Massachusetts avenue, from a stroke
of paralysis, which occurred on December
22. lie rallied a little, then sank and
passed away peacefully. Mr. Williams k'as
descended from an old New England
family. His ancestor, Robert Williams, a

captain In the ancient and honorable artil-
lery of London, came to this country in
1634 and settled it Roxbury, Mass. He was

a collateral descendant of William Wil-
liams, signer of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence. General Wm. Williams of Ston-
ington, Conn., was his grandfather, and
Major Thomas W. Williams of New Lon-
don, Conn., was his father. The latter rep-
resented his district in Congress from 1840
to 1844.
In early life Mr. Williams traveled exten-

sively for health and pleasure. He resided
for several years in the Hawaiian Islands
and discovered the Phoenix group of is-
lands in the Pacific. He held them under
the protection of the United States, worl-
Ing the valuable guano deposits from Hono-
lulu. He was also one of the charter mem-
bers of the Alaska Commercial Company of
Sari Francisco. For the last ten years Mr.
Wiliams and his family have spent the
winters in Washington, returrning for the
summers to the family place at New Lon-
don. There he was always a central figure,
taking much interest in local affairs. His
wife, his daughter and his soo. Wm. Wvii-
hiams, a New York lawyer, survive him.
Tle funeral will take place Wednesday at
10 a.mr. 'from St. John's Church, and the
body will be temporarily placed in a vault
at Rock Creek cemetery, the final inter-
ment to take place at New London.

BURIAL OF JOSHUA J. LLOYD.

Hiu Remain. Attended to Grave by
Veteran Fireme'n.-

The funeral of the late Joshua Lloyd
took place yesterday afternoon from his
late residence, corner of 7th street and
Pennsylvania avenue routheast, and it was
attended by many friends and relatives, in-
cluding the Veteran Volunteer Firemen's
Association, under the marshalship of Mr.
John W. Thompson. The services were
conducted by Rev. George E. Maydwell of
Waugh M. E. Church. and the remains
were taken to Congressional cemetery for
interment. Messrs. George H. Keithley, S.
W. Dove, W. H. H. Snyder, Thos. S. Cis-
sel, Alonzo Shaw and J. R. Brown of the
Veteran Volunteer Firemen's Association
acted as pallbearers.
Mr. Lloyd was an old citizen of the Dis-

trict, for many years an active fireman,
and in ante-bellum days was on the old
Auxiliary Guard. He had all his life, until
his last llness, which began a few months
since, enjoyed excellent health. -He was
seventy-five years of age. His death took
place on Thursday last. His wife, a son
and a daughter survive him.
