GORMAN MEN IN CONTROL

Slate Goes Through in Organization of Mary-
land Legislature.
Gov. Lowndes' Messnge Shows Satis-

factory Administration of State’s

Financinl Affairs.

STATE HOUSE, ANNAPOLIS, Md.. Jun-
tary A —The general aossembly of Mary-
land met at noon teday and organized by
the election of John Hubner of Baltimore
city as presi-lent of the senate and Lloy
Wilkinson of Worcester county as speaker
of the house of delegates.

The other officers elected are as follows:

Senate—Secretary, Alfred Ritter of Fred-
erick county; journal clerk, Richard H.
Worthington of Baltlmore city; reading
clerk, Robert Moss of Anne Arundel coun-
ty. sergeant-at-arms, Sldpney 8. Jump of
Queen Anne, together with a long list of
minor officers.

House of delegates—Chief clerk, Benjamin
l.. Smith of Dorchester county; journail
clerk, Frederick Sasacer, editor of the
Prince George's Enqulrer, of Marlboro';
reqading elerk, Walter R, Townsend of Bal-
timore county; sergeant-at-arms, Edwarnl
F. Meehan of Baltimore city. The election
of the subordinate officers of the house was
postponed to next week.

As foretold in last Satarday’'s Star. the
Gorman element had absolute control of
the urganization of both houses, and none
but adherents of the ex-senator were ac-
corded  recognition. The caucuses were
controlled by a combination of the southern
Maryland and eastern shore members, and
Taltimore city was treated with scant cour-
tesy. The progressive taxpaying sections
of the state were practically ignored. Ex-
Mayor Latrobe, who was turned down In
Ris contest for speaker, |3 very sore over

his Jdefeat. and admiis that the Gorman
element was responsible for the action
taken.

The republicans nominated Mr. Stevenson
A. Williams of Harford county for presi-
dent of the senate and Mr. James De B.
Walbach of Charles county for speaker of
the house. The republican officers of the
lust session were all re-nominated, but the
demoerats declined to allow the minority
any of the places.

Gov, Lowndes sent in his last message.
which contains a brief review of the condi-
tinn of the state government. The message,
while unu=ually short, should be gratifying
to the taxpayers, us it shows an excellent
state of public affairs, especially in regard
1o the finances. Democrats as well as re-
publicans admit that the administration of
Gov., Lowndes has heen extremely eredit-
able in every pasticular, and he will go out
of office next Wednesday with the respect
of null. The session promises to be inter-
e=sting and Important, and the return of the
democrats to power after four yvears' retire-
ment is viewed with some concern by many
citizens of both parties, who remember the
condition of affairs when the same purty
wus In control in former yvears. Both houses
expect to adjourn this evening to next
Tuesday, in order to give the presiding of-
ficers time to muake out thelr Hsts of com-
mittees,

| TO COMBAT THE PLAGUE

Taking Steps to Prevent Its Appearance at
Manila,

The Marine Hosxpitnl Service to Have
. Charge of the Quarantine

System.

The War Department is taking steps with
prompiness to prevent the Introduction of
the plague in the Philippines, and Secre-
tary Rool this morning called into consul-
tation Surgeon General Wyman of the
murine hospital service to discuss the es-
tablishment «f a gquarantine system for the
Fhillppiaes, It was decided that the War
Department should adopt toward the Phil-
ippines a policy like that pursued toward
Cuba in the nurtter of the protection of
health. namely, to conflde the maintenance
of a quarantine system to the marine hos-
pltal service. -

The reportz recelved by both the State
Department and by Surgeon General Wy-
man are stimulating the officials in this
matter.  United States Agent Hayvwood at
Honolulu has reperted to the State Depart-
ment that there have been three deaths
from plague in the Hawaiian Islands re-
cently, one each on the 234, 24th and 25th
of December. Surgeon General Wyman's
advices of this morning came from Surgeon
Carmichael at Honolulu, and were to the
effeet that there-had been one death on the
25 and two on the 25th of December from
pliague.  The quarantine in the Hawaiian
Islunds is not under the contrel of the
miarine hospital =ervice, but is conducted
by the Hawalian government ltself, sand
Surgeon Carmichael has been stationed at
Honolulu at the office of Agent Hayvwood,
more In the capacity of an observer than
a3 an actlve agent.,

‘The Philippines Exposed.

The plagyge having existed for some time
in Hong Kong, only four days’ steaming
time distent from Mantla, and having now
broken out in the Hawailan Islands, whaerae
all of our troopahips hove been stopping
while crossing the Pacifie, the Philippines
are thus exposed to Infection from both
sides: hence the activity of the authorities
Liere. -

Surgeon General Wyman says that Sur-
geon Carmichacl added to his dispateh a
statement that there were no more sus-
pitdons easex since the three deaths from
pague reported at Honeolulu, He also says
thut as the Hawalian health authorities nre
thoreughly competent men, there is little
dunger of an epddemic of plague in Hawail.
Neverthe'ess the disease is of a subtle
nature, and most carefnl sanitation must
b observed fur some time to afford proper
protection,

Pacilities in the Philippines.

It happens, fortunately, that the marine
ho=oital service has already two quaran-
thne plants in the Philippines, while tavo
of Its surgeons are now on thelr way to
Manila. that [itle delay will -
countered In beginning to draw a rigid
quarpnting line in the islunds, It is rea’ized
that, owing to the great numbers of islands
in the Philippine archipelago, the frequent
visits between the nutives and the compara-
tively smull number of ports as vet occu-
pled by the Amerlean troops, there Is go-
ing to ba much difficulty experienced in
carrying out an adequate scheme of pro-
tection.

No Apprehension as to San Francisco.

Surgeon General Wyman does not feel
apprehbensive a5 to the possibility of the in-
fection of San Franciseo from Honolulo.
He says that the plague Iz essentially a
filth diseise, and the marlng hospital ser-
viea, baving made a thorough study of its
history amd trentment, Is confident of its
abllity to stamp out the disease at any
stags.

it of the plague, Surgeon General Wy-
i says that the bu 1 has already a
prophyiaciie, the (discovery of Hafkine,
which can be thoroughly relled upon,
when injected into the aystem, to confer
fmmunity from infection by the plague, It
has also wnother comblned prophylactic and
remedy. This latter affords not only tem-
porary immunity from contagion, but Is a
powerful curative agent as well, Both of
ihese medicaments are now being manu-

That In accordance with the act
of November 1, 1805, which repeals o part
of the act of July 14, 1500, it i3 hereby re-
afirmed and declared to be the existing
policy of the United States to continue the
of both gold and stlver as standard
e, and to coin both gold and silver into
v of squal Intrinsic and exchangeable
value: such equality to be secured through
fnternational agreement or by such safe-
guards of legislation as will insure the
malntenance of the parity In value of the
colus of the two meials and the egual
power of every dollar at all Umes in the
markets and in the payvments of debts; and
it §s further declared that the efforts of the
Eovernment should he steadily directed to
the establishmient of such a =afe =ystem ot
bimetallism as will maintain at all time=
the equal power of every dollar colned or
fssusd by the United States in the markets
und in the pavment of debts.

“Sec. 10, Thuat the provizions of the act
of March 3, 1807, authorizing the President
to appolnt commi=sloners to any interna-
tional conference called by the United
States or any other country with a view
to =ecuring by Internat®mal agreement a
fixity of relative value between gold and
sllver as money by means of 4 common
ratio batween these metals with free mint-
age nt =uch ratio, be and the same are
herehy re-enacted and continued in force.”

WILL NOT TAKE DELAGOA BAY.
British

Policy Definitely Stated (o
Press Representative,

LONDON, January 8.—A representative
of the Assoclated Press has been Informed
on good authority that Great Britain will
not take Delagoa bay. The British govern-
ment, it is added, does not contemplate any
such step, in spite of the clamor of the
press and public epinion upon the advi=a-
billty of so doing.

Lacking news from the main British
camps In South Africa, whose future ac-
tion can alone have an important effect on
the Lirger issues of the campaign, the Brit-
ish public Is making the most of Col. Pil-
cher’s miniature battle. Unbounded tribute
is paid to the prowess of the Canadians and
Aunstralians and graphic accounts are pub-
lished of the enthusiasm in Douglas as the
victorious troops entered that place.

The representative of the  Associated
Fress with the fying column says:

“The immediate result of Col. Pilcher's
suecess is the entire dispersal of the rebels

who have been governing the country for
the past s=lx weeks.

Torontos Capture Boer Supplies.
“After Sunnyside was captured the To-
rontas occupied the laager for the night
and joined the main body the following
morning, bringing the whole of the Boer
tents, wagons and loot, and leaving the
Cornwalls in garriz=on at Sunnyside. The
Biritish force then started for Douglas, the
Torontos bringing up the rear in wagons,
In the afternoon the troops entered the
town unopposed and amid extraordinary
seenes.  The inhabitants were overjoyei
and crowded about the soldiers, shaking
hands with them, and when they learned
thut their deliverers were Canadians and
Australians the enthusiasm became fren-
zied, There were deafening cheers us the
troops traversed the maln street, and it
wiis almost impessible for them to make
progress, the crowids being 20 eager to
shake hands with the colonels,

“It uppears that the Landdrest and all
the mounted rebels evacuated the place on
the previous nighf. The unmounted rebels
are reported to be entrenched In the vi-
cinlty, Quantities'of ammunition were cap-
tured and desteoyed."

A dispatch from the Modder river intl-
mattes that the Sunoyside prisouers will
rot be treated as prisoners of war, but ns
British subjects caught In open rebellion.

GENERAL BLISS DEAD

Obanges Favored by Republicans on the! He Passed Away at the Providence Hos-

Finance Jommittee,

Provisions for Redemption of Greea-
backs — Authorizing the Ex-
chinnge of Bonds.

The republican members of the Senate
finance committes authorized Senator Ald-
rich tc present amendments to the financial
bill which he offered in the Senate today.
The most Important relate to the green-
backs, and i as follows:

“After the word authority on line 5, page
12, strike out remainder of =ectlon and In-
sert: *“And the gold coin received from the
sale of said bonds shall first be covered in-
to the general fund of the treasury and
then exchanged In the manner herelnbefore
provided for an equal amount of the notes
redeemed and held for exchange, and the
United States notes exchanged in accord-
ance with the provisicns of this section,
shall, when covered into the treasury, be
reissued as now provided by law, and the
gold .coin in the reserve fund, together with
the redeemed notes held for use, as pro-
vided in this section, shall at no time ex-
ceed the maximum sum of $150,000,000,"

All of section 6 Is ellminated and the fol-
lowing new section substituted:

“‘S8ec. i. That the Secretary of the Treas-
ury is hereby authorized to receive at tha
treasury any of the outstanding bonds of
the United States bearing Interest at o per
cent per annum, payvable February 1, 1904,
anid any bonds of the United States bear-
ing Interest at the rate of 4 per cent per
annum, pavable July 1, 197, and any bonds
of the United States bearing interest at 3
per  cent  per annum, payable Au-
gust 1, 18, and to issue in exchange
therefor an eaual amount of coupon
or registered bonds of the United
States in such form as he may prescribe,
in denominations of $0, or any multiple
thereof bearing interest at the rate of 2
per cent per annum, payable guarterly,
=uch bonds to be pavable at the pleasure
of the United States after thirty years from
the date of their issue, and said bonds to
be payable, principal and Interest, in gold
coin of the present standard value, and to
be exempt from the payment of all taxes
or duties of the United States, as well as
from taxation In any form by or under
s=tate, municipal or Iocal anthority. .

Provided that such outstanding bonds may
Lo reecived in exchange at a valuation not
greater than their present worth, to yield
an income of two and one-gquarter per
coent per annum; and in consideration of

WHAT THE POWLERS PROMISED,
Pledge (o Respect Our Rights in
Chinn.

While great sati=faction = expressed at
the success of the efforts of the State De-
partment to sceure the commitment of for-
el powers Lo the permanent open door
policy In China, what has been attained is
not exactly what was sovght at the outset,

An .agreement formally slgned by the
powers was what was first contemplated,
and what has been secured is merely the
written assent of the several powers indi-
vidually to the general policy, without the
formality and detall of a single document
signed, after the manner of a treaty., Be-
fore the Americun ambassadors were In-
structed to propese this agreement this
government had verbal assurances from
powers extending their influence in China
that the treaty privileges of the United
States should be respected.

Such assurances left wide latitude for dis-
agreement and possible evasion and misun-
derstanding in the future, and, therefore,
the suggestion was pressed that a formal
written agreement, binding alike upon all
the parties signing it, ghould be entered in-
to. Thiz was the form the proposition
coming from this government took.

What has been accomplished Is a corre-
spondence with the individual powers con-
cerned, wherein they, in varied forms of ex-
pression, go on record as assenting to the
proposition.

This is much less formal, but perhaps not
less binding, than a joint agreement, for-
mally signed.

An agreement most solemnly entered into
has only moral foree and may be broken
by any nation impelled to do so; and it
may, perhaps, be feit that the record by
correspondence of n mutual promise {3 quite
as secure.

MORE AID FOR THE BOERS.

Knights of the Red Branch Organiz-
ing in Philadelphia.

PHILADELPHIA, January 3.—The move-
ment in this city to send assistance to the
Boers recelved renewed impetus last night
when the associatlon known as the Knights
of the Red Branch held an adjourned meet-
ing here and decided to extend all possible
aid to President Kruger. Resolutions of
sympathy for the Boers were adopted.

The Knights of the Red Branch claim a
membership of 100,000, made up principally
of Irish and Germans. There were 2530 del-
egates at last night's meeting. Grand
Chief John A. Ryan of this clty presided.

A meeting of the local branches of the
Clan-Na-Gael was also held last night for
drill. Fully 400 young men have been
formed Into companles, and will, it is sald,
be sent to Scouth Africa

The fund of $1,000,088) now being raised
by the Irish Nationalist Union Is intended
primarily to meet the cost of per
capita in sending recruits to the Boer army.
The men cannot go in a body, as that
would be a violation of the neutrality
lzws. They will therefore be sent to Paris
as individual § ers, and arra nts
made there for their transportation to the
Transvaal.

Grand Chief Ryan left fhis city today for
Troy, N. Y., where he expects to organize a
council of the Knights of the Red Branch.

He Had am Excellent Record of Ser-
vice During the War of the
Rebellion.

Maj. Gen. Zenas R. Bliss, a distinguished
retired officer of the army, died at Provi-
dence Hospital yesterday afternoon about
4 o'clock, after a long illness from internal
trouble. He was recently removed to the
hospital and an operation performed, which
it was hoped would save his life. The op-
erntion itself was a success, and the pa-
tient seemed to have been much benefited
by It. but subsequently peritonitis develop-
ed itself In his system, and its steady Prog-
ress baffled the utmost skill of his physi-
clans. Their efforts were devoted to easing
his last moments, and the result was that
he passed away vesterday without suffer-
ing or pain of any kind.

Gen. Bliss leaves a wife and two children,
a son and daughter, who lve in this city
at 1329 New Hampshire avenue. The ar-
rangements for his funeral are being mude
today, but are not perfected.

Gen. Bliss was born in Rhode Island in
April, 1835, and after graduating at the
Military Academy July 1, 1854, rose to the
grade of major general in (he army May
21, 1897. He had an excellent record of
services during the war of the rebellion
and was twice breveted, first as major, for
gallant and meritorious services in the bat-
tle of Fredericksburg, Va.: and second as
Heutenant colonel, for gallant and meri-
torious services in the battle of the Witder-
ness.
