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TRANSFER OF WARDS.

From Baltimore Institution to Reform
School for Girls,

The District Commissioners have been in-
formed by the board of children's guar-
dlans that a1 a meeting held the 2Tth of
last month the agents of the board were
authorized to transfer wards from the
House of the Good Shepherd, Baltimore,
to the District reform school for girls
whenever in the opinion of the agents such
action is desirable. This action of the
board the Commissioners have approved.

In a ecommunication to the Commi==ion-
ers Mr. Henry M. Hoyt, president of the
reform school for girls, ealled their atien-
tion to a statement in the last annnal re-
port of the board of children’s guardians
that thirteen incorrigible colored girls of
the Distriet are supported in the House of
the Good Shepherd at Baltimore, at a cost
nat exceeding  $1,50 a year. Mr. Howt
stated that there were six vacuneles at
the =chool for girls, most of which have ox-
isted for several meonths, although, he
stated. the school authorities had called the
attention of the Police Court to the fiactl.
Mr. Hoyt further stated that the matier
had been called to the attention of the
board of children's guardians, with the in-
formation that the vacancies might be
filled by transfer of thal number of girls
from the Ealtimore institution, If the board
should deem 1t wise 1o take such course.

The Commissioners referred Mr. Hoyt's
communication to the superintendent of
charities, Mr. H¥vrbert W. Lewis, who ro-
ported to them that the proposed transfer
would be perfectly proper and should he
advised. It was then referred to the board
of children's guardlans, with the result
above stated. .
