PULITZER'S. HOUSE BURNS

-Editor of New York World Suffers Loss of
$300,000.

Mrs. Jellett, Housekeeper, Perished In

the Flaumes and Governess

in Missing.

NEW YORK, January 9.-The handsome
dwelling of Joseph Pulitzer. the proprietor
of the New York World, in East .%th street,
was destroyed by fire today, and at least
one life was lost.
Whcn the flames had been extinguished

the bodies of two women were found, badly
burned. One is believed to be that of Miss
Elizabeth Montgomery. the governess, and
the othr was identified as that of the
hotisekeeper, Mrs. Jellett. In one hand was

hrmtly cluteld a small bag, into which, it
is blieved. slie tried to thrust some of her
personal <ffeets bl-fore leaving her room.
At the time the fire began there were in

the house Mrs. Pulitzer. her daughterf'
Edith. fourteen years old, and Constance.
twelve. tand Mrs. Pulltzer's baby son, two
months old, and twenty-two servants. Mr.
Pulitzer and his son, Joseph, jr., are at
Lakewood. N. J.
Mrs. Pulitzer was asleep, with her two

daughters. Edith and Constance, on the
second floor. Oin the floor above was the
nursa. with the baby.
Mrs. Pulitzer was awakened at 7:50ti a.m.
y ;a crackling noise. She detected the

smell Iof smoke, and almost immediately
afterward the electric fire alarm sounded.
Mrs. Pilitz.r ran to one of the doors of

the room. but found it locked. The other
was open, ad1. taking her children, she
starred down stairs, shouting the alarm.
The origin of the fire is unknown, but it

is thought that It must have started In the
basemenit or in the lower story by defective
electric insulation. It spread with greatrapidity. anti wert straight upward, and in
a short while was blazing front the roof.
The firemen, realizing that the house

could not be saved. devoted their energies
to adjoinlng property.
The house contained a valuable historical

library and many carefully selected works
of art. Nothing of value was saved. The
total loss is estimated at $3000.0).
Mrs. Jellstt wa. a widow, and it was said

sie nad a son and daughter i Toronto.
One -f th, servants who escaped over the
roof said that he saw Mrs. Jellett on the
roof at thw time. It is supposed she wentback for th, hag which was found clutcled
in her hand when her body was found.
While a erew of tiren, numbering abouttw.el.e. aere at work ot the third floorafi-r th fire was extingui icd. the floor

gave away, and the mei fell to the secotidtfoot. Lieut. Hauck was painfully hurt,but re-mained at work.

Their Future Being Considered by

the Senate.

IESSR& BEVERIDGE AND HOAR SPEAK

Crowds of Spectators in the
Galleries.

BILPS AND RESOLUTIONS

In anticipation of the speech ou th. Phil-
ippine question by Mr. Beveridge, the
junior senator from Indiana, the galleries
of the Senate were crowded today when
the Senate convened.
Mr. Allen (Neb.) offered a resolution call-

Ing upon the Secretary of War for informa-
tion as to the names of transports, the per-
sons from whom they were acquired, the
prices paid and all other information relat-
Ing to the transport service. It wkas
adopted.

Comamunicationia From Filipinos.
Senator Hoar (Mass.) introdiuecd the fol-

lowing resolution:
"Resolved. That the President be re-

uuested, if in his judgment it is not incom-
patible with the public interest, to com-
mitnicate to the Senate all communications
which have been received by him. or by
any department or offieer. civil or military,from Aguinaldo or any other person under-
taking to represent the people in armsagainst the United States in the Philippineislands, (r any alleged governmen t or p)h-tic atthotity of said people; and all repliesto such commt rirations. Also the procla-mations sent by him to be issued to the
people if the Philippi-n islands, as actuallydirected by him to be issued. and the same
as actually procIaim'd by G'n. Otis if in
any respect it vas altered or any part of It
was onittledi.
"Also to infoim the Senate whether anyapproval or disapproval was exnressed byhis authority. or that of the War Depart-

ment, of such change, if any.
"Aiso all constitutions. forms of govern-

ment. pirolamations issued by Agitinallo
or any congress or legislative assembly or
body catiming to be such, or convention f
the people of the Philippine Islands or aty
part thereof, or claiming to represent tMern
or any part thereof. of which information
may have come to him, or to any depart-
Trent of the government.
"And that the P'resident he further re-

quested to communicate. without delbay, so
much of said inforni:ition a is now in his
possession or in that of tny riepartment at
Washington, without waiting to obtain so
much of sz.il Information as may requlire
cornsiblrable delaty. or communiention with
the Philippine Isinuns; and] to couinitilcat.
the rontinder of t he information ias soon
therea fter as it can he obta ind"

considertion for his r-itition, but oi ob-
jcetion it w-nt over until tomorrow.

Government of the Philippines.
Senlator Rawlins of Utah introduced a

real ution, .which was referred to the Phil-
ippine committee, direiling the committee
to inq1uire into and report:

1. What form of gov.rnment, insurgent.
rewolutionary or nictatorship. other than
that of the kingdom of Spain. existed in
the Philippine Islands prior to December
10, 1ROS. and to what extent Spain had
actual control of the islands.

2. Can sovereign power be justly and in
actordance with International law be claim-
ed in the absence of power to control.

Bills Introduced.
Among the bills introduced in the Senate

were: By Mr. Penrre, appropriating $5.-
0u0,.00 for the construction of public roads
In the United States, the money to le dis-
triutited anuang the several states, in pro-
ptortin to the mil'age of their roads.
By Mr. Fairbanks. extending the immi-

gration, contract, labor and Chinese exclu-
sion laws of the United States to the Ha-
waiian Islands.

Anxious to Hear Mr. Beveridge.
At the conclusin of the routine business,

Mr. beveridge (Ind.) was recognized for his
speech on the Philippine question. The text
of his address was a resolutino which he
,ffereil a few days ago, which declares
"that the Philippine Islands are territory
beln.,iging to the United States; that it is
the intention of the United States to retain
them as such and to establish and maintain
such governmental control throughout the
archipelago as the situation may demanil."

It was a brilliant audience which greeted
Mr. 1tverldge when he began to speak.
Every gallery was crowded. Forming a
fringe abti, the chamber were many mem-
hers of the House of Representatives who
had been attracted to hear the maiden ef-
fort in the Senate of the young Indlaia.
Throighout the speech, which was very

long, Mr. Beveridge cotmmanded the atten-
tion of his colleagues of the Senate and of
his auditors both on the floor of the cham-
ber and in the galleries. He spoke rapidly,
but with notably clear enunciation, and at
times with passionate force and dramatic
fervor. His remarks are given in another
column.
Mr. Beveridge concluded his speech at

2:=, p.m. He received great applause from
both the floor and galleries.

Mr. Hoar Replies.
Mr. Hoar followed Mr. Beveridge and ad-

dressed himself to tie Indiana senator. It
would be a base thing, he said, for this
country to strike down the young republic
in the Philippines. Mr. Hoar said he could
prove from Otis and Dewey that there was
a Filipino government. Otis in all com-
munications said that the people of the
Philippines desired to establish their Inde-
pendence.
Hte said that Aguinaldo was brovht over

and placed at the head of 30,010 people whodesired independence and who were fur-
nished arms by the United States govern-ment.
He referred to a report from AdmiralDewey. showing that a commission had

gone all over the Island of Luzon and foundgootd order and a people tit to form a gov-
ernent.

It was the independence of these people
that it was desired to stamp out by men
like the senator from Indiana. General
Otis, he said, took the most extraordinary
liberty ever taken by a military command-
er, and suppressed President McKinley's
proclamation and issued one of his own in
Its place.
He dwelt upon the promise which OtIs

made January 1, 1tttt, when he guaranteed
liberty and] freedom to the people.

Then-foi,-
the appointment was offered to him. witii
the result that not only has the utual work
of the bureau been done more promptiy
and quit- as well, if not lietter. than be-
fore, and the public been giv-n infninath-,n
in a form that might be under-slood, but
no statistical analysis that would oshow the
growth and expanding prosperity of the
country, thus refleting credit upon the
policies of the administration, has escape.d
his alert watchfulness, and,. working over
and above the time required of him by the
ordinary duties of his office. he has given
in bulletins Issued three or four times a
week, the current hIstory of the progress
and development of American trade, Indus-
try and commerce during McKinley's ad-
ministration, thus stacking up political eap-
ital of incalculable value, without making
a political machine of his office.

Skilled in Poitlics.
Representative Dick and Assistant Post-

master General Heath are looked to for skill
lit political moves and the manipulation of
men.

He is resourceful in sug-
gesting ways and means of getting out of
an awkward situation or of avoiding criti-
cism that might be hurtful.

HIGH COURT OF PATENTS.

Fentures of the Bill Introduced by
Mr. Sulzer.

Mr. Saizer has introduced a bill in the
House (H. R. 5294) to establish a high
ecrurt of patents. trade marks and copy-
rights. The proposed court is to consist of
onle chief justice and of six associate jus-
tices, to be appointed by the President of
the United States. by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate, and which shall
be a court of record with appellate juris-
diction. No appeal. whether by writ of
error or otherwise, shall hereafter be taken
or allowed from any district court to the
existing circuit courts, and no appellate
jursdiction shall hereafter bte exercised or
allowed by existing circuit courts. but all
appeals by writ of error or otherwise from
district courts shall only be subject to re-
view in the Supreme Court of the United
States. or In the high courts of patents,
trademarks and copyrights: and the review
by appeal. by writ of error. or otherwise
from the existing circuit courts shall be
had only In the Supreme Court of the
United States or in the high court of pat-
ents and trademarks.
The bill gives in detail the method of

bringing cases before the court.

EX-SECRETARY BLISS.
