A bald head is a never failing source
of humor. except to its possessor, and a
figure inclining to corpulency denotes a
buoyant temperament: one that will survive
stress and storm to bob gaily in the still
waters of the list act. No audience wou:d
permit a thin man to be mauled as is the
fat vielim in the farce. "The Private Sec-
retary" was the.exception. "The Bache-
lor's Honeymdon" is a healthy speciman
of its kind and keeps well to tradition. A
man and a maid servant industriously dust
the furniture and discus's the family se-
crets at the outset; an objectionable de-
tective is properly thrown down stairs with
accompanying bumpings and final crash,
and the young lover has his trousers dis-
sected by. the faithful watch dog. Ben-
jamin Bachelor, Mr. Wm. McVay, marriesin haste Juno Joyce, an actress, and in
order to secure his share of the paternal
estate, which he would forfeit should he
marry against the wishes of his spinster
sister, introduces his wife into his do-
mestic circle as a governess for his two
half-grown daughters, hoping that she witl
win the affections of the spinster sister
and the money. His scheme finally suc-
ceeds, but not until he has suffered the list
of mental and physical tortures that his
kind Is heir to. It is full of activity. There
is much running to and fro getting in
and out of one another's way. Mr. McVayis physically qualified for the part of the
husband, and in the main does well, butin several of the numerous explanations
to his family there is a painful uncertaintyas to whether his hesitation and embarrass-
ment is due to perturbation of mind or
whether he has lost his lines. Mr. Geoff-
rey Stein as Doctor Ludwig Schwarz
