The purptose of this committei, it was x-
plained, would be to formulate a pl-iyon
the more important piblic qluertions. a)i
thus secure the advantage of united acti-1n.
Mr. Newlands also went to some extt
into the important questions ntow befart,
the public, with a view of showing that dit-
ferences should be hartionizel 00si I
unify the oprosition for-es. H4, stnteod that
his suggestion was merely tentative. and
that after a full consideration if the si-

ject action could be taken at some future
time.

Proposed Steering Committee.
The chlief interest of the evening -I-

tered in a resolution offered by Repres. n-

tative Robertson if Louisiana. with a view
to securing "a steering c-ommittee whirt
would have the power to formulte the
democrateic ity on impolrtanlt qjuestilons
of legislationi. The resoliutiotn was as tI-
lows:
"Resolved. That a committee, countisting

of Represetativis Richatirds.mt. lailiey,
Bankhead and DebArmnd~, is hereb~y apl-
pointed and is authorized andi empolwlredI
to s-elect a committee of fifteen members
of this caucus, of whic-h the afresaid
members shall constitute al tart. tol be
known as the executive committee af the
democratic catucus.

"Thtat this committee shalt. after- full andl
free conference ont ali questilins no1w pensli-
ing in the Housee. or which may hereatfer
he considered therein, formulate a plicy
on each and all of them, and tpr-ent the
same to this caucus for definite action.
'That should three-fourths lof the me-

hers of the cauctus agree on the mat t.rs
submitted by the said executive committee,
it shall be dcl.-ared that the matters 515
agreed uplon are the policies of the derno-
cratic party in the House of Repsresenta-
tives, atnd shall be binding lin all demo-
crats, and so plroclaimed in the press and
on the floor of the House of Repjresenta-
tives."
Mr. Robertson's resolutIon met with s-on-

siderable favor, but some of the influenttial
members urged him not to press the mat-
ter for the present and he consented to
withdraw the resolution until later.
