England is not
the enemy of of the United States, nor of the
city of New York. It is a friendly power,
kir.dly disposed toward us. buying a very
large part of its munitions of war here.
il apart from the demands of the cam-

paign stan ling as our heaviest customer
In peaceful commerce and the largest Indi-
vidual contributor to our national customs
revenue.
Such actions as this by the New York

municipalky degrade the public organiza-
tion, reducing it to the plane of petty, local
politics But what better can be expected
--hen the councils are chosen tinder the
Tammany method, when the lash of the
absent boss is felt even across the ocean.
when the standard of public conscience is
lowered by corruption and misrule? How
can the city be expected to hold true to
American Ideals of fair play and truth
when the school teachers of the metropolis
are deprived of their pitiful pay in order
that the extravagant salaries of sinecure-
holding boss politicians may be further
swelled? Can justice for England. or. in-
deed. since-re sympathy for the Boers or

any other r.ation be felt by a body repre-
sentative of so degraded a state of political
life? Aldermen chosen under such auspices
can feel but little if any sense of true re-

spcnslbility for their actions. They are be-
yond the rcach of national accountability.
And good city government demands just
the spirit which these odicial bodies of New
York have trushed, that of loyalty to coun-
try and the national proprieties even in the
stress and ttrain of local partisanship and
runicipal maneuverings.

The Proposed River Pollution Inquiry.
It seems assured that the House Commit-

tee on interstate commerce will report fa-
vorably the bill providing for a commis-
sion to inquire into river pollution, and such
a report is expected to lead to the passage
of the netsure. A similar hill is pending
in the Senate. and there is a prospect,
thirefore. o-uch an enactment at this

;na :ot desirable consummation.
The measure only proposes to make inquiry
into the suhject, such as should long ago
have been instituted by the general gov-
eriment. which alone has effective jurisdic-
tion. Most large strears capable of seri-
ous pollution flow through more than one
slate :1i the evIls which result from the
fIuling of the waters affect often half a

deti1 commonweaths. Hene, no state au-

thority can reach the case. What is need-
eI at present is a general overhatling of
this whr!e subject of sewage disposal, to

prevent thi- growth of conditions which.
,ven in their slight evidetces now, are for-
b:ding it is time the broad principle
should lie laid down that there are better
means fit a eiiy to disPie of its sewage
than by emptyinig it into an open stream,
the waters of which may be taken below
fir drinking putrprses. Even here in Wash-
ingtn. which, does not affect any commu-

rtty in tiis respect. there b-ing no city on
the lOwer PotOmac de'pendent upon that
river for its supply. there is a very serious
Iijection On general sanitary grounds to

the prn-tie of river disposal. The adv~anes
if m-!,ern scienc permit a touch more

-ant.d ,tt amd safe process of treat-
m nt. often ,cotnic altven In the light of
the liric instailat.on cost. At times there
htas been a disposition at this Capital to
press the propriety Of establishing a moiel
-wage .l-iposal piant, not only to solve
ihe local probl. in in approved fashion, but
ti set an example for other large cities
which might ultimately effect a general re-

fi rm. Such enterprises are usually inspiril
biy selfish intrests rather than a desire to
benetit the community at large. yet the gov-
ernment might properly supply a new in-
(entive by taking a survey of the field and
pointing out the real conditions anti actual
dangers.
Washirgtoiis interest in these bills

springs from tie fact that a certain amount

af river 'pollution is going on at and near

Cumberland. It is not believed that at
present the refuse qnd chemicals thrown
into the stream actually affect the local
hialth. for it is known that the river is ca-

Ipable of self-putifcation in its flow to this
city. At the same time it is felt that tnow
is the proper season for an inquiry to deter-
mine whether these evils are growing, and
whether they now or prospectlhely menace
the health of the District. It is a plain
ease of the stitch In time which may savo

many nines In the years to come.

Senator Beveridge's prediction that Ma-
nila will become a greater port than Liver-
pool may serve to stimulate Aguinaldo's
mistaken desire to get hold of it and collect
duties.

Mr. Bailey is very possibly serenely in-
different to comments on his changes of
attire so long as nobody tries to set new
fashions in interpreting the Constitution.

Senator Hoar is perfectly wil'ing to take
the new member by the hand and give him
paternal guidance. The only diffleulty is
that the new member sometimes balks.

The mere exemption from regulations
ahout pet dogs will hardly compensate
dipltomats for other worriments they en-
counter while in, Washington.

Senator Mason can boldly disclaim re-

sponsibility for doubts which the Boers
may be harboring concerning the senti-
mints of this country.

Tagal Trust and Treachery.
Senator Bieveridge's suggestion, in the

course of his speech yesteriday, as to the
danger of treating with the Philippine na-
tives in arms until they have been brought
to a state of submission to American au-
thority are based clearly upon well estab-
lished facts. These Tagals have for gene-
rations been accustomed to broken prom-
ises, to violated agreements, false compacts
and the like. during their dealings with
their Spanish rulers. They have good
grounds for looking upon the word of a
governor or a military commander as mere-
ly a blind to secure an advantage. They
have themselves learned well the lesson of
treachery. A false standard of respon-
sibility and honor has been bred into
their natures by these sad experiences,
until they stand between two possibilities;
they must be either regenerated through
association with Americans and their prin-
ciples; or they must be left alone to work
out their own salvation.
To leave them alone is virtually to put

oine tribe in charge, amidst a maze of
tribal jealousies and hatreds. Recent re-
ports from the campaign in northern Lu-
zoo fully showed the antagonism between
these' factions of the people, when large
bodies of natives met the American troops
eager to give help that Aguinaldo and his
asociates might be captured. To place
this band of men at the head of affairs
would be to give them all the power for
evil w hich the Spaniards once possessed,
It does not suffce to quote from the ad-
mirably written conituton of the Tagal
reprubtic, or from the high sounding phrases
of Buencamentto's addresses or Aguinaldo's
proclamations. The olain result of a Fil-
irino republic, working along entirely in-
dependent lines, would be constant civil
strife, with the gradual tevilution of a mili-
tary oligarchy only one step removed, If
at all, from absolutism.
The reason Is clear. Generations of

broken promises have made the natives
suspicious of the men In 'power. Ftorce is
what they chiefly respect and acknowledge.
Government by concrete example means
more to them than government by assur-
ance. With tribes at issne. with the lesson

upon the native mind, there would be little
or no cause to make the Filipino not of the
Tagal elect respect the acts or laws of the
administration. Suspicion would soon
breed revolt, which in turn would necessi-
tate a stronger hand at headquarters,
leading to a succession of steps toward
monarchy.
Far better for the Filipino is it that the

power at Manila should be vested in a
government capable of enforcing its de-
crees and of keeping its promises, than in
the coterie which has assumed the name
of the people and can furnish rqo guaran-
tee of peace or fidelity. To treat with such
People, while they lack the essential ele-
ments of conscience and reliability and
good faith, is to waste time and perhaps
lives. It is the height of kindness now, in
the present state of affairs, to proceedwithout further negotiations, sure In the
knowledge that the American motives are
wholesome and the American methods jus-
tifiable.
