HAS NOT ACCEPTED A CALL.

Dr, Whitman Yet to Decide Uzon His
Future Course.

Dr. B. L. Whitman, who tendered his

resignation as presldent of Columbian Uni-
versity at a meeting of the board of trus-
tees of the Institution Wednesday after-
noon. has said he has not as yet accepted a
call from any church It is stated by a
member of the board in close association
with Dr. Whitman that the latter, after
vears of education and church work, had
chosen between the two professions, and
decided to devote hls whoele time to the
ministry. While he had not accepted any
particular eall, he desired his resignation
accepted upon presentation that he might
be free to act upon the matter in any way
he saw fit.
“Dir. Whitman has received a call from the
Fifth Baptist Church of Philadelphia, He
has been filling the pulpit of the Calvary
Church in that city for some time nearly
every Sunday sinee his residence in Wash-
ington. Dr. Whitman has preached in
Philadelphia. He is well known and ad-
mired .by the Baptists of the Quuker city,
and it i= =aid there is little doubt of his
taking up his future residence in the Penn-
sylvania metropnlis,

i, Whitman's successor will probably
be decided upon at a special meeting of the
board of trustees of Columblan University,
called for next Thursday at neon. His
resignation s effective with the close of the
present academlic year. His action has been
th2 sour¢e of much regret throughout the
city.

REWARD TO BE PAID.

Police Make the Award in the Krebs
Case.
The reward of $100 offered in the case of
the dress cutter has not vet been paid, but
the police say they see no reason why
further delay in turning over the money is
necessary. T'nder the terme of the offer
the money will be paid to Mr, Merritt O.
Chance, whose wife was one of the many
victims of Herman Max Krebs. The offer
in the case made by Major Sylvester was
for information leading to the apprehension
of the cutter. Mr, Chance gave this infor-
matlon.
When a street rallway crossing policeman
refused to make the arrest, Mr. Chance did
not abandon his pursuit of the cutter. He
called on the detectives the next day, and
it was due to his efforts In the matter that
Deteetives Parham and Gallaher met with
suceess In the guest.
In the case of Richard Harrison, colored,
who was arrested for the Loudoun county,
Va., authoritles, where he is charged with
complicity in the murder of Town Sergeant
Seaton of Middleburg, the terms of the
offer are different, it is said. Harrison was
arrested by Detective Boyd, who had re-
ceived ome of the deseriptive circulars in
the case. The offer of $100 in this case was
for the arrest and dellvery of the person
charged with the crime and not for infor-
mation leading to his arrest. Detective
Boyd made the arrest and delivered the
prisoner to Sheriff Ruszell. He has not yet
received the reward money, although 1t is
expected he will soon get it. Several per-
sons are claiming that they gave informa-
tlon to the police concerning the colored
man's presence In this ecity, but, jt is
stated, under the terms of the offer they
would not be entitled to any part of the re-
ward, even if they had actually pointed out
the man to the officer,
In the event of Detective Bovd's recelv-
ing the reward he will probably have to
surrender 20 par cent of the money to the
department, to be applied to the fund that
iz to provide officers with articles of wear-
ing apparel, when thelrs are disfigured In
Ine of duty.

FOR ADDITIONAL FUNDS

Commissioners Ask Congress for Money for
Fublic Construcion.

s
Previous Approprintions Inadequnie
Owing to Advance in Cost of
Materinls—List of Beildings.

Upon the recommendation of Capt. Beach,
the Engineer Commissioner, the District
Commissioners today declded to reguest
Congress to provide In the deficlency ap-
propriation bill funds for the construction
of the various munieipal buildings= for which
appropriations have been made, but which
it has been found impossible to construct
with money available because of the mark-
ed increase in the cost of building materi-
als, which increase occurred subsequent to
the making of the original appropriations.
These buildings are as follows: Eight-room
school in the northeast sectien, Lovejoy
School (rebuilding), eight-room school in
the southeast section, manual training
school for the first eight divisions; fire de-
partment truck house in Georgetown, truck
house In Columbia Heights, chemical englne
house in Tenleytown and an elght-room
school In Hillsdale.

For the school in the northeast section
$37.500 was appropriated, including the site,
for which ‘site $892495 wag paid. The ar-
chitect’s fee, inspection .‘uﬁ.mher incident-
al expenses are estimated at $2,300, leaving
available $24275.05. The lowest bid re-
ceived for constructing the building was
£32,000, which left a deficiency of $9,347.05,
after allowing the sum of $2.723 for the
heating apparatus. The additional sum
asked for this building is $10,000.

For rebullding the Lovejoy School, $30,000
was appropriated. Incldental expenses are
fixed at $2,300, leaving $27,700 available.
The lowest bid, including 2,775 for heating
apparatus, was $£33.475, leaving a deficlency
of $5.775, and the additional sum of $6,000
is asked.

li‘l,:lf the school In the southeast section
$45,500 was granted. The sile cost $12,195,
and the incidental expenses amount to §2,-
952, leaving avatlable $£30,35232. The low-
est bid, including $2,72% for heating appa-
ratus, was $36.72%, which left a deficlency
of $6,.370.48. The Commissioners therefore
ask for the additional sum of $7,000.

Manual Training.

Far the manual training- school for the
first eight divislons the sum of F150,000 was
appropriated. The site cost $48,000, while
the other expenses amount to $10,200, leav-
Ing available $01,900. But one bid—§06, 00—
wag received for construeting this bulld-
Ing, which did not fnclude elther the heat-
In_g or plumbing. and it is estimated Pnat
$130,000 will be its cost. Therefore, the sum
of 39,000 additional is requested by the
Commissioners,

MK was appropriated. The site cost §3,500,
while the incidental expenses are placed at
F3480.44, leaving available $16,0604.56. As
the lowest bid was $21,749, thera Is a de-
licieney of #5,074.44. To construct this build-
fug the Commissloners, therefore, ask for
6,000 additional.

For the truck house in Columbla Heights
the sum of $23,000 was also appropriated
The site cost $6,500, and as the sum of $3,-
24 will be required for incldental ex-
prnses, thera will be $12965.76 available,
The lowest bid wae $19.604, leaving a de-
ficieney of $6,725.2), and the sum ofe$7,(00
additional is requested by the Commis-
elcners for thi= house.

For the chemical englne house in Tenley-
town the sum of £15000 was appropriated.
The site cost $1,30066, and as the other in-
cidental expenses amount to $3,453, only
£10.262.34 remaing available. No bid was
recelved for constructing this house, but it
is estimated that it will cost $17,2M), leav-
ing a deticiency of about $7,000, which ad-
ditional amount the Commissioners ask to
be appropriated,

For the school In Hillsdale the sum of
F20000 was appropriated. The ineidental
expenses are placed at §2.300, which would

mike an amount available of $27.700. As it
i stimated that the hullding will cost $338,-
4 no bid having been received, there

wouk he o deficleney of $5.775, and an ad-
ditional smount ot 86,000 ig therefore re-
guested by the Commissioners,
Increase of Five Per Cent.

It will he recalled that blds were asked
by the Commissioners on several occasions
for constructing a number of these build-
lugs, the original plans belng modifled on
the subscquent requests for blds =0 as to
provide for less expensive structures. Buat
in asking far the additional amounts with
which to erect the buildings mentioned, the
uriginal plans were considered, and the ad-
ditional sums asked for represent an In-
eredse of about & per cent in the respective
deficlency amounts,

The request for these additlonal appro-
priations will be forwarided 1o Congress at
the very earllest opportunity, with a state-
mient from the Commissioners, showing, 1t
1= understood, the ab=olute necessity there-
for, and with an urgent plea, probably,
that the sums asked be granted.
