SOME LOCAL IMPROVEMENTS

Provisions of a Bill Introduced in Congress
by Request.

Proposed Sewer Extension, Potomac

River Bridge, Sea Wall and

Double Track Tunnel.

Mr. Ridge'y has introduced a bill in the
House (by request). which proposes "a
few improvements" in the District, among
thom the following:
To extend the 17th street covered sewer

to the Potomac river so that the floor of
the sewer shall be twenty feet lower than
that at the Intersection of 17th street and
Maryland avenue.
To construct a drainage basin at the

western end of the sewer 100 feet wide, 20)
feet long and provided with two rapid-
bailing machines capable of cleaning the
basin and sewer within ten hours.

A Riverside Driveway.
To construct a suitable wall or dike from

the high lands near the site of the old
naval observatory along the western edge
of the Potomac flats, along the western
end of the drainage basin and southwardly
to the southern end of said fiats, and
thence eastwardly to the high land near
Pennsylvania avenue southeast.
The sea wall shall be not less than 300

feet In width at the top and 21) feet higher
than the highest known flood line of the
Potomac river, in order that persons in
carriages and otner vehicles may use the
same as a grand driveway.
Fourth. To construct, own and operate,

at equal rates to all users, a single-span
steel arched bridge over the Potomac river
from Fort Myer to the naval observatory,
with double railway, wagon and pedestrian
thoroughfares.

Double Track Railway Tunnel.
Fifth. To construct, own and operate, at

equal rates to all uscrs, a railway tunnel
with double tracks in it from the eastern
end of the bridge along the south side of
the War, State and Navy building and the
President's house, and then, bending around
the Treasury building, out New York ave-
nue to North Capitol street, with under-
ground stations at 7th, 9th, 35th and 17th
streets northwest, and other suitable plices,
in the northeast.
To operate a grand union railway and

steamboat depot in that area of land
bounded by 17th street, New York avenue
and Potomac river.
To remove all railway depots, tracks and

the Long bridge.
To provide a filtering appliance to the

waterworks.
A District Currency.

In case there shall be no surplus money
in the treasury, then it shall be the duty of
the Secretary of the Treasury to prepare
and cover a District of Columbia currency
into the treasury for said purposes, and the
same shall be made as follows:

DEATH OF JOHN WILLEY.
Old and Valued Employe of Bank of

Washington.
John Willey, for over seventy years a

resident of this city and for more than half
a century a trusted employe of the old
Bank of Washington, died Weinesday at
his residence, No. 226 B street northwest,
at the age of eighty-three years. Wr. Wil-
ley was a native of Frederick, Md., but
came here as a boy in 1829 and learned the
tailoring business with Matlock & Griffith,
on Oth street near Pennsylvania avenue,
tie latter member of the firm being his
uncle. He followed that business until
1849, when he went into the employmentof the bank. He remained there until his
death, but for several years past had been
relieved of the responsibility oF work. His
wife dlied about twelve years since, but his
children-Thomas H. Willey. who for
twenty-five years was with the Adams Ex-
press Company; Captain Owen S. Willey of
the United States revenue service, now sta-
tioned at Wilmington, N. C.; George R. A.
Willey of the city post office and Misses
Ada H. and Lizzie Lile-survive him.
Mr. Willey was confirmed in the Luther-

an Church when a boy, but had been a
member of the Foundry M. E. Church
since his majority. The funeral will take
place from his late residence at 8 o'clock
tomorrow afternoon, the pastor of the
Foundry Church, Rev. Dr. Lucien Clarke,
officiating. The active pallbearers will be
composed of attaches of the bank. The
directors and other officials of the bank
will attend the funeral. The interment will
be at the Congressional cemetery.

COURT-MARTIAL, RESUMES

Trial of Captain Shueldtfor Conduct Unbi-
coming an Officer.

Frederick F. Klokow ormer Deputy
Marshal, Only Wiess Today-

The Prosecuti n Rests.

After a recess of t%"o days the court-mar-
tial before which tpt. R. W. Shufeldt of
the medical department, United States
army, retired, is being tried upon a charge
of conduct doi n officer and a

gentleman, recon A his morning at
Washington barrat dAt i:30 o'clock, Col.
F. L. Guenther. president.
Nearly two hours were required for the

reading of the record of two days' pro-
ceedings by the judge advocate, Capt.
Boughton, Zd Cavalry. It was after 12
o'clock when the first and only witness of
the day was introduced by the govern-
ment. This witness was Frederick F.
Klokow, formerly a United States deputy
marshal for this District, and who was
the officer designated to serve certain sum-
mons on Dr. Shufeldt in the proceedings in-
stituted in the District courts to compel
the payment of alimony granted the wife
of the accused in the Maryland courts.
Mr. Klokow told of visiting the home of
Capt. Shufeldt In this city, being told each
time the officer was not at home. After
seven or eight attempts to serve the first
papers he was furnished, the witness said,
he returned the summons to the marshal's
office with the announcement that he had
found it an impossibility to serve it.
Next day, Mr. Klokow said, he was fur-

nished with a second summons and told he
must serve it. He established headquar-
ters at a drug store, from where he could
see Capt. Shufeldt's home. When the cap-
tain emerged therefrom he accosted him,
saying: "Dr. Shufeldt, I have a paper to
serve on you, sir. I am an officer of the
law." To this the witness dec:ared Capt.
Shufeldt replied by admonishing him not
to make a mistake.
"He said he was not Dr. Shufeldt," con-

tinued the witness. "I told him I knew he
was, and that to avoid further trouble he
had better accept the papers. Then he took
the summons, saying he was a retired cap-tain of the army; that he was being treated
shamefully, and that he would report the
matter to the Atto-*!ey General."
The witness was cross-examined by Mr.

Alexander Wolf of counsel for the ac-
cused.

Telegram Rend.
The judge advocate introduced a telegram

sent by the War Department to (,apt. Shu-
feldt, and ordering him to report to the
judge of the circuit court of Maryland.
Next was introduced a letter from Capt.
Shufeldt to the Secretary of War in which
the accused reported his case and defense
for not obeying the court's orders, and
protesting against the departments order
for him to report to a civil court as beingunique, and out of the ordinary in its issu-
ance to a retired officer.
With the introduction of several addi-

tional departmental papers the prosecutionrested..
An adjournment was taken until Mondaymorning.

DRESS CUT I- FIVE PLACES.
Work of Max Krebs feing Imitated

by Severa^l sons.
Another case of dress c ting has been re

pcrted and the imitator "Jack the Cut-
ter" is badly wanted b the pollee. Mrs.
Kate Thomas, living at _o. E3l K street
suuthwest, reported to e police of the
fourth precinct that her Ilk skirt was cut
in five places while she s riding on a 'th
street car Wednesday ght. She got on
the car in South Washington, and did not
have it until it was on Uth street. When
she got off, her daughter discovered that
her dress had been mutilated.
The conditikn of the cuts indicate that

a dull weapon had been used, and not such
as was used on MSrp Lomier's dress in the
Center Market a wtek ago.
Every effort is being made to apprehend

the people who are followipg in Krebs' foot-
steps, and in the event-of the vapture of
one of them, it is asserted, the 'Police Court
judges have such a case presented as will
jtstify a sentence of several years' im-
pr.sonment In the District jail.

Adverse Recommendation.
The attorney for the District has advised

the Commissioners to recommend unfavor-
able action on Senate bill 1971, authorizing
the recorder of deeds and the clerk of the
District Supreme Court to make abstracts
of title, etc. While the title of the bill,
states the attorney, purports merely to con-
fer authority, the measure itself is manda-
tory and requires that these respective offi-
cers shall make or cause to be made ab-
stracts of title of any piece or parcel of
land in the District.
"The insuperable difficulty," says the at-

torney, "with the proposed legislation, the
object of which is quite desirable, is that
in neither the office of the recorder of deeds
nor of the clerk of the court is there a
'property index.' The indices in both of
these offices contain merely names, and not
the subject matter to which they refer. In
the absence of a 'property Index' it would
be a physical impossibility for either of
these officers to comply with the require-
ments of the bill. Under these circum-
stances I am of the opinion that the bill
should not receive your favorable recom-
maendation."

MORA REMOVED FROM OFFICE.

Fiscal of the Havana Supreme Court
in Disgrace.

Gov. Gen. Wcod of Cuba yesterday handed
the following official order to Senor Mora,
fiscal of the supreme court at Havana:
"Federico Mora, fiscal of the supreme

court, is hereby removed from office for
the good of the public service. This re-

moval is the result of an investigation into
the conditions existing' in the administra-
tion of justice under his supervision.''
Senor Mora's fall had been predicted ever

since the first case was brought against
the custom house oficeials, and the dis-
graceful condition of the prisons, especially
as affecting those awaiting trial, had been
generally charged against him.
it was cemmon report that Mora dev'oted

too much attention to social affairs and
too, little to his duties.
Gen. Wood's investigation showed that

theO office of the supreme court fiscal was
largely responsible for a number of the un-
triel cases, and that not only Mura, but
others in the department of justice, had
been persistently trying to block the charges
against customs officials whom Collector
Itliss is anxious to prove guilty of whole-
sale bribery andctor uptton.

Fromt tihe New York Tribune.
The Earl of Ava, who died from wounds

received in the recept attack on Ladysmith,
was born in 1863, and was the eldest son
of the Marquis of ,Dufferin and Ava, the
former governor general of Canada, viceroy
of India and British. ambassador to Paris.
Lord Terence Temple Blakwood, a brother
of the Earl of A.ya, who married Miss
Davis of New York, bcomes Earl of Ava
on the death of his elder brother. The
latter was not maried., Lord and Lady
Terence have two daughters but no son.
The third son of the Migrquis of Dufferin,
Lord Basil, was bprn In 1870 and is ntot
married, and the fourth son, Lord F~reder-
ick, who was born in 16S5, Is a lieutenant
in the 9th Lancierst.
The late Earl of Av'a was not unknown

tn New York society, having vismitedi this
city several times and been the guest of
many entertainments. He was a fav'orite
with the men as well as a popular man
with the women. lie was a noted sports-
man, and during his visits iA. this country
made several hunting trips in the north-
west and In the Rocky mountains.
The Earl of Ava's younger brother, Lord

Terence Blackwood, was married in Paris
to Miss Flora Davis. the only daughter by
his first wife of Johna H. Davis, of tis
city, in October, 1893, whIle the young man's
father was British ambassador. The cere-
mony was performed by the Rev. Mr. Mor-
gan of the American Church in Paris, as-
sisted by the Rev. Dr. Noyes of the Church
of England. The Earl of Ava was his
brother's best man.-
