LOXDON, Janusry 20.—A special dis-
patch from Cape Town, dated Friday, Jan-
uary 1 1 p.m.. says:

“The Ladysmith relief force is steadily
working northward. Heavy fighting
curred yesterday. The Boers are retreat-
ing."”

The only war office dizpatch made pub-
lic today is a brief réport from Field Mar-
shal Lord Raoberts, under today's date,
saving in substance that Gen. French has
extended his line to the east, further
threatening the Boer lines of communlea-
tion.

Huouse of Representatives today. The ma-
jerity report was signed by Judge Tayler,
Mr. Landis of Indiana, Mr. Morrison of
Minnesota, Judge Freer of West Virginia.
Judge Lanham of Texas, Judge Miers of
Indiana and Mr. MePherson of lowa.

The minority repori was signed by Mr.
e Armend of Missouri and Mr. Littlepage
of Maine.

The majority report denied Roberts the
right to be sworn in, and favored *es
gion.””  The minority report recommended
that Roberts be sworn in and then ex-
pelivd.

The committee was unanimous in the
oplnion as to the facts, but differed as to
the method of disposing of the case.

Utah was admitted
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One—But Not Quite Strong Enough.

PACK TRAIN ATTACKED

Esoort Was Successfully Ambushed by the
Filipines,

Another Attempi Failed, With Serions
Loss to the Enemy=—Going to
the Philippines.

A cahble message wag received from Gen.
Oti=s this morning showing that he has re-
celved a set-back in hiz hitherto unlformly
successful movements against the Filipinos.
It appears that a pack train was ambus-
caded between Santo Tomas and San Pab-
lo, in Laguna province, and that the pack
train was lost, two men killed, five wound-
ed and nine missing. This Is the first cap-
ture of any consequence from the army
since the beginning of the insurrection, and
{s generally deplored at the War Depart-
ment. A similar attempt to ambush an-
otheéer pack tradn In Battangas mountalns
was frustrated, with serfous loss to the en-
emy. The following is the text of Gen.
Otls" message:
SMANILA, January 20, 1900,

“Adjutant General, Washington:

“Pack train of twenty ponles, transport-
ing rations between Santo Tomas and San
Pablo, Laguna provinee, escorted by fifty
men, under Lisut. Ralston, 30th Infantry,
was ambushed vesterday., Two men were
killed, five wounded, nine missing; pack
train lost. The licutenant and thirty-four
men returned to Santo Tomas with their
killed and wounded. The affair is being in-
vestigated,

“Diorst, 46th Infantry, struck the insur-
gents In Battangas mountalns, who had
prepared in ambush to meet him He killed
cight., wounded three, captured seventeen,
one Spaniard, six rifles.  His casualties
were two men slightly wounded.

Hospital Corps Men Going.

The War Department has arranged to
send 150 hospital corps men to the Philip-
pines on the hospital ship Missouri. That
vessel Is mow on her way from Manila to
San Francisco and 18 due at the latior
place about the 1st of February. To se-
cure this number of men it will be neces-
sary to withdraw recruits from instructlon
at either Washington barracks or Angel
Island, Cal.,, whether they have recelved
the full amount of training or not. The
course Is from one to twq months' duri-
tion, according to the aptltude of the re-
eruit.

Acting Hospital Steward Cleaveland Mil-
son, jr., and forty-one privates of the hos-
pital corps, now at the Washington bar-
racks, D. C ., will start for San Francisco,
Ca., in a few days. They will report upon
their arrival there to the commanding gen-
eral, Department of California, who will
furnish them transportation to Manila,
Philippine Islands.

Appointed a Chaplain.

Rev. Rowland 8. Nichols of Massachu-
setts, & member of the Eplscopal Church,
has been appointed chaplain in the army
to fill the vacaney caused by the retirement
af Chaplain J. 8. Slebold. He has been as-
signed to duty in the Philippine Islands
anid will take passage on the Scindia., which
will gail from New York early In March.

Arming Marines With Army Rifle.

The bureau of ordnance of the navy has
made requisition to the ordnance depart-
ment. of the army for 1,200 army magazine
riftes and 2400.000 rounds of ammunition
Tor the use of the marine corps in the Phil-
Ippines. Requisitions will soon be made for
2000 more army magazine rifles for the
navy, which will make 3,000 in all,” for
which requisition has been made, 1,000
having been obtained from the army some
time ago.

JOHN RUSKIN IS DEAD.

Noted Ewsayist and Art Critic Passes
Away, Aged Elghty-One.
LONDON, January 20,<4John Ruskin died
this afterncon of influen aged eighty-one

YEears.

John Ruskin, art critle/and essayist, was
born in London, Englapd, February 8, 1819.
He was the only son. of a wealthy wine
merchant, a Scotchghan by birth, from
whom he derived in “ghildhood a fondness
for art, and from whom he inherited a for-
tune of £200,000, most @f which he has spent
in charitles and philanthroplec schemes and
for the promotion of sound art. In 1536 he
entered Christ Chureh, Oxford, where he
graduated In 1842, having galned the New-
digate prige In 1889 by & poem entitled “Sal-
sette and Elephanta.” Up to 1846 he con-
tinued to write verses for gumerous periodi-
cals. A collection of histpoems was issued
in 1850 and in 1891, =

Mr. Ruskin first drew public attention by
his “Modern Painters.” In preparation for
the later volumes of *“Modern Painters,” and
for other works that followed the author
Epent many years In the study of art. He
was an accomplished draughteman, but
used his pencil almost entirely for the pur-
pose of illustrating his own books.

In 1853 he delivered a =series of lectures
on architecture and painting at Edinburgh,
was appointed professor at the Cambridge
School of Art in 1858,. became Rede lec-
turer at Cambridge in 1887, was elected to
the Slade professorship of the fine arts at
Oxford in 1860 and re-elected in 1876. The
movement known as pre-Haphaelitism was
largely due to a study of Ruskin's earlier
works and recefved his cordial support.

Ruskin was one of theé greatest modern
masters of English prose, eepecially In the
department of imaginative and poetlc de-
scription. His influence’as a thinker was,
however, impaired by whims, his puz-
zling contradictions and his overvehemence
of statements, it has been said.

Of late years he lived mostly In retire-
ment at Brantwood, a property which he
bought In 1871 at Coniston, in the English
lake country. During his life he wrote
many books, which have been‘wisely com-
mented on.

AT THE WHITE HOUSE

Quite 2 Numbzr of Callers Received by the
President.

Great Pressure for Inviitations to the
Different Officinl Re-

ceptions,

The rainy weather of the last few days
has prevented the President taking his
morning walk. This morning he went to
his office early, and before 1 o'clock had
seen many callers. These included Secre-
tary Hitcheock, Senators Allison, Kyle,
Pritchard, Carter, Elkins and Hanna, Rep-
resentatives Grosvenor, Baker, Gamble,
Pierson, Jack and Mudd, together with nu-
merous visitors, calling with these officials
and separately.

Senator Hanna was accompanied by some
Ohlo constituents, who, he solemnly assert-
ed, did not want office “because they are
from Ohlo."

Senator Pritchard and Mr. Pierson talked
about political affairs in North Carolina.

The Demand for Invitations.

Secretary John Addison Porter, who has
direct churge of all matters relating to so-
clal occasions at the White House, says
that the demand for invitations to the re-

ceptiong this year has been greater than
ever. To one uninitiated in the work there
might be an ldea that little trouble would
be caused to any one by the labors connect-
ed with these receptions, but the answers to
leiters alone are a physical burden of
large proportions. In the two social ssa-
song prior to this and In the half of the
season now gone Becretary Porter has re-
ceived and answered over 3.500 letters.
These letters cannot be answered in a for-
mal manner and require personal answers.

All of the letters, n® a rule, are from
peaple of sufficlent standing to command
attention. In addition to these the White
House is daily visited by senators, repre-
sentatives and others in official life asking
that invitations be sent. These have to be
carefully handled. Out of 7,000 or £,000
requests only about 2,500 invitations can be
sent tu each reception, s the White House
will comfortably accommodate only about
2,000 because of the lack of space. Thou-
sands who want to attend have to be re-
fused, and this delicate work has to be
performed by Secretary Porter.

Still another trouble is that many people
are put down for one reception and desire
to attend another, for which the quota may
be [full, entalling almost endless cor-
respondence, and in the end refusal.

Everybody cannot attend the army and
navy reception, yet everyvbody wants to do
20. The officers of the army and navy and
thelr familles make up nearly all of the
total number to be invited, leaving a
small number for others.

MURPHY - DISAPPEARS
Left Town When Subpeena for Him
Was Issued.

THE CLARK COMMITTEE WANTS HIM

T. F. Normoile Says He Was
Offered $12,500 for His Vote.

ATTORNEY CASON RECALLED

The investigation by the committee on
priviieges and elections into the allegations
of bribery against Senator Clark was re-
sumed today.

T. F. Normoile, a bookkeeper of Butte,
was first called. He was a member of the
last legislature. He testified that within a
week after his election he was approached
with an indirect offer of a large sum for
his vole for Mr. Clark. 1t was suid to him
that he could get $I15,000 to $20.000 for his
vote, and perhaps enough to make him a
enug fortune, if he would merely absent
himself from the slature at the time of
the voting for United Stites senator. When
the legisiaiure convened a man had ap-
proached him and asked him if he proposed
to make a “sucker” of hims=elf and not get
anyihing out of the election. Finally, he
=aid, just before the election he was offered
12,500 for his vete for Clark, the sum to
be placed in the hands of some disinteresi-
ed person.

Al thi= point Chalrman Chandler sald
that John ¥. Murphy of Butte, one of the
men who, It is claimed, had approached
Mr. Normoile, had come to Washingoon by
Tequest to testify In the case. He left Im-
mediately after a subpoena had been jssued
for him.

“Search has been made for him in vain,™
sald Senator Chandler, “and the as=sistance
of the newspapers is solicited to ascertain
his whercabouts,™

In response to a statement from Mr.
Faulkner, Mr. Clark’'s lea attorney,
that he knew nothing of Murphy, Senator
Chandler replied: I thought he might accl-
dentally let you know his whereabouts.”

Mr. Faulkner: “I'll let you know if he
does,™

Mr. Chandler: *No doubt the newspaper
men will find him in two or three dayvs."

On cross-cxamication Mr. Normoile said
lie was a democrat. He was employed and
had been since the legislature adjourned
al the Anaconda company. He had voted
for Conrad for United States senator from
first to last. He said to the proposition of
$12.500 for his vole that he would think it
orer. As to the $10.000 praposition, he
had replied that “*That is very little for a
man to sell himself fur.””

Cason’s Interviens With Clark.

AL Lhe conclusion of Mr. Normaoile's testi-
moeny, Mr. Cason, one of yesterday's wit-
nesses, was recalled for cross-examination
by Mr. Faulkner. He admitted that he had
gune to W. A Clark’s office in November,
scon after the election, to talk with him
about the election of a United States sena-
ter. He explained why he had gone to see
Mr. Clark, saying that generally the re-
publicans were favorable to Clark's elec-
tlon, and he thought there was a good
chance to elect him.

At the two interviews he had with Mr.
Clark in November he had Indicated his
belicf that Mr. Marcye, representative-
elect from Custer county, might be in-
duced 1o vote for Clark, but he said that
no approach to corruption with reference
to Mr. Marcye was made at these inter-
views.

Mr. Cason then was examined as to an
interview with W. A. Clark, held In the lat-
ter's room just before the election of sen-
ator. He declared that Mr., Clark hud
asked him to see Representative Marcye,
as witness could handle him berter than
anybody else. Mr. Cason said Clark had
authorized him to pay $10.M0 to Represen-
tative Marcye, the authorization being given
him in a whisper and by holding up the fin-
gers and thumbs of both hands. Subs
quently he had learned that Mareye was
favbhrable to Clark anvhow, and he made
no offer of money to him.

Mr. Cason. after admitting that he re-
ceived $300 from Senator Clark for his ser-
vice, sald that Mr. Clark did not have the
reputstion in Butte of being a liberal
payer.

Two Written Statements.

In respouse to an inguiry of Mr. Faulk-
ner, as to how many written statements
he had made concerning this case, Mr.
Cason replied that he had made one to Mr.
Booth, an attorney of Butte, a Daly demo-
crat, and the one to which he had test-
fied yesterday. In a conversation with
Booth, he had told him some time last
summer that he did not want to tesgify In
the case. Subsequently he had given Mr.
Beoth a written statement, accompanied
by the letters and papers bearing upon the
case, He denied receiving any considera-
tion for the writlen statement beyvond a
promise that he would not be ealled as a
witness.
