STANDARD COMPANY'S TANK

Decision Rendered by Justice Cole in Pel'd-
ing Litigation.

Cane of Oeser and Others Against the

Company-Rule Dincharged-Evi-

denee Stricken Out.

Mr. Justice Cole of the Dihtrict Supreme
Court today rendered an interesting opin-
ion in the case of John G. Oeser and oth-
ers against the Standard Oil Company. in
which case the complainants, property own-
ers and residents of South Washington,
seek to enjoin the defendant company from
further operating its plant in the vicinity
of the foot of South Capitol street. The
suit was instituted January 23. 1897. the
complainant-charging, among other things,
that noxious odors escaped from the com-

pany's plant, injuring the health of the
people residing in its vicinity, and also that
the company's practice of storing oils
therein endangered the lives and property
of the complainants because of the alleged
liability of the oils to explosion. The case
was originally heard by Mr. Justice Hag-
ncr. who, February 10, 1ii7, issued an in-
junction against the company, restraining
it from further operating its plant and
constructing new tanks and placing -)i1
therein. The company thereupon noted an
appeal to the Court of Appeals, filing a

supersedeas bond in the sum of $20,000. The
Court of Appeals, however, reversed the
action of Mr. Justice Hagner, except as to
his prohibition of the company's erection
and use of a new tank. Thereupon both
sides proceeded to take testimony In sup-
port and against, respectively, the alle-
gations contained in the bill of complaint.

Alleged Disobedience.
Pending these proceedings, it was charged

by the complainants that the company had
disobeyed the terms of the preliminary in-
junction issued by Mr. Justice Hagner, hav-
ing, they contended, placed oil in the new

tank. A rule, upon their motion, was is-
stied against the company, requiring its
managers to show cause why they should
not be punished for contempt of court. The

complainant submitted In evidence, while
the taking of testimony was being carried
on, certain evidence which the defendants
claimed objected to, the company contend-
ing that the objectad-to evidence should
have been submitted in chief, as in its opin-
Ion it was really evidence in chief. These
two points were argued last November be-
fore Mr. Justice Cole, and today he dis-
posed of them.
At the outset Justice Cole discussed at

length the rules governing the Introduction
of testimony in such cases, saying it is
well settled that the complainant must in-
troduce in chief all the evidence he relies
upon to support his allegations, and that
the defendant must then submit such evi-
dence as he relies upon to disprove these
allegations. Of course, said the justice, it
is always in the discretion of the court to
admit evidence out of Its regular order,
which the party desiring to submit it has
clearly omitted by mistake or inadvertence,
or which was not obtainable at the proper
time. But, he pointed out, there must al-
ways be shown to the court good reasons
for such a departure.
He then discussed the evidence which the

company claims was improperly admitted,
saying it is quite evident that such testi-
mony does not show a condition of affairs
different from that existing when the com-

plainants filed their bl1 of complaint.
Therefore, with some excentions. he held
that the motion of the company's counsel
to exclude such testimony must he granted.
Mr. Justice Cole held that the testimony

of one of ti" complainants' witnesses, tend-
ing to disprove the assertion of the com-

pany that its oil is not dangerous, and that
there have been no explosions of it, had
been properly introduce(]. He also held
that it was proper for the complainants to
show by the testimony of a witness that
the allege,] spark arresters -)n locomotives
operating in the vicinity of the company's
plant are sometimes Out of order and do
not, therefore, always prevent the escape
of sparks.

Matter of Doubt.
Referring to the alleged disobedlence by

the company of Mr. Justice Hlagner's order
as to Its use of the new tank. Justice Cole
said it is doubtlful how the Court of Ap-
peals or the United States Supremo Court
wouldl hold in the question as to whether
the noting of the appeal by the company
anwl Its filing of the supersedeas bond sus-

pe-nded the operation of the injunction is-
suo by 'Mr. Justice Ilagner. There are

whether there had been a willful violation
of the terms of the preliminary injun (tion.
Counsel for the company had shown that
it was upon their advice that the oil was
placed in the tank, but that it was not al-
lowed to remain therein long, the com-
pany's attorneys advising that the safest
way would be to remove It. Justice Cole
said he found no willful violation of the in-
junction, the only testimony introduced by
the complainants on the subject tending to
support the contention of willful violation
being that of a party who was, in effect, an
accomplice. That witness was not corrob-
orated, however, and therefore neither the
court nor any jury would convict on the
unsupported testimony of an accomplice.
No injury appears to have been suffered

by the complainants because of the placing
(f the oil in this new tank, lie stated, and
If they had suffered any injury, the court
could and would have fined the company,
even though it had acted upon the advice
of counsel and in good faith, such a sum
as would have recompensed the complain-
ants for the (amage suffered by' them be-
Cause If said alleged violation of the in-
junction.

The Rule Dincharged.
In3-omnlusion. Justice Cole said he could

see n,ocasion or reason for punishing the
coipany for its allged contempt of the
court, ho expressing a doubt as to whether
there had reallIy been asny violation) of the
terms of the injunction, lie. thterefo.re, dis-
013h3rgedi the rule, stating t hat he woultd
strike out certain of1 thle comliinaints' tes-
timony,. which ihe held to have beent im-
prol'rly inttrodluced in rebutttat .D Mssrs.

were eloquent speeches delivered, teeming
with praise and tender with affection for
the great southern commander, and the 20I
veterans who gathered to listen showed by
many signs how deeply their feelings were
touched by the tributes.
The gathering was called to order by

Capt. William A. Gordon, who invited Dr.
G. Wythe Cook to preside over the reunion,both gentlemen making brief but apt re-
marks. The farewell address delivered byGen. Lee to his troops after the surrender
at Appomattox was read by Maj. RobertW. Hunter, who was on Gen. Lee's staff.The principal address of the evening was
made by Judge John Goode of Virginia. inthe course of which he said Lee was a man
who was animated solely with the spirit ofindependence, which was above sordid orselfish motives.
Other addresses were made by ex-Secre-tary H. A. Herbert, Gen. M. C. ButlerRev. Dr. Randolph H. McKim, Justice SethtShepard of the Court of Appeals. Mr. Thos.Smith. son of Virginia's war governor, "Ex-

tra Billy" Smith; Assistant Attorney Gen-eral Boyd, Representative Talbert and oth-
ers.

Lee Celebration in the South.
The anniversary of General Robert E. q

Lee's birthday was celebrated in most of
the principal cities throughout the south
yesterday. In Virginia, where the day has
been made a holiday by statute law, the
observance was general.
Major Peter J. Otey, representativein Congress from Virginia, delivered an ad-dress before the Virginia Society at At-lanta, Ga.
Major Otey said the old confederate sol-dier must preserve the glorious memoriesof his southland, being ever mindful that"hypocrisy is the tribute vice pays to vir-tue" and that he must stand guard at thecitadel of truth.
"I am proud to mingle," said the Vir-ginian, "with those whose heroism, cour-

age and achievement, aye, whose unerringmarkmanship need no more enduring monu-ment, no more lasting memorial than that
great pile of bricks and mortar in thecapital city of the nation, known as thepension building, where 3,0tAM clerks tolldaily keeping bright in memory the fameand renown of R. E. Lee, writing acrossthe face of every one of the million pen-sion certificates, though invisible charac-
ters, the burning words: 'Remember the
Old Rebel Private of '61.' "

Major Otey sketched rapidly the forma-tion of the confederate army, laying stress
upon the difficulties under which General
Lee labored and enumerating his triumphs
on the field of battle. He then dealt large- -

ly in statistics with reference to the killed J

coming to the memorable Seven Days' Bat-ties around Richmond, said: "It is not my
purpose to dwarf or disparage the well-
