EXTENSION.

Committee of Civie Center 10 Report—
Courne of Lectnres.
The universiy extension commitiee of the

Civie Center will make a preliminary re-
pert next Tuesday cevening at o public
meeeting: to be held in the hall of the Co-

fumbinn University, at which time address-
¢s on the =abject of popular education will

be delivered by President B, L. Whitman
of the Columbian University; Prof. John
M. Coulter of the Unive 1y of Chicigo;

Mre. W. I Powell, superintendent o schools,
and Dr. Murray Galt Motter, chairman of
the council of the Civie Center.

The committee has arranged for  five
courses of lectures to be given under the
joint ausplees of the Civie Center and the
board of school trustees, In the Central
High School Hall, corner Tih and O streeis
northwes=t, on Tuesday and Thursiday eve
inegs, bheginning January 30, These courses
will partike to some extent of the char-
acter of the free lectures for the people,
given in the public school bulldings in New
York and some other eities; the Columbia
I'niversity lectures o co-operation with
Ceoper Union, or the Lowell Institute lec-
tures in Hoston. University cxtension meth-
ods will be emuployed, however, 1 1
nection with some of the cour
to the extent of using a printed syllabus o
Assizt the memory of the audience, These
svllabi will give lists of reference books on
the subjects treated by the leciurers for
the benefit of any who have the time and
inelination to pursue the study for them-
selves, and provision will be made by the
sry of Congress, and other librarvies in
v, to make these books as accessible
sihle to the public. The lectures, as
as the preliminary meeting next Tues-
vening, will be frec to the publie.

The leclures have been arranged in two
general groups. The Tuesday evening lec-
tures will be on subjects connected with

the socinl sciences, and the Thursday even-
ing lectures will be on natural science. The
first course, beginning Tuesday evening,
January 30, will be on “Municipal Govern-
ment,” by Dr. E. Dana Durand, assisiant
professor of finance and administration in
the Teland Stanford, jr., Unlversity, and
it will ecansist of five lectures treating of
the functions and organizations of eity gov-
ernments, and proposing remedies for ex-
isting abuses. This will be followed by
course on the “Social History of Europ

s Mr. M. L. Jacobson of the bureau

ed a course of lectures on the same
topic last year before the Educational Al-
linnce of New York city, and has been
atherwizse identified with popular edneatio
in that ecity. The third and last of the so-
cial seience courses will be on the gener:s
subject of “The Evolution of Industry,”
and the lectures will be delivered hy Mr.
Carroll D. Wright, commi=ssioner of labor:
Mr. L. G. Powers and Mr. H. T. Neow-
comb of the census office, and Prof, Chas.
P. Neill of the Catholic University of
Ameriea.

The first course In nalural science, begin-
ning Thursday evening, February 1, wiil
treat in a popular way of the adaptation
of various forms of plant and animal life
to their environments. The first lecture
will be delivered by Prof. gohn M. Coul-
ter of the Unlversily of Chieago, who has
just published an important work entitled
“Plant Relatlons;” and he will be followed
by Mr. Frederick V. Coville, Dr. L. O.
Howard, Dr. T. 8. Palmer, and Mr. Ver-
ron Balley, all of the Department of Agri-
culture. The second natural science course
will be on geological topics and will be
given by Mr. J. 8. Diller and Mr. G. K.
Gilbert of the geological survey, and Maj.
J. W. Powell and Mr. W. J. MeGee of
the bureau of American ethnology.

i1t is the aim of the committee and of
the lecturers to make these talks of in-
terest and value not only to the general
publlie, but also especially to the teachers
in the public schools who give instruction
in natural sclence, civics, history, ete.
