WASHINGTON IS DESIRED

Baltimore and Philadelphia Capital-
ists Want Association Club Here.

BIG RETURNS ASSURED

The base ball pot began to slzzle and
boil yesterday, and from this time on im-
portant moves can be looked for by the
Natlonal League and American Associa-
tlon. Manager MeGraw of the Raltimore
club made known the fact last night that
he had dicided to throw hizs influence with
the asscciation, and those acquainted with
the Inslde workings of the national game
know full well the importance of the great
Oriole’s  defectlon from  the National
League.

After MeGraw had made known his inten-
tions he insisted upon President Quinn of
the association coming to this ¢lty and In-
terviewing Michael Scanlon as to the pros-
pectz of organizing a club in Washington.
Mr. Quinn was in this clty for a few hours
last pight, and was closeted with Mr, Scan-
lon the greates part of that time. Mr.
Quinn told Mr. Scanlon that he had ealled
to see him at the request of the Baltimore
munager and that the backers of the con-
templated asseciation club in Philadelphia
had al=0 made the same request.

When the association was first spoken of
Mr., Scanlon was une of the prime movers
in the scheme, but unfortunate cireom-
stances developed through the parties hayv-
ing the movement in charge in the east,
and the handicap drove him over to the
National League. The lesgue scheme ol
through, as a guarantee could not be given
that the Washington elub would remain in
the hig league another season, Since thad
failure the assoclation has fought shy
Washington, but the eastern backers thore-
in, knowing Mr. Beanlon's position, have
kept him advised as to the different moves
made,

Seven clubs now constitnte the American
Assoclatton—8t. Louls, Chicago, Milwaukee
and Detroit in the west, and Boston, Phila-
delphia and Baltlmore in the éast.

The
eighth ecity will be either Providence or
Washington, and it i= expected that the
next few dayvs will determine the fate of

this city, as far as base ball is concerned
the coming summer, Providence is in the
position of a ripe plum, and can be picked
At any time, but the gentlemen back of the
American Association know the value of
the national capital as a base ball town,
amd under the cireumstances naturally .-
sire its membership.

Mr. Scanlon is not in o positien to put ap
the full sum required to irt i club in
Washington, but he said_to an Evening Star
reporter this morning that he positave
that should the required backing come Tor-
ward a blg return upnn e money invested
would result. 2
The League Will Drop Washington.

That the Washington and Baltimore clubs
are to be thrown out of the National
League, bag and baggage, i= almost an as-
sured fact, and the circult reduction,com-
mittes of the National League will probably
make a report to this effect within the next
week., Therefore, if Washinglon is to wii-
ness any b =5 ball the coming scason
it will have to be under the auspices of the
can Assoclation.

President Quinn and his co-worker, Frank
Richter, editor of the Sporting Life, huad
almust decided to admit Providence Lo the
association and declare the clrenft com-
plote, bhut the wishes of MeGraw and the
I'hiiladelphia parties were_aceeded to, amd
the option will be held open for Wiashington
peopie for a cpuple of dayvs.  Compari-
tively Hittle mog 15 needed to place o ball
club in this eity, and it 1s Impossible to be-
lieve that local admirers of base ball will
allow the opportunity to =lip by.

11 i% estimated that 235,000 will be ample
to pluce a elub in the American Associa-
tion from this eity, and as the people are
ripe for something new in the national
game large dividends are sure to follow.
Niew grounds can be secured in the south-
west or northeast for from §5,000 1o $10,000,
both locations being eclose to ample rail-
way fucilities. Several gentlemen of finan-
cial standing have been flirting with Mr.
Scanlon for several woeeks past, and there
15 a possibility that definite proposals may
come from them under the situation as now
presented.  Another possible factor f= the
local street railway syndieate. 1f Washing-
ton is not represented in the American As-
soclation there will be no ball in this eity,
and a= a consequence the patronage accru-
ing from each game will be lost by the
street raflways,

Hase Ball Situation Elsewhere.

As regards the base ball situation outside
of this elty the following article In this
morning's Baltimore Sun is quite compre-
hensive and elear. The artlele says:

Mussrs, Quinn and  Richter have been
truveling in the east for some time look-
ing into the base ball situation, and they
arrived In Baltimore yesterday. By ap-
pointment they met Mr, MceGraw and the
moneyed men at the Atlantie Ti bulld-
ing about ¥ o'clock last night, and after
thorntigh!y diseus=sing the =ituation the de-
dsion was maide 1o give Baltimore a first-
i team, of which MetGraw is to he man-
ager,  Mr. MeGraw made  the following
stutement:

the week. Providence is in the same posi-
tion that Baltimore has been, but we will
get a definite answer tomorrow from her.
All we ecan now say about the plan Is that
we have an abundance of capital, some of
the Fastern League owners being among
the men who are with us. If Providence
falls, we shall fall back on Washington.

“We are delichted to think that we have
finally seeured Baltimore, for we conslder
it a fine cpening, and McGraw is just the
man to make the venture g success.'

Joseph J. Kelley was also at the meet-
ing, but would gay mothing except that he
is eclosely watching the course of events.
Mr. Quinn intimated that }Melley had been
offered the managembnut'sf the Philadel-
phia team of the as¥sclation. Mr. Quinn
iz the owner of the'Milwaukee grounds,
upon which the assé axi;m will play in
that city, and also largest owner of
the team. He said ‘HMuvgh Jennings had
been offered the absolute ‘management of
the Milwaukee end, bur Kadnot yet replied,
nor was likely to make up his mind until
he had a personal ednference with Mr.
Quinn. iy, o

More definite informstion concerning the
Baltimore plans will’*be furnished today,
and a meeting of the leading men in the
American Assoclation il be held in Phila-
delphin on Monday next, un'ess something
unexpected happens. ;

It is believed In BaMimore that Manager
MeGraw can control “thegervices of the
major portlon of his feam of 1ast year, and
a number of the men who have played with
him in years gone by Thave signified their
desire to play under ihis management.

Mr. Richter talked confidently of the as-
soclation’s plans. He said:

“We have generally been misrepresented
by reports emanating from National
League sources, The idea has been grow-
ing that we intend to fight the National
League. Such talk makes us very lired.

EXPLOSIONS IN CONDUITS,

Citizens Alarmed by Several Lound Re-
ports—The Damage Done.

No little excitement was occasioned an
Oth street, in the vicinity of O and Q
streets, between 9 and 10 o'clock last even-
ing by four explosions in the conduits of
the Potomac Eleciric Power Company on
the street first named. The first explosion
cecurred a few minutes after 8 o'clock in
the trap just south of Q street, and short-
Iy afterward one at the corner of Q street
was a second explosion, blown fifty feet in
the air, falling about thirty feet away. Still
another explosion occurred, and about all
the large trap-covers on 9th street between
O and Q were thrown off.

The explozions were accompanied by loud
reports, and attracted thousands of people
to the viecinity. The telephone circuit along
the route was disarranged, and Policeman
Green was compelled to communicate with
the second police station by bicyele, The
police reserves, under Lieut. Heffner, were
called out to preserve order. The employes
of the electric company were also called o
the scene,

A fourth explosion occurred about 10
o'clock, the cover of the trap at 9th and
Q streets again being blown off, several

persons standing near narrowly e g
injury. After this last explosion the covers
uf all traps were removed, in order to peer-
mit the gas in the eonduit to escape.

There is doubt as to whether the gas was
illuminating gas from & leak in the main
on Yth strzet or sewer gas. Policeman Green
ordered a number of boys away from the
traps same time before the first explosion,
and 1t is supposed one of them dropped a
lighted match in the cond It is said
the officer was on his way t sport a Ught
in the conduit when the first explosion ve-
curred.

The force of the explosions broke many
windows in the neighborhood, the principal
lns=ses heing sustained by John W. Hardell,
18 9ih strect, who suffered damage by
the breaking of windows to the exteat of
about $40; residences along the west side of
Oth street between P oamd Q strests, and
1530, 1532, 1534, 1536, 1538 and 1542; about
$10 damage being done in each: Edwurd
F. Davis of 1544 Oth street  estimates his
loss at $50, while W. B, Bigourney, an un-
dertaker, suffered a loss of $30. Charlie
Yen, who keeps a laundry at 821 Q street,
had property damaged 1o the extent of $.
AMost of the windows were insured.
