No Funds Available.

Mr. Carl Hoffman of 1322 Grant street,
Mt Pleasant, has been informed by the
Distriet Commissioners that It s at pres-
ent impracticable to adopt his su tion
that catch basins be placed on Gramt street
at Bchool and Pire. To render such basins
effective, the Commissioners explain, it
would be necessary to fill the streets to
grade at the Intersections of Pine and
Grant, and there are no fundg availab'e
for the purpose.

WOULD COST $10,000,000.

Admiral Bradford Urges Government
Ownership of Pacifie Cable.

Rear Admiral Bradford, chief of the bu-
resu of equipment of the Navy Depart-
ment, whe has had charge of the surveys
and investigations of the Pacific cable route
in behalf of the Navy Department, address-
ed the House committes on commerce yes-
terday concerning the conditions surround-
ing this project. He explained the work now
being doae by the naval ship Nero, which
has covered the proposed route eastward,
and is now returning over the route west-
ward, making soundings and obtaining data
on both vovages.

Admiral Bradford had sald that the in-
quirles had shown Midway Island much
preferable to Wake lIsland as a landing
point. Wake Isiand Is low and washed by
the sea; cable houses would have to be
erected on tripads, and could be only indif-
ferent structures. There Is no harbor and
it would be difficult to land svpplies. Mid-
way Island, on the contrary, has a harbor
with elghteen feet of water and fs well
suited for a station, although the route is
140 knots longer than by Wake Island. The
admiral gave the proposed naval route as
follows:

San Francisco to Honolulu......2,100 knots.
Honolulu to Midway............1160 knots,
Midway to Guam......... aves a0 2280 knots,
Guam to Luzon. .......ceievvvuns 1,372 knots,

With a land line from Linguyen bay to
Manila.

The cost was estimated at $1,050 per knot,
made and lald. He sald he would earnestly
recommend that in buying cable materials
the government should enter the markets
of the world, as it would be difficult to get
cables in this country. The cost was esti-
mated at §$8,708,700 for making and laying,
$1,000,000 for two cable ships and supplies,
from $20,000 to $50,000 for cable stations,
ete., at San Francisco and the other land-
Ing points, making a total of about $10,-
000,000,

Admiral Bradford urged government own-
ership as against private construction, and
said the cable ships could be built so as to
be available as suxillary cruisers., The en-
tire project could be completed in from
elghteen months to two years.

Gen. Greely, chief signal officer, who has
made the army Investigations, was pres-
ent. and It was arranged that “he should
address the committee,

The committee fixed next Tuesday for
considering the blll for a commission to
visit China and Japan and investigate com-
mercial conditions.

RUSSIA GETS GRIP ON PERSIA.

Guarantees & Loan With Right te
. Conitrol Custom Receipts.

A dispatch from 8t. Petersburg last night
saye: It Iz geml-officially announced that
the government, at the request of the gov-
ernment of Persia and In view of the good
relations between the two governments, has
authorized the loan bank of Persla to take
up the loan of 22,600,000 rubles, about to
be issued in Persia under the designation
of the § per cent Persian gold loan of
1000,

The loan bank, therefore, has contraci-
el to take up the loan, which ls payable

in seventy-five yesrs, guaranieed by all
the Persian r pt the
re of the tom h of Farsand

the custom houses of the Persian gulf. In
the event of a delay in the payments, the
lean bank. will hiive the right to control
the custom houses., Perzin undertakes Lo
redeem all former foreign obligations out
of tha new loan, and not to Mniract any
other forefgn loan until the new loan s
puid off without the consent of the loan
bank.

Rusata guarantees the Lbonds of the Per-
sian loan.

A London dispateh referring to the news
from 8t. Petersburg savs=: There is a
widespread ldea here that the Persian loan
kas finally accomplished Russia's long-laid
plans to obtain complete political and ‘inan-
clal control of Persla, with the double ob-
jeet of ousting the British and assuring
Russia an outlet on the Persian gulf.

The news of the Russian loan to Persia
Is interpreted in Germany to mean that
Persia has virtually become Russian. The
press takes that  view, which the
lateat displomatic reports from Teheran con-
firm. In Berlin financial cireles It s said
that the loan will not come to the (jerman
market.

The National Zeltung of Berlin =ays:
“There is no doubt that Persia will here-
after be absolutély dependent upon Russia.
The latter may have made a doubtful
financial bargain, but, politically consider=d,
the transaction i8 unquestionably of the
highest importance.'* s

THE SIMPLON TUNNEL.

—
Two and One-Fifth Miles Have Been
Ballt.

Adolph L. Frankenthal, United BStates
consul at Berne, 8witgerland, has written at
length to the. State Department regarding
the new Simplon tunnel.

November 13, 1888, work was begun on
the Simplon funnel; The contract eal's for
its completionr in five and one-half years,
and the pricg to be pald is $13,413,500. It
will have a dength of 12.4 miles and will
be the longegt tunnel in the world. When
completed 1t wi'l bg the third one connect-
Ing Italy with outlying countries by direct
rail, and will aceomplish a saving of 43.5
miles, or from 7 to/8 per cent on travel from
Paris to Milan, as compared with the Mt:
Cenis or 3t. Gothard tunnel. The Mt. Cenls
tunnel has a length of 8 miles and the St.
Gothard a length 0T 0.3 mi'es.

When in thg fifties the wonderful project
of drilling thp Mt CCenls tunnel was under-
taken, fathered by:the courageous Italian
minister of gtate, Cavour, no machines for
drilling we lh'__exﬁ!tence. and it was cal-
culated that ¥ perioll of twenty years would
be necessary for every 5 kilometers (3.1
miles) of tunnel dril'ed. Then Engineer
Sommellller, in charge of the work, con-
structed the first drilling machine, and,
although crude, it was satisfactory enough
to accomplish ten times the work done.by
manual labor, and enabled him to finish the
tunnel in eleven years. The St. Gothard
tunnel was finlshed in from eight to nine

¥ears.
The Simplon tunnel begins in Switzerland
near the little town of Brig, in the valley

the wvalley of the Diverla, on the Italian
side, near Isella. It will be perfeotly
straight, except for a smfl curve at the
ingress and egress.

The contract for the tunnel provides for
a fine of 5,000 francs (365) per day If the
time limit is exceeded, while a gratulty of
the same amount per day is to be given if
it is finished before the stipulated period.
