London Given a Bad Name.

That *he =ald Taylor has, without right
or authority of iaw, called the legislature to
meat In London, Laurel county, Ky., on
the 6th day of February, 1%M, a place re-
mote from the seat of government, the said
London being a small village, situated in &
sparsely populated part of the state, with
no bulldings or rooms or houses sufficlent
to accommadate the general assembly of
the commonwealth of Kentucky, in which
to perform their legal duties,

That h> has stationed about the capitol
buflding and in the senale chamber and
in the hall of the house of representatives
urmed men and nas collected a large num-
ber of armed men, who are now encamped
in the capitol square 10 prevent these plain-
tiffs from meeting and discharging their
duties as representatives of the people and
is threatening by force amd violence and
sald unlawful methods (o contlnue fn the
foture to prevent them from assembling
and discharging their dnties as such rep-
resentatives,

They state that the aforesald unlaveful
acts by the sald Tayior are against the
will and consent of each house of the gen-
eral assembly and the members thereof.
They say that the two houses had not dis-
agreed In respect to the time of adjourn-
ment, nor had they disagreed in reference
to adjournment at all, but at the tlme of
the aforesaid unlawful and violent inter-
ference, they were peaceably engaged In
the discharge of their dutles as senators
and repressntatives of the commonweanlth
of the state cf Kentucky. The plaintiffa
then quote the provision of the constitution
of the state of Kentucky which Gov. Tay-
lor ¢laims gave him the power to adjourn
the legislature.

No Disagreement Between Houses.

The petition then continues-:

The piaintiffs now state that they had
not in any manner disagreed as to the ad-
Journment of elther house, nor had they In
any respect heen guilty of any derellction
of duty, nor had they falled or refused to
falthfully perfurm the duties pertaining to
the general assembly and their respeetive
oiffices, Bui, they say, notwithstanding
sald fact, the defendants are now threaten-
Ing by a force of arms and other violent
methuade 10 foree the legislature to meet at
London, Laure! eounty, Kv., and still re-
fuse and threaten to prevent a meeting of
the general ssembly In thelr respectiue
chambers at * slile capitol or anvwhera
in the city of Frankfort, the seat of gov-
ernmment of this commonwealth, and unless
enjolned and restrained by the orders of
this honorable court they will prevent the

meatings of the general assembly at the |

place designated by the constitution and
the laws of this commonwealth.

They turther state that Laurel county is
In a lawless portion of the state, withou:
any sufficient police force or civil authory ¥
to protect the members ¢f the general as-
sembly In the discharge of their official
duties, and in a section of the state whers
maeny lawless isturbances and factlona!
fights have heretofore occurred, often Te-
sulting in the adjournment of the courts of
the state, making it freauently necessary
for ihe state militia to be called out to
protect the courts in the discharge of their
offictal dutles. And notwithstanding troops
have been repeatedly called to =ald section
and have operated in conjunction with the
civil autheritics, they have been totally un-
able to suppresa the fights and lawlessness
and factional strife in said seetfons, and the
same is now completely rerrorized and dom-
inated by lawless bands of men engaged in
feuds and otiher violations of the law,

Awed by Military Force.

The plaintiffs further aver that, denying

the right of the defendants to make the ad-

journment of the gereral assembly without
their consent, they, the plaintiffs, have re-
peatedly made effort to enter the hall of
the house of representatives and the sen-
ate chamber at regular hours for trans-
acting their business, and have been met
with a large military force acting under
the order of the defendant, W. 8. Taylor,
anid s adjutant general, and prohibited
from entering into either house for the pur-
pose of discharging their duty.

They further say that the seat of govern-
ment had not become dangerous from an
enemy or from any contagion, nor had it
become dangerous from any cause save
tne lawlessness brought about by the de-
tendant’s own unlawful and wrongful acts.

If the defendants are permitted to con-
tinue in the exercise of these unlawful acts,
they allege great and irreparable injury will
result not only to the state, but to these
piaintiffs. That his acts and doings are in
plain violation of the constitution, of the
rightz of each and all of these plaintiffs,
and destructive of that department of the
government that is intrusted with the sole
power of passing and enacting such laws as
may be decmed best for the public interest.
They, therefore, ask an immediate injunc-
tion. enjoining and restraining the defend-
ants and all others from removing or at-
tempting to remove this legislative body to
the ¢ity of London, or elsewhere than the
capitol at Frankfort; sand. furthermore,
that the defendanis and all others be en-
joined and restrained from preventing by
foree, military or otherwise, the plain-
tiffs trom entering into the public building
krown as the state house, in order that
they may discharge cheir official duties to
their constituents and to the siale,

Wherefore they pray for an immediate in-
junection against the said Saylor and Col-
tier, and for gl other proper and equitable
roelief.

Ways aud Means Committee Agree on a
Measure.

Substitnte for the PFayne Bill Adopted
=Twenty-Five Per Cent of Dingley
Duties to le Charged.

At a special meeting of the ways and
mweans committee today It was declded to
report @ bill establlshing a tariff sy=stem for
Porte Rico on a basis of 25 per cent of the
rates in the regular tariff law.

Reports were also recelved from the sub-
committee which has considered to what
extent the term “United States,” as used
in the Constitution, relates to the outlying
terriory recently acquired by this country.

A majority of the subcommittee, com-
prising the republican members, reported
in substance that Congress has practieally
unlimiteid power In dealing with these ter-
ritorfes The minority, cemprising Mr. Rich-
grdson (dem.) aml Mr. Newlands isliverite)
hold In substance that all econstitutional
restrictions extend to the newly aecquired
territory, amd that the powers of Con-
gress are thereby lmited.

Substitute for the Payne BILL

The committee adopted the following sub-
stitute for Mr. Payne's bill relative to trade
with Porto Rico: “That the proviglons of
this act shall apply to the Island of Porte
Rico and to the adjacent islands and wa-
ters of the islands lying east of the T4th
meridlan of longitude west of Greenwich
which was ceded to the Unlted States by
the government of Spaln by treaty con-
cluded April 11, 184, and the name Porto
Rico as used In thi= act shall be held to in-
clude not only the Island of that name, but
all adjacent islunds as aforesald. .

“Sec. 2. That on and after the passage
of thiz gct the same tariffs, customs ans
duties shall be levied, collected and paid
vpon all articles Imported into Porto Rleo
from ports other than those of the United
States, which are required by law to be
collected upon articles imported into the
United States from foreign countries,

“Sec. 3. That on and after the passage
of this act all merchandise coming Into the
United btates from Porto Rico and coming
into Porto Rico from the United States.
shall be entered at the several ports of
entry upen payment of 25 per cent of the
duties which are requlred to be levied, col-
jeeted and pald uwpon like artieles of mer-
chandise impor®ed from foreign couniries.

“Frovided, nevertheless, that the cus-
tems dutles collected In the United States
poris cpon articles of merchandise of Porto
Rlcan manifacture shall not be less in

rate and emount than the internal revenue
tax which may be imposed in the United
States upoy the same articles of merchan-
dise of domosile manufacture, and the cus-
toms duties collected in Porto Rican ports
upon articles of United States manufac-
ture shall not be less tken the internal rev-
enue tax which may ke imposed in Porto
Rico vpon the same arucles of Porto
Rican manufacture.

“Section 4 That the custom dutles col-
lected iIn Porto Rico In pursuance of this
act, less the cost of collecting the same
and the gross amount of all collections of
customs in the United States upon articles
of merchandis= coming from Porto Rico,
ghall be placed at the disposal of the Pres-
fdent for the purpese of paying the ex-
penses of the government of Porto Rico
until otherwise provided by law."”

BIG BLAZE AT YOUNGSTOWN, OHIO,

Two Sterea Have Thelr Contents De-
stroyed—Loan $4040,

YOUNGSTOWN, Ohlo, February 2.—Fire
last midnight completely gutted the threa-
story brick buildings occupled by the J, N.
Euwers Sons Company, dry goods, and Mc-
Elroy & Co.. furniture dealers. The large
department store of G. M. McKelvey & Cq.,
which adjoins Euwers' store, was badly
damaged by water. The origin of the fire
is unknown. The loss is estimated at close
to §400,000.

Two Battalions of Native Troops
Revolt at Khartoum.

GREAT ANXIETY FELT AT CAIRO

The Khedive Asked to Pagify the
Black Seldiers.

BUT FEW BRITISH PRESENT

PARIS, February 2—A dispaich to the
Havas News Agency from Cairo confirms
the rewort that a rebellion had occurred
among the Soudanese troops in Khartoum.
It says:

“There is much anxlety here. There have
been a number of grave incidents, notably
the growing discontent in the Egyptlan
army, which has attained to a mutiny in
two  Soudanese battallons. The BOvVern-
ment has sent Col. Wingate to parley with
them. The army complains of bad treat-
ment and the secret dispatch of Egyptian
troops to South Atrica. It appears certain
that ten Maxims amd a large assignment
of saddles have gone to Durban, and a
number of English officers and civil func-
tionaries have obtained an unlimited fur-
lough to go to South Africa, which s be-
lieved to be a breach of Egvpt's neutrality.

“The government Is alarmed at the atti-
tude of the black tivops, and has asked
the kKhedive to intery The latler nas
sent a leiter urging ol ence, but the anx-
iely nevertheiwss continues. izypr is al-
most denuded of European soldpsrs."”

A cable dispateh to the Associated Press
from Paris Junuary 31 sald there are only
150 white Briush soidiers at Khartoum,
under command of a muajor. The Soudun-
ese force, it was aaded, consisted of two
battalions, with a total of 1,500 men.

MORE wnnﬁsse's' CALLED

Defense in the Olark Case Did Not
!0m

Lewistown, Mamnt., Bank Cashier Pat
on the Stand—Mr. Beasley
Explains His Vote,

When the Benate eommiitee on privileges
and electlons met today Mr. Campbell, rep-
resenting the memarlalists In the prosecu-
tion of the charges against Senator Clark
of Montana, In connection with his election
tc the United States Benate, announced
that he had two or three more witnesses
to examine, thus deferring the beginning of
the presentation of the defense,

The first of these witnesses was Frank B.
‘Wright, cashier of the Fergus County Bank,
located at Lewistown, Mont. Mr. Wright
was questioned ning the ac ts of
State Hepresentative T. C. Long and State
Benator Hobszon, the latter being president
of his bank. He sald that prior to the
mecting of the legislature Long had owed
the bank $#4 and Hobson bad owed it
2o, Long had patd his note in April
and Hobson his in May last, both paying
with checks. The wiiness hrought with
him a tran=zcript of the accounts of Hobson
and Long., but failed to bring the deposit
slps In elther case,

The account transeripts were placed In
evidence. The one in Mr., Hobson's case
showed that in April last a letter was ra-
ceived from the Continental National Bank
of (Chicago advising the Fergus  County
Bank of a credit of 25,000 in smr. Hobson's
behalf. Mr. Hohson was then in London,
but the witness did not think he had gone
to London with Senator Clark. Mr. Hobson
had never toid him where he had obtained
the F205,000.

Hobxon Consldered Wealthy.

On er -examination, Mr. Wright sald
that Mr. Hohson was considered a wealthy
man—worth about $300,000 or $400,08. He
knew that he had =0ld some mines in Lon-
don, but did rot know whether the 825,00
wits derived from this gource.

Halsey M. Wat=on of the Fergus County
Argus testifled to a conversation with Rep-
resentative Long after hls return to Lewis-
town from his attendance at the legisla-
ture. Long had exhibited a big roll of
bills. The representatlye had objected to
some criticisms of his €¢ourse In voting for
Clark.

The witners had sald to Mr, Long: “Well,
Charley, 1 suppose it was simply a matter
of dollars and cents with you." To which
he said the reply was: “Well, I hope yon
don’t consider I was a cheap guy, any
way.”

Rennson for Beasley's Vote,

W. W. Beasley, republican member of the
Montana legislature from Sweet QGrass
county, denied that he had sald during his
campaign that he would never vote for a
democrat.  He had not talked with any
one seriously of voltlng for Mr. Clark unutil
the questlon came up In the republican
caucus,

PENNSYLVANIA AVENUE.
—

The Proper Place for the New Muni-
clpal Building.

“1 am thoroughly convinced,” said Chalr-
man Babeock of the House Distriet com-
mittee to a Btar reporter today, “‘that the
new municipal buollding for Washington
ghould be located on Pennsylvania avenue
In line with the new clty post office. In
fact, I think every building which the gov-
ernment, or the District and government
jointly, may construct hereafter for gov-
ernment purposes should be piaced In that
section. .1 have always been 2 warm advo-
cate of bullding up this poble thoroughfare,
and [ would like to ree several handsome
publie structures between the Capitol and
the treasury.

“Of course, It goes ‘without saying that
the District should Be provided with a8 mu-
nicipal bullding. Congress has been paying
rent too long for the quarters occupied by
the municipal offices, and we shou.d put
the city government into an adequate struc-
ture of its own.'"

Representative Hull of Iowa, chalrman of
the committee on naval affairs, who has
served a long time in Congress, is alwaya
interested in affairs concerning the na-
tianal capital.

“For six years,” sald Mr. Hull today, "1
have been talking in favor of putting pub-
lie bulldings on the south side of the ave-
nue. I will most heartlly indorse and lend
my ald to carrying the plan for the location
of a municipal bullding somewhere be-
tween the Capitol and the treasury on that
thoroughfare."”

FUTURE OF THE PHILIPPINES,

Growing Opimton That Polley Shounld
Be Authoritatively Anmounced.
There is a growing opinlon among re-
publicans In Congress that the quickest
way to put an end to the annoyance by
Senator Pettigrew and other defenders of
Aguinaldo Is to pass a resolution declaring
it to be the policy of this government to
maintaln soverelgnty over the Phillppines.
At first there was a disposition to do no-
thing with refeience to these islands until
after the Insurrection had been put down
and the Presldent had made deflnite rec-
ommendation for legislation. It is appa-
rent, however, that as long as the question
of what dispositlon is te be made of the
Islands is open, there will be a constant
agitation in behalf of Independence by the
friends of Agulnaldo in this country, and
that the encouragement thus given will
serve to prolong the struggle of the Fili-
pinos, The status will be materially
changed, however, if Congress takes action
and an afirmation of perpetual soversignty
becomes the law of the land. The anti-
Imperialists can say now that they are
criticising what ie merely the polley of the
President, but further attacks after the
adoption of such, a resolution would be a
much more serigus matter, and it is be-
lleved that they would hesitate to assail
the soverelgnty of this government fully
established by congressional action. In this
view of the case it is expected that a reso-
lution simllar te that offered by Mr. Tayler
of Ohio in the House or to that of Mr. Bev-
eridge In the Benate will soon be brought
forward and adopted. - N

Taylor's Request.

OPINION UNANIMOUS ON THE SUBJECT

Two Delegations Visit the White
House Early.

SENATOR LINDSAY'S VIEWS
-—

President McKinley today telegraphed
Gov. Taylor of Kentucky that there is no-
thing, as get forth in the latter's message
to the chief executive last night, which
Justifies federal interference In that state.

This was the decislon reached this morn-
ing by the President and later by the cab-
inet, there being no difference of opinlon on
the subject. All the lawyers in the cabinet,
Including Attorney General Griggs and Sec-
retarfes Root and Long, saw nothing in the
revelations made by Gov., Taylor warrant-
ing the use of federal troops.

The cabinet did not discuss prospective
demands which may or may not be made
by Gov. Taylor o by any of the other
officials or the legislature of the state.
There was no ne=d to go into hypothetical
mattrs, and the public can rest assured
that nothing is being held back. The Pres-
ident will decide upon each question or ap-
plicatlon made to him as it comes up, and
will not bbther himself or his adminisura-
tion with what may happen under certain
conditions.

Gov, Taylor's Mennnge.

Gov. Taylor's long message 1o the Presi-
dent was= read to the cabinet. It was con-
sldered, in effect, a request for federal
troops, and the President has answered it
with that corstruciion In view.

Attorney General Griggs months ago
looked up the law as to the right of fed-
eral Inlerference in a staie, and was pre-
pared to quickly give an spinion to the
President and cabinet this morning. This
he did by pointedly saying that there is
no faect in the Kentucky situation, as ra-
vealed by the telegram of Gov. Taylor, or
in any informatlon puklic or private, to
justify the government taking a hand., Just
what situation would justify interference
was given In The Star yesterday.

In his telegram to Gov. Tavior, President
MceKinley quotes the law which authorizes
federal Intervention, and Indirectly glves a
biow to the offorts of the governor, This
law, It s stated by a cabinet member who
took part in the discussion today, contem-
plates federal fntervention only when the
legislature is not in ecssion and “‘cannot
be convened.” The cabinet decided that
there Is a legislature in session, and that
it was in =session wn:l Gov. Taylor him-
2elf adjourned it by his own act. In brief,
the precedent established by the administra-
tion today Is that a legislature is the au-
thority to call for federal troops In state
affalrs, and when it is not in session and
cannot be convened, the request of the gov-
ernor of the state will be recognized.

The Law Alone Considered. -

This decision was reached wholly without
partlsan consideration. The sympathy of
the members of the cabinet is probably
with Governor Taylor, and the administra-
tion would wish him success in his efforts
to retain his position, but the Presideat
looks solely at the law. Briefly, the law
says that there is ground for intervention
In cases of Insurrection, the destruction of
federal property, rioting, etc., which can-
not be controlled by the legal authorities
of the slate. Even under these circum-
stances either the legislature or the gov-
ernor must ask for intervention,

The republicane will probably be satis-
fied with the decision of the cabinet, inas-
much as the telegram to Governor Taylor
in an .ndirect manner recognizes him as
the acting governor. In fact, it does recog-
nize him as governor de facto. Democrats
say, however, that it will practically settle
the cas=e in their behalf because it points
out that the legislature i= the proper au-
thority to call for troops when it 1s In ses-
slon or ean be assembled.

The Officinl Statement.

After the cabinet meeting the following
statement was made:

“The President has decided that no case

has yet arisen to justify the intervention of
the natlonal government in Kentucky, and
has so irformed the governor."

Effects on National Electlonns.

One and all the members of the cabinet
deprecate the serlous condition of affairs
In Kentucky, and are filled with anxiety for
the outcome. It is realized that the condi-
ticns are fast outgrowing what was in the
beginning regarded as merely 2 local Ken-
tvcky row. As one of the members of the
administration put it tcday, the conse-
quences of this crisis may have a very seri-
cus bearing upon the national government
itself if they are carried along to the No-
vember elections. Should it happen that
the result of those elections depends upon
Kentucky's vote, there is a prospect of
most serious trouble, with the state domi-
nated by lawless evlement® and the law it-
=elf vague and inadequate.

It the national authorities could be in-
duced by any consideration to enter the
dispute, it would be with the purpose of
endeavoring to to define the law In Kentucky
as to obviate all chauce of a miscarriage of
the popular will as expressed at the polls
next November.

The «cpinion prevalled among several
members of the cabinet before the meeting
today that the crisis was, after all, over in
Kentucky, and that there was now not so
much denger of a hostile collision between
the opposing elements at Frankfort as
there was yesterday morning. It is be-
lieved' that there i{s a fair prospect of a
transfer of the entire controversy to the
civil courts for adjustment. It Is anticlpat-
ed that the Goebel element will initiate
procecdings before the state courts to oust
Gov. Taylor. To this the Taylor element is
expected to reply by an attempt to have
the United States courts take the question
from the hands of the state courts. In such
case it 18 & foregone conclusion that a long
legal battle will follow, during which there
will be time for the excitement to abate.

Blackburn and a Hentueky Delega-
tion. =

Prior to the cablnet session President
McKinley had two Important conferences
with Kentuckians, the result of one, at
leagt, being that the federal administra-
tion does not feel that ft has reason or
right at this time to interfere In any man-
rer with affairs In Kentucky.

The first conference was with ex-Senator
Blackburn and five d atic bers
of the House—Messra, Bmith, Rhea,

Gilbert and Wheeler.
Berry,

Goebel democrats, was not present. Sena-
tor Blackburn presented the matters which
had taken the democrats to the White
House, The first of these was that there
is now no need for federal interference in
Kentucky and is not likely to be.

Senator Blackburn the case
from the beginning, and asserted that the
democrats have acted within the law from
the first. He declared that there is no
rioting or Insurrection at Frankfort and

Coenference With Senator Lindsay.

The other conference was with Senator
Lindsay, whose place in the Senate will be
taken by Mr. Blackburn. Senator Lindsay
has opposed the Goebel forces, and Is polit-
lcally a gold democrat. He is, however,
looked upon as one of the ablest Jurists in
the United States, and as having no su-
perior in Kentucky laws, The President
remained with him until ten minutes past
time for the cabinet to begin consideration
of the day's business. Attorney General
Griggs was present part of the time. At
the conclusion of the conference Senator
Lind=ay made this #tatement, which ecan
safely be regarded as the views of the
President:

“In my opinlon the authorities do not he-
lieve that a cuse has been made out suffi-
clent to warrant federal interfercnee in
Kentucky.”

Then the senator expressed his belief that
the whole trouble will be settled without
bloodshed. “Somebody will give up,” was
the brief wiy the senator summed up the
matter. -

Eenator Lindsay occuples a delicate posi-
tion in the trouble, and will not talk for
publication fur fear that what he FAYS IMay
be misinterpreted and lead to further mis-
understanding. It may be stated, howeyver.
that the senator argues that the Kentucky
legisiature has the cunstitutional right to
pass upon the election of governor: that a
majority of the members of the legislature
constitute the boay al whatever time or
place it now meets; that he regards it &=
probable that the courts of Kentucky will
uphold the action of the legisiature: brietly,
that the legislature wiil name the man whe
will sit as governor and will be recognired
az such.

Benator Lindsay does not see any possible
way of President MeKinley recognizing
Governor Taylor exeept by sending troops
to Kentucky. This would not even be a
recognitlon unless Governor Tavlor had
asked for the troops and they were sent
at his request,

Represeniative Wheeler of Kentucky sald
this morning that he knew of no way the
Kentucky contests could be gotten before
the United States Supreme Court.

Gov. Taylor's Appeal.

Gov. Taylor last night sent a long state-
ment to President MeKinley, virtually
preszsing the chief executive to recognize
him as governor, and strongly indicating
the probable need of federal troops. He
asserts that the situation is so critical as
to be practically beyond the control of the
state authorities.

Gov. Tavior's eommunication to President
McKinley was in Its nature o memorial.
It goes at great lengih into the situation in
Kentucky, making an explunation of the
conditions there. There is reason to belleve
that a specific request for the immediate
presence of federal troops was not mardse,

President MeKinley had been e ping in-
formed as to the Kentucky situation and
ok no actlon on recelving Gov, Tayvlor's
appeal. He rererved a decision uniil after
the cabinet mecting today, but it is safe to
say that he has at no time seen any
ground for sending troops to Kentueky.

LAWTON OBSEQUIES FRIDAY

Services Will Be Held at the Church of
the Covenant.

Remains and Escort Will Arrive

Thursday—Location of Grave at
Arlington Selected.

After telegraphle correspondence wiih
Mrs. Lawton it has been finally arranged
that the funeral! services over the remains
of the late Maj. Gen. Henry W. Lawton,
. 8. V., shall be held in the Church of
the Covenant (Presbyterian), at the corner
of 18th and M streete, in this city, next
Friday afternoon at 2 o'clock, and that the
Interment shall be made in the national
Cemetery at Arlington. The religious serv-
fces will be condueted by Rev. H. M. W.
8tryker, president of Mamilton College,
Clinton, N. Y., assisted by Rev. Dr. Ham-
lin, pastor of the Church of the Covenant,
and other clergymen,

General Lawton and his family were
members of the New York Avenue Presby-
terfan Church, and the funcral services
would have been held there, but for the
fact that its location was not regarded as
suitable for the proper movement of the
large number of troops which will particl-
Pate in the ceremonies,

Location of the Grave.

Adjutant General Corbin and Quarter-
master General Ludington, who were desig-
nated by the Becretary of War to select a
slte for the grave of the distinguished sol-
dier at Arlington, have selected for that
purpose lot 841, which is eligibly located on
the plateau Immediately south of the
amphitheater, at the junction of the road
leading to the mansion and the road 'fmm
Sheridan’s gate.

It is a large Jdouble lot, 21 by 13 feet,
and was selected with a view to its ulti-
mate use as the site of the handsome
monument which il is proposed to erect
to the memory of General Lawton,

Several vears ago General Lawton visited
the Arlington cemetery and pointed out a
lot in a somewhat obscure section as the
spot where he would like to be buried, if
possible. The authorities found it Imprac-
ticable, however, Lo respect hls wishes in
that respect for the reason that the lot
selected by him is too small, and not other-
wise suited for the proposed monument.

Mrs. Lawton was consulted with refer-
ence to the selection of another site, and
fully acquiesced In the views of the com-
mittee in favor of the larger lot near the
amphitheater.

Party Will Arrive Thursday.

A telegram has been received at the War
Department todey from Gen. Shafter, who
is accompanying the remains to this city as
the special representative of the President,
saying that the funeral party will reach
this clty Thursday afternoon.

Adjt. Gen. Corbin sent a telegram to Mrs.
Lawton today, saying that Mr., Roessle of
the Arlingtoi has tendéred the hospitalities
of that hotel to herself and family during
their sojourn in Washington.

The Lawton Fund Nearly $100,000,

Gen. Corbin announced today that the
fund subscribed by the people of the
United States for the benefit of the family
of Gen. Lawton has reached the handsome
proportions of $97,302.65, a sum more than
three times as large as it had been orig-
inally Intended to raise. The money has
beeén placed In the Riggs Natlonal Bank to
the credit of Mrs. Lawton and her children.
