PORTO RICO'S TARIFF

Reports on the Ways and Means
Committee Bill,

DIVISION MADE ON PARTY LINES

Republicans, Except Mr. McCall,
Favor Duties on Our Prodccts.

DISCUSSING CONSTITUTION

The reports on the bill framed by the
ways and means committee imposing duties
equivalent to 25 per cent of the American
tariff on goods imported into Porto Rico
from the United States and vice versa were
submitted to the House today. The repub-
licans of the committes, except Mr. McCall
(Mass.), agreed to report In support of the
bill, devoting a considerable portion of their
argument to sustaining the contention that
the clause of the Constitution declaring
that "all duties, Imposts and excises shall
be uniform throughout the United States”
is not appllcable to our new possessiona,
which, they say, are not United Btates
territory within the meaning of that decla-
ration.

The democrats, together with Mr. New-
lands (Nev.), took the contrary view. Mr.
MeCall, the dissenting republliean, practi-
cally holds with them. He made a sep-
arate report, saving he cannot support the
bill, “because it does not follow the rule
of uniformity prescribed by the Constitu-
tion—a rule which, In my opinion, governs
Ceongress in legislation for the territories
of the United States.” Mr. McCall is un-
sparing In his denunclation of the policy
to which the bill will commit the govern-
ment. 5

The repcrt declares that the rev-
enue laws to he applied to Porto Rico are
absolutely within the power of Congress to
determine, Discussing the question, “Is
Porto Rico included within the meaning of
the term ‘United States' In the Constitu-

tion,” the remort says:

Not Included in the United tSates.

“That it Is not so included would seem
apparent from a varlety of con&iderations.
It must be recollected that the term ‘United
States’ has more than one meaning. It
means, In the first place, the several stales,
respectively, that constitute the federal
Unien. It means, again, in a geographical
sinse, all the territory over which the
United States has jurisdicticn, just as the
Eritish empire means all the component
parts of the kingdom of Great Britain. But
it means in §ts politieal sense that corpora-
tion which is the result of the federal Union
and constitutes the United States a nation.
It is undoubtedly in this latter sense that
it is used in the Constituton.”

Concerning the -acoulsition of territory
the report states: “Subsequent to the ac-
quisition of louisiana the United States
has acquired territory in a number of in-
stances by virtue of the treaty-making
power. It Is to be observed that in each
and all of these cases, both by the terms
oi the respective treaties and by the legis-
lation of Congressa with respect to the ac-
quired territory, the doctrines announced
in connection with the acquisition and gov-
ernment of Loulsiana have been reaffirmed.

“In each and every case It has been
thought necessary, in order to modify the
otherwize unlimited powers of Congress,
to make special provisions In the treatles
by which the territory was acquired.

In All but Alaskan Treaty.

“In all of the treaties, save that relat-
ing to Alaska, provision has been made
that the territory acquired should be in-
corporated Into the Unlon as soon as possl-
ble and that In the meantime the ecivil
rights of its Inhabitants should be guaran-
teed. In the treaty with Russia whereby
Alaska was acquired no provision was
made for the incorporation of the territory
into the Union, but provision was made
that the Inhabitants should have the Im-
munities of citizens of the United States
and protectivn In the enjoyment of thelr
Hberty, property and religlon. Had not
these terms been made in the treaties, the
territory acquired would have become sub-
Ject to the legisiation of Congress under
its power to make all needful rules and
regulations respecting it, which {3 without
limitation. If by the mere mcqulsitlon of
territory by the United States its govern-
ment becomes subject to the limitatlons of
the Constitution, then clearly thers was
no necessity for the Insertlon of lUmita-
tions In the respective treatles.

““So far as legislatlon with respect to
these treaty-acquired territories has been
had {t 1a to he attributed to the guarantiss
secured by the terms of the treaty. In the
case of territory acqgulred with no lmita-
tlons upon the power of Congress [ts power
Is ahbsolute and exclusive, except In 8o far
as it ig llmited by the thirteenth amend-
ment to the Constitution, which prohibits
the existence of slavery In any place over
which the United States has jurisdiction.
In the cas2 of Hawall express recognition
wis made of the fact that its laws would
remain In force vntll action by Congress.

“Nowhere la the distinetion between the
United States as subjlest to constitutional
government more sirikingly {llustrated than
In the unbrokan line of decisions which, in
terrs, exclude territories from one of the
mzin articies of the Constitution.”

The Conclusions.

After citing many cases In support of ita
conténtion the report concludes: “First.
That upon reason and authority the term
‘United Stiles’ as used in the Constitution
kas reference only to the states that con-
stitute the federal union and does not in-
clude territories.

“Second. That the paower of Congress
with respect to legislation for the territories
is plemary.

“Third. That urder that power Congress
may preseribe different rates for duty for
Porto Rleo from those prescribed for the
United States.”

“The undersizgned members of the com-
mittee are unable to agree -with the con-
clusions of the committee In respect to the
bill reported to regulate the trade of Porto
Rico and for other putposes, and respect-
fully submit our views as follows:

“The bill raises two questlons which
must be consldered and determined.

“1st. The right or power under our writ-
ten Constitution to enact the measure.

“2d. Whether if we have the power
should Congress exercise it in the manner
provided In the bill. ;

“The bill is framed upon the idea and the
assumption that Congreas enters upon the
government of Porto Rico unrestralned by
the provisions of the Constitution.'

The report then takes up the constitu-
tlonal provision that all dutles, ete., shall
be “uniform throughout the Tnited
States,”” and presents the law declsions that
the term “‘United Stafes’ has universal ap-
plication to territory held. This branch of
the subject has previously been covered in
a special report. Proceeding, the report
Says:

“If the positlon takeh by the majority of
the committes in recommending the pas-
sage of the bill be the rorrect one, and ‘Con-
gress has the power to govern territory of
the United States independent of the lim-
itations of the Constitution,' It must fol-
low that Congress Is not restrained by that
Instrument from passing laws Imposing
customs duties on the minerals and ores of
the territories of Arizona dnd New Mexico,
the furs and fish of Alaska, the lumber of
Oklahoma, and of 41l ofher products of
these territorles whems Imgported Into any
of the states of the Tnlgn,” and also upon
all Importations of products of every kind
into the territories frqm, tife states, or any
ong of them. .The power tp pass such laws
was never beforet ed |1 our land. e

“It i3 wholly ipconafstent with the theory
and form of our government. "The exercize
of such power Is pure and simple Imperial-
ism, and against it we enter our most sol-
emn protest. We never have held and can-
not hold territory as a political dependency
and subject to unequal taxation. Our
Union {3 one of states with a common In-
terest and a common destlny. The bless-
ings of free government rest allke upon
all of our peocple, whether In the thirteen
original states or in the youngest member
of the Union, or in the newest acquired
territory. It does not matter In which form
territory is acquired; it is to be held under
our Constitution with the object of finally
being admitted Into the Unlon as s state.
In support of thils doctrine the decislons of
the Supreme Court are uniform and in har-
mony with the doctrine hereln enunciated.

Why Porto Rico Welcomed Miles.

“Why was [t the people of that island so
gladly welcomed Gen. Miles and the
armies of the United States in July, 1598,
when they Invaded thelr territory, and
struck down the power of Spaln? Was It
not because they believed that as the
shackles of Spain were stricken from them
they were to be admitted to the immuni-
tles and blesslngs of our liberal institu-
tions as well as our enlightened eciviliza-
tion. We were told our soldlers were
halled as redeemers.”

After calling attention to the President's
recenl recommendation for the abolition
of all customs dutles between Porto Rlco
and the Unlted Btates and the report of
the SBecretary of War 1o the same effect,
the report concludes as follows:

“We do not know why these sudden
changes have occurred, We cannot believe
that the President has been converted from
the opinion he so lately expressed or that
he now admits the unwisdom of the sol-
emn advice he so recently gave to Con-
gress,  We are not advised that his opinion
was hastlly formed apd that he had not
maturely considered the subject upon
which he was advising us.

“We do not believe the people of this
land, ardently attached as they are to our
free Institutions, can be brought to favor
a policy which oppresses the inhabitants
of territory owned by the United States
anywhere and over which the flag of the
republic floats, even If such a policy should
serve in a degree to enrich some citlizens of
the Union. We protest earnestly against
the adoption of a robber policy, which
makes this republic take the place of the
ruthless monarchy, Spain, in despolling
Porto Rico, now a portion of the United
States.

““We recommend that the pending bill do
not pass. ' James D. Richardson, 8.
Robinson, Claud A, S8wanson, George
McClellan, Francis G. Newlands, B.
Cooper."
