An Interesting Pamphlet.

[ cannot finish thia description of Wash-
ington before 18M without referring to a
smal!l pamphlet published anonymously, en-
titled “‘Observations on the river Potamack,
the country adjacent and the city of Wash-
Ington,” 30 pp., New York, printed by
Loudon and Brower, In Water street, 1704,
This pamphlet has been erroneonsly at-
tributed to Andrew Elllcott.

Mr. Griffin, bibMographer of the Library
of Congress, in his volums of great re-
search entitled “A  Catalogue of the
Washington Collection In the Boston Athe-
nasum,” mentions a copy given to Wash-

ington by the author, Toblas Lear. Be-
fors: prlm.lni. Lear submitted two coples of
his MS. to Washington. One of these 18

preserved among the Washington papers
in the State Department. The other was
returned to Lear, as appears from the fol-
lowing: “I have, however, run over your
observations on the Potomac navigation,
ete., and in a ha=ty manner, as I went
alonz at the first raading, made the notes
and remarks which are returned with one
the coples.

The copy of this pamphlet in the Library
of Congress is unfortunately lacking the
map which is noted in the copy of the
Boston Athenaeum. Coplous extriacts could
be made from this little volume which
would be of present Interest. This one,
however, is curlous: “Besides the builfings
tor the accommodation of the government
of the Unlted States, a very suburb Hotel
i2 erecting, the expence of which ia de-
fruyead by a lottery, the Hotel being the
highest prize. This building, with {ts ae-

Twinlng's Description.

Thisa artlele 1= not complete without a
reference to A neat little volume published
in 1903 entitled, “Travels in Amerlca 100
Years Ago,” being notes and reminiscences
by Thomas Twining. The author was an
Englishman journsying home from India
hy way of the Unlted States. In his travels
through the country he stopped April 26
1M, at the "Indian Queen,” at “Blandens-
burg. a small solltary Inn, surrounded by a
few rude cottages.” While at dinner, one
of the party informed Mr. Ross, the cfiyil
landlord, that 1 came from Bengal. *Why,'
observed Mr. Hoss, “the gentleman speaks
English as wa do." " Over the fireplace In
the dining room was a plan of Washing-
ton, with the streets, squares and publie
buildings of the intended clty minutely de-
tailed. The author further says and glves
4 description of the clty which 1s worthy
of preservation. *1 set out for Washing-
ton, situated lower down the Potomac, in
the territory of Columbia, the name glven
to a portion of land ceded by the con-
tiguous states of Maryland and Virginia for
the construction and convenlence of the
new metropolls.

Neot Like It is Today.

“Hawing crossed an extensive tract of level
ccuntry somewhat resembling an English
heath, I entered a large wood through
which a very Imperfect road had been
made, principally by removing the trees, or
rather the upper parts of them, in the
vsual manner. Afier some time this indis-
tinet way assumed more the appearance of
a regular av the trees here having
been cut down In a straight lne. Although

no habitation of any kind was wisible, I
had no doubt, but I was now slong

one of the streets of the metropolitan city.
I continued in this spacious avenue for
ha'f a mile, and then came out upon a
large spot, cleared of wood, in the center
of wkich I saw two bulldings on an exten-
slve scale, and some men at work on one
of them. The only human beings 1 should
have seen here not a great many years be-
fore would have been some savages
of the Potomac, whose tribe is sald to
have sent deputies to treat with Willlam
Penn at the assembly he held at Chester.
Advancing and speaking to these workmen
they informed me that I was now in the
center of the city, and that the building
before me was the Capltol, and the other
destined to be a tavern. As the greatest
citles have a similar beginning, there was
really nothing surprising here, nor out of
the usual order of things: but still the
scene which surrounded me—the metropo-
lis of a great nation In its first stage from
4 sylvan state—was strikingly singular. 1
thought it the more so as the accounis
which T had received of Washington while
at Philadulphia, and the plan which T had
seen burg up In the dining room at Bla-
denshurg, had prepared me for something
rather moare advanced. Looking from where
T now swood 1 saw on every side a (hick
wood plerced with avenues in a more or
liss perfect state. These denoted the lines
of the intended streets, which already ap-
peared In the engraved plan with their fu-
ture names. The Capitol promised to he a
Lurge and handsome bullding, judging from
the pari. about two-thirds, already above
the ground. I walked through several of
the lowes apartments and saw the halls de-
signed for the representatives and Senate,
now in an unfinished state, and Incum-
bered with bullding materialz. I did not go
into the tavern. It was a large building
of red brick and in a much more advanced
state than the Capitol, belng roofed in.
A Silent Wildernensn,

“The masons having answered all my
questions with much eclvility, I rode on, fol-
owing the avenue they pointed out 1o me.
After going about three-quarters of a
mile through a silent wilderness I found
my=elfl upon a trackless plain, partially
covered with trees and brushwoeod. 1 in
valn looked about for Mr. Law's house or
some one to guide me to it. I therefore rode
on in the direction 1 judged the most lkely
to l=ad me out of this labyrinth. I knew
that in case of my not succeeding, my re-
treat was always open to the Capital, for
while tuking with the workmen 1 observed

that all the avenues converged to that
peint. 1 contlnued therefore to explore my
wiy through the thickets, keeping my

horse’s head rather toward the right, to
galn, if necessary, the Potomac, whose bank
I might then follow."”

The “Vue de la ville de Washington en
1800, to illustrate this paper. I8 the earllest
I have seen of the eity, and is evidenily
taken from some book. 1 have been un-
alle to ldentify, so far, this interesting nd-
dition t¢ my collection.
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PFORTO RICO PESTS,

Some of the Things That Make Life
There Dinagreeable.
Trom Teslie's Woeekly.

To northern men, campaigning in a tropi-
cal eountry during the rainy season pre-
sents many discomforts and disadvantages;
but all of thize. being recognized as un-
wvoidable incidents to the climate, have
been aorepted by our soldiers in Cuba and
Porto Rico in a remarkably cheerful spiric

The tarantula of Porto Rico Is the most
venomons and aggressive spider in the
world. It hus a brown, furry body as large
as, and sometimes larger than, a fifty-cent
plece, supported by long, hairy legs. 1t
does not spln a web, but makes its home
in holes which it excavates In the ground
and lines with its sllk. It 1s the terror of
insects, wandering about after dark in
gearch of Its prey, and pouncing upon and
devouring its victlma with surprising ae-
tivity.

Almost, if not quite, as dangerous as the
tarantula is the scorpion, whase sting is
greatly feared. It resembles somewhat a
tiny lobster, and has a curved and sharp
stinging apparatus through which it emits
the venom contained in Its poison glands.
It livea in the ground and In dark places,
often invading dwellings, When disturbed
it runs very fast, with its tall curled over
its back. Its bite is painful, but there is
some doubt as to its ever proving fatal,
except, perhaps, to persons In a low state
of health. I know of no instance of a
soldler being bitten by a scorpion,

Then there are swiftly moving centipedes
of various slges. They travel with a snuake-
like movement and are very repulsive in
appearance, The ones I saw were about
four inches in length, but others twice as
long exlst. They feed on insects and con-
ceal themselves In dark places, Thelr bite
is said to be very painful and possibly
dangerous.

The loathsome, dark-brown land crabs,
dinner plate size, such as the American
soldiers encountered in Cuba, are as com-
mon in Porto Ries as hop-teads In the
United States. Aside from the pinching pro-
pensity possessed by all crabs, they are
harmless. The patives consider them to be
good food. One morning at Ponce I met a
uativa fairly loaded down with a string of
shbm which he had caught during the night,
which is the time they sally forth in search
of food. These crabs live mostly on vege-
tables,

‘There are several kinds of lizards on the
istand, including small and large black ones
which would chase up and down the tents.
One day 1 saw one run up on the back of a
horse tied on the plcket line. These are in-
nocent; there |z, however, a brilliant-hued
variety which I oceasionally observed, and
which is said to be dangerous; at least, the
natives warned us to keep out of its way,
asserting that no cure is known for its bife,

The mosquitos of Porto Rico might feel
aggrieved if I failed to make some mentlon
of them. They are distingulshed by bodies
as big aa our house files, During the night
they would congregate In the little shelter
tents and amuse themselves by singing and
making onslaughts on the soldiers, drawing
bloog every time. In the morning we would
see them at the top of the tent, gorged
after the banquet. In fact, these buzzards of
the insect tribe spilled more American blood
than did all the Spaniards in Porto Rico.
At first they were very annoying, but after
a time we became mosquito Immunes and
indifferent to them; or perhaps they Ig-
nored us when the climate had reduced us
in weight all the way from twenty to fifty
pounds aplece. Mosquito netting was early
discarded by the men, the atmosphera be-
ing too close for its use with any comfort.

The ants should not be forgotten in this
connection. The large black ones would In-
fest our mess kits by tha thousands, and
the little red fellows would get between
our fingers and bite with a viclousness out
of all proportion to their sige. Then there
are the wasps, which one of the men stirrea
up one day while knocking down a green
cocoanut, and which over the

The dance has always been popular with
the Parisians. They love it. They adore it.

Historians tell us that<ane month before
the French revolution of° 1830 (when an in-
surrection took place In Paris In order to
overthrow King Charles-X) a grand ball
was given in the Palals Royal by the Duke
of Orleans In honor of hls brother-in-law,
the King of Naples. At that fete Monsieur
de Balvandy remarked:,"We are dancinz
on a voleano!” Four theusand persons al-
tended the Palais Royal ball. A few
months later the reign of Charles X rame
to an end, and with it closed the oldest of
European dynasties. M..de Balvandy's re-
mark, which ha# remalned famous until
the present day, stlll serves in current lan-
guage to characterize the circumstance In
life when a person abandons himself to
Joy and pleasure on the eve of a catas-
trophe. In 1900, as in 1830, the lightheart-
edness of Parizians is proverbial; they are
ss willing a% ever to bury their sorrows in

Lnce.

Such being the case, It is not surprising
tu find, on the Cours-la-Reine, a handsome
buil-ling devoted to the art and call2d the
“Palace of Dance.” But-don't jump to the
conclusion that there will be dancing in
this palace only. The haunts of Terpsi-
chore on the exposition grounds will be ex-
ceedingly nuwmerous, and dancing of some
kind will be witne=sed al=o in many of the
Midway attractions. As to the dancing
halls of various kinds that are to be found
in the eity of Paris itself, I can best con-
vey some idea of their number when I men-
tion the positive fact that at the lime of
the directory, that is to may, just before
the great Bonaparte becamge emperor of the
French, when the population of Paris had
rot attained one million -inhabitants, there
vere nn fewer than 600 public dancing
rooms—and they have: been Increasing
steadily ever since. Dancing in Parls may
Be looked upon as a popular, traditional
and national pleasure.

Dances of All Nations.

In the Palace of Dance it is intended to
give a complete lllustr&l_]un of dance in all
countries of the world at various periods of
history. In ancient times the dance occu-
pled an important place fo all religlous cer-
cmonies; at all epochs it Jias been held in
bigh honor both in the palaces of emperors
and kings and at popular rejolcings. Hun-
dreds of thousands of persons flack to Paris
snnually to witness the choregraphic eccen-
tricities of the celebrated danseuses. The
Ping-Vou dance of the Chinese will be par-
formed, as will the Indian dance of the Bay-
tideres of Sivah; and on the program will
#lso be found the Egyptlan dance of the
Bee, and the ancient dance of Isis

Historie Revela Revived.

Among other histopical revels we shall

witness the Pyrrhic dapces of Greece,
the Roman Baechanally eor drunken
feasts, the sword dange of ancient

Craul, the juggler's daace of medieval times,
the passepied of the Benalgsance, the sara-
bande, the minuet and, the: gavotte. . Fol-
lowing in their footsteps the fricassee of. the
directory period will come upon the scene.
1n these dances, women Wore such decpllete
costumes and such slight garments that if
their beautiful physiques wers greatly ad-
mired their health suffered tremendously
from the effects of the weather. So when
the directory vanished the mode changed.
In truth, with each change of Zovernment
in France, a new fashion in dance gseems to
have been inaugurated; so that one will be
able to master the somewhat complicated
history of the French by admiring the varl-
ous tableaux presented in the palace,

The Palace of Dance wlll be found on the
right bank of the Seine, not very far from
Alexander III bridge. In addition to the
theater itself, which is a copy of the Bay-
reuth auditorium, there will be coplous
smoking rooms and bars. The entire chor-
egraphie arr ements have been intrusted
to the care of M. J. Hansen, ballet master
of the Grand Opera House, and the leader
of the orchestra will be M. Fellx Des-
granges, who is no le=s a person than chef
d'orchestra to the presidency of the repub-
lic. 8ix performaneces will be glven in each
twenty-four hours, three during the day and
threa At nlght. The whole undertaking ap-
pears to have been arranged in a most ar-
tistle, business-like manner, On the stage
be-auty, musie, dance will appeal to the soul
nf the spectator, and everything else in the
building will address iiseif to a well-gar-
nished purse.

A Trip to Venice.

After so elaborate a show as the Palace
of Danee, Venliee itself would be liable to
paler yet visltors will doubtless direct thelr
steps toward ““Venice at Paris,” for do we
not all live In the hopes of some day seeing
the city of the Doges?

soul is ‘n the moon and that they alone
(poets, scribblers, artisis and philosophers)
are of any account in this world. At the
Black Cat improved Chinese shadows, with
a piece of white cloth for scenery, enact
short plays. The dramatls personae are
carved In zinc from a design by a Black
Cat artist. As many as 4,000 persons—in
zinc—are made to appear upon the stage
in the course of one entertainment. They
do not come in and slide away, as Is: the
case of a magic lantern or ordinary Chi-
nese shadows, but they move about and
perform the part assigned to them. Bol-
diers are dressed in the correct military
attire of their country. The ladias are
gowned In dresses by the famous makers.
These zinc actors and actresses may be
#ald to move and converse without ever
uttering a syllable.
The Sculptor's Part.

Sculptor Recipon, whom 1 recently inter-
viewed, says that the exhibitlon of sculp-
ture, executed by the most renowned artists
of France expressly for the Paris expo-
sition, will be remarkable. The sculptors of
the present day, although perhaps they
have followed In a great measure in the
footsteps of thelr predecessors and have
proven themselves to be heirs to tradition,
have made many Innovations. When their
work I8 terminated, a couple of months
hence, one will be enabled to judge if thelr
productions are of a higher artistic value
than the decoratlve subjects that have
lately been removed from the top of the
maln entrance of the old palace of indus-
try, which, by the way, was erected in the
Champs Elysees as the main building of
the Parls exposition of 1855. The Iast
stones of this palace are being removed
as these lines appear, and Bougereau and
many other famous artists and =culptors
are shedding tears as the last loads of
debris are belng carted away, and the home
of art in which they earned well-merited
success2 and glory disappears forever.
