Seldom in the history of indoor running
has such an aggregation of star performers
been seen together as will be seen in the
coming indoor meet of Georgetown Univer-
sity. The men composing this aggrega-
tion have all won individual distinction in
their respective lines.

The (ollowing list shows what an aggre-
gation has been brought together: Kranz-
leln, Alee Grant, Tewksbury, McCracken
and Baxter of Pennsylvania; Cregan, Jar-
vis and Carroll of Princeton; Dick Grant of
Harvard, Bray of Willlams, and Duffy, Mul-
lHgan, Dessez, Holland and Kernan of
Georgetown,

Kranzlein is the captain of the Pennsyl-
vania track team, and ls tHe holder of
three records, the low, the high hurdles and
the running broad jump. He Is the cleverest
timber topper that ever laced on a shoe,
and aside from his skill as a hurdler he
ha= done over twenty-four feet in the broad
jump. Last year he won two or three
prizes in the indoor games of the George-
town Athletle Association.

With him will come Alec Grant, the great
miler, who was seen here in last year's
meet against Cregan of Princeton in the
half mile, in which event they won the
heartiest cheers and kept the interested
snectators on their feet all the time. The
men finished in a dead heat, but the race
wis awarded to Grant on an alleged foul
by Cregan. The former Is the holder of
the mile intercollegiate record, the latter
the half mile. 1. K. Baxter Is the holder
of the high jump intercollegiate record,
and should do some championship jumping
when he meets Carrol of Princeton. These
two men always struggle very hard when
they come together in this event, and will
no doubt win much commendation for their
good work.

Jarvis and Duffy will be seen in the
sprints and will be watched with much in-
terest, as a comparative line may be had
of thelr improvement. MeCracken Is the
holder of the record for putting the shot.
Dick Grant should show up well. Bray,
who halls from Wiliiams, Is a clever miler.

A special event of the evening has been
arranged for the Grant brothers in the
two miles. They have both run these dis-
tances several times, On two oceasions
they ran dead heats, and on another Dick
won by about a foot. Alec won the last
race they ran, a two-mile special, at the
imloor games of the B. A. A. This race
wis a hotly contested one, and was won
by Alec, after an elghth of a mile sprint
by about a foot. The race glven for them
here will be A two-mile race. In the mile
will he seen MacDonnell, the great Mara-
thon runner of Boston. MacDonnell won
the Marathon champlonship of New Eng-
land for twenty-five miles in 1897. He is
famous for his powers of cndurance and
grit. He will be seen agalnst Hray, Alec
Grant, Dessez and others,

In Baltimore they are busy preparing {or
the coming meet. At Johns Hopklns over
10 men are in tralning under the surveil-
Lainee of Physieal Director Mace Dermott,
From the faellities these men have in the
way of a good track and good director,
they should make an excellent showing.
They will send a relay team that doubt-
less will be seen in competition with Vil-

lanova. Johns Hopkins is not doing all
the work, however, for the Baltimore
branch of the Y. M. C. A. i3 determined

to take away a prize In the relay race with
the local branch of the same arganizatfon.

Arthur F. Duffy of Georgetown [Univer-
=ity is the champion short digtances runner,
He was born in Boston In IST9. As a achool
boy he took much interest in athletics and
was a fond admirer of all the champions,
He was considered as a pretty fair runner
when he attended the Hoxbury High School
of Boston, where he remained for about
six momths. After that he went to the
Erglish High School of Boston and speedily
giadned much  distinetion by his athletic
abilitles. The athletic manager of the
sehool wanted him to go in for broad Jump-
ing, but he showed so much speed In the
sprints, that he was quickly put under a
competent man to be developed,

He remained here for abwut a year and
a half and then went to Worcester Acad-
emy, where he stayed for two years, during
which time he was sent by his fallow stu-
dents to compete In the inter-scholastic
games at New York, where he surprised all
by his fleetness of foot. While at the high
schonl he ran the 100 yards In ten secondds.
He now holds the record from the forty-
six-yard run up to the 120. He s a smal?
but strongly built lad and often decetves
people by his helght. He has made a splen-
did showlng as a pols vaulter. In the
games on the 1Ttk he will be pitted against
Jarvis, whom Tewksbury of Pennsylvania,
the intercollegiate champlon, barely man-
aged to defeat at the inter-collegiate gnmes
held in New York last May. Duffy, while
in his last year at Woreester., was elbeted
captain of the track 4 He now holds

the inter-scholastic championship of Bos-
ton, the inter-scholastic champlonship of
New England, the inter-collegiate eham-
plonship indoors, and the national cham-
pronship of Ameriea.

He won the national championship at
Boston in 1540, when he defeated Kranz-

lein, the star hurdler, Stephens of Canada,

and B. J. Wefers, the former champion
sprinter,
The high jump will be watched with

much interest by all who are in athleties,
for it will bring Baxter and Carroll of
Princeton  together. These two men are
star performers and alwiys cause much
interest when they meet,

Joseph Edwird Mulligan of Georgetown
University is the captain of the track {eam

and is from Philadelphia. He is twenty-
two years old, welghs 108 pounds and Is
five feet eleven inches in helght. After

having passed through the Catholic High
Schoed of Philadelphia, where he made a
great record, he came to Georgetown In the
fall- of 188, He was Immediately looked
upon by Trainer Willlamm Foley as a
“comer,”” and he has not dlsappointed the
high hopes that Mr. Foley placed in him.
He has had mueh experience In many
meets and has represented Georgetown on
more than one oceasion in many athletie
carnivals away from home.

He is a prominent member of the George-
town Law School, where he s now in the
senfor class and Is numbered among Its
most influential as well as one of its most
earnest workers. He Is popular with his
fellow-students and gets much work out of
the men over whom he Is placed. He has
run on many of Georgetown's relay teams
and has generally showed his back to those
who tried to follow the pace he clipped out.
He =ays that Georgetown should do well,
ag the men are all in good shape and are
working earnestly.

There is no reason «hy the men now In
training should not do well. They are run-
ning In good shape, and if they only keep
their heads they will show some surprizes
to the people who Intend to have any easy
win.

Mace, the man who ran away from every
one in the fortv-yard handicap race of last
yvear, will come over again and will try con-
clusions with new men who are enrolled

VICTORY FOR GANS,

Colored Boxer Knoeks Out “Spike”
Sullivan in the Fourteenth Round.
Joe Gans of Baltimore defeated “Spike™

SBullivan of Boston iIn the fourteenth round

of what was to have been a twenty-round

Gans did the leadipg from the word go
and Sullivan sprinted out of harm’s way.
Gans landed a oft swing on Sullivan's jaw,
and as “Bpike? retreated (Gans sent left
and right to the head. Sullivan then as-
sumed the defensive, but Gans met him
with left and right uppercuts ift the face
E:"Ii had all the better of the round at the

“Spike” was the aggressor in the second
round, but Gans used his feet to good ad-
vantage, gelting away from flerce assaults,
Sullivan kept on forcing and landed a hard
right on the body. A mix-up toward the
end of the round showed the points about
equal. Nothing startling occurred in the
third round, but Gans had a shade the
best ot It at the conclusion.

“Spike," stlil on the aggressive, tried left
and right for the body, landing lightly.
Gans fought back fiercely and forced Bul-
livan to slip down to avoid punishment.
Gans then went eclean Into Sullivan and
foreed the i=sue. hooking his man and mak-
ing Bullivan break ground until the bell
rang,

A left on the jaw and a right on the ear
from Gans knocked Sullivan to the floor.
“8plke” was down about four seconds, but
when he got up the Irishman was BTOREY
and he went down again from the effects
of a left hook on the jaw,

Sullivan regaived his feet twel! within
the count, but in an attempt to mix it up
he slipped down again from a clinch, He
fought hard at close quarters to the end of
the round, but it was easily seen that Sul-
Hvan was using every ounce of strength of
which he was possessed. Gans forced Sul-
livan te lead in the sixth round and beat
out the Trishman’s punches every time with
i left swing on the head, “Bpike' tried hard
to swing his right to the head. but the
Paltimore boy had always room to Bet
awuay through fast foot work

Gans scored time after time in the sev-
enth round. It looked as if Sullivan would
surely get his owletus in the eighth round,
but he rallled from fierce attacks and In
mix-ups succesded in Eetting in a right to
the body and a left hook on the Jaw, which
made Gans more careful,

“Spike” came llke a whirlwind in the
ninth rovnd and sent lefts and rights in
quick succession hard on Gans’ body.

Sullivan opened the tenth with a serles
of rushes, but Gans stalled off the attacks
with excellent blocks and counters. Sulli-
van sueceeded In getting In some fierce
blows on the body, but Gans cutpointed

Bullivan played for the body all through
the eleventh round. Gans srored several
good body- and head blows during the
round.

In the twelfth round there were many
hard exchanges. Toward the close of the
round Gans landed lefts and rights on the
Irishman’'s face, making the blood spurt
from *‘Spike’s'” hose and ears.
