SECOND-CLASS MAIL MATTER.

Report of Representative Loud on His
Bill to I Rev
Chairman Loud of the House committee
on post offices and post roads has submit-

s of Chicago Respecting
Lock-0Out—Other Matters.

President H. W. Szegedy occupled the
chair at the meeting last evening of the
Central Labor Unlon, and Mr. J. H. Brink-
man served as secretary. Representatiyes
from thirty-two allled organizations were
present.

Communicationrs were read from several
merchants, stating their wlillingness to
close their places of business at 9 o'clock
each Saturday evening. In this connection
it was also reported that a number of oth-
ers had agreed to close at that hour.

The Central Labor Union extended a vote
of thanks to the merchants referred to, and
it was ordered that a list of those who have
closed their stores at the time agreed upon
be printed, with the recommendation that
organized labor patronize these establish-
ments. E

A communication, which was referred to
the business agent, was read, in reference
to a lock out of the building trades in Chi-
cago. It was stated that 60,000 men are
now out of employment In that city by
reason of the stagnation in building opera-
tions due to the controversy. The commu-
nication in part was as follows:

“The long-deferred and much-advertised
‘lock-out’ by the ‘Chicago Contractors’
Council’ is now upon us, and although this
movement has been prepared for by certaln
contractors during the past five months,
we are able to report on this seventh day
of lock-out that the movement Is an ab-
jeet failure.

“Thus far not more than 200 of our mem-
bers are actually locked out, and less than
900 of all building trades are affected by ac-
tion of Contractors’ Council, whom we are
happy to say are not represeniative of rep-
utable builders and contractors of this city.

“But there Is another serious condition
confronting us; to meet it we ask your as-
aglstance. Owing to the agitativn of the
bosses. their misleading statements and un-
just accusations against the objects and
methods of our union, and the threat that
the building industry would be tied up for
an indefinite period, many prospective in-
vestors, contemplating buildinz, have post-
poned thelr work, with the result that the
market Is overstocked with resident labor
of all crafts.,

*“That we may defeat the contractors In
their attempt tp erush our organization it
Is necessary that all building workmen
should stay away from Chicazo, not only
during the controversy, but for many
months after, until such flme as the build-
ing Industry shall have resumed its normal
condition."

Asks That Order Be Recinded.

A letter was also read from a baker
whose name was placed on the unfair list
by the Central Labor Unlon, asking that
their previous action be reseinded. In his
letter the baker denied that members of

'the Bakers and Confectioners’ Union had

been discharged because they belonged to
that organization. As the writer of the let-
ter made no suggestions as to how the.ex-
Isting trouble between himself and the
Central Labor Union may be settled, and
as the grievance committee which made an
investigation of the case stoutly maintained
that the charges were well founded, the
g.l.\mmunlcaﬂun was ordered to be placed on

The resclutions of Columbia Typograph-
ical Union, protesting against the use of
type-setting machines in the census bureau,
to which reference was made in yester-
day’'s Star, were indorsed.

The legislative committee, to which was
referred the request of the president of the
Cigar Makers' International Union, that
the committee in behalf of the Central La-
bor Union protest against the introduction
of Porto Rico cigars into the United States
free of duty, reported that organized labor
is opposed to any measure which will pet-
mit the @dompetition of the product of un-
organized and underpaid labor with the
organlzed labor of this country. The com-
mittee further reported that “the question
of the impesition of a duty upon Porto
Rican products, as well as the general
question of import rates, being a partisan
question, which i= the stock Issue of paliti-
cal parties, solely for political advance-
ment, we do not think it proper that it
should be congfdered In relation to those
comprehensive matters which engage the
attention and earnest efforts of organized
labor, regardless of party affiliationsz.""

In conclusion the committee asked to he
relleved from further consideration of the
subject. and the request was granted.

Mr. Harry L. Eichelberger, secretary of
the Baltimore Federatlon of Labor, who
was admitted to the floor with Mr. William
Edwin Boyd of Syracuse, N. Y., introduced
the.latter to the union. Mr. Bovd made an
address, in which he stated hils purpose to
be to Interest the membars of the union In
the publication of an illustrated history of
the various trade organizations in the city.

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AIMED AT THE SUGAR TRUST.

Two Resolutions Introduced by Rep-
resentative Richardson.

Representative Richardson of Tenncssee,
the minority leader of the House, after
consultation with some of his democratic
colleagues, has introduced in the Hous2
two resolutions aimed at the sugar trust
The first is as follows:

“Whereas, the prices of sugars have re-
cently several times been advanced, manu-
facturers in each Instance having agreed
upon the same price per pound, which is
prima facle evidence that a trust or com-
bination exists for the purpose of destroy-
ing competition in order that enormous
prrg)ﬁts ‘nrl.:l}‘ be realized, the American
Sugar Refining Company of New Jersey
having for many years paid 12 per cent
annually in dividends upon 69685000 of
common stock;

“*Therefore, resolved, That sugars manu-
factured by the sald American Sugar Re-
fining Company of New Jersey and all other
manufacturers In this country shall after
six months from the passage of this act
be prohibited by the Interstate commerce
ccmmission from belng transported, In any
manner whatsoever; from one state to an-
other until the sald commission are satis-
fled that sugars offered for Interstate trans-
portation have not yielded a profit to l'h!.t‘
manufacturers thereof of more than 1 per
cent In excess of the cost of the same,
which shall be ascertained in such manner
as the =ald commission In its discretion may
determine.””

The second provides that “whereas. a
monopoly exists among sugar manufactur-
ers and in consequence enormous profits are
being realized,

“Therefore, resolved, That from and after
the passage of this resolution all kinds of
sugar, molasses and everything entering
into the manufacture of sugars shall be
admitted free of duty from Porto Rico,
C'uba and the Hawaiian Islands."

Mr. Richardson, speaking of these reso-
lutions, said:

“The interstate commerce commission,
urder the Constltution as Interpreted by
the Supreme Court in the Addysion Pipe
and Steel Company and the E. C. Knight
Comnany cases has the power to refuse
interstate transportation to sugars and
other manufactured articles, which pro-
duce enormous profits through monopolis-
tic control, until the profits on such goods
have been brought within fair and reason-
able limits, and when the necessities of
life are invelved, as in sugars, if not in all
other manufactured articles controlled by
monopolles, public sentiment will sustain
the commission in the exercise of such
poOwer.

*“In order., however, through a specific
governmental enactment to make it mgnda-
tory for the said commission to exercise
that power I have offered this non-partisan
resolution.”

Hagerstown Judge Asks Grand Jury
1o Consider Case.

Special Correspondence of Thoe Evening Star,
HAGERSTOWN, Md., February 19, 1900,
Judge Stake, In his charge to the grand

jury, now in session here, called attention

to the wholesale arrests of children for
stealing from rallroad cars as they stand
on the tracks or pass through Hagerstown.
