Cases of Destitution Revealed by the Recent
Inclement Weather.

Efforts of Ciltfzens to Provide for
Emergency—Mecting of Couneil

Committee—Fehruary Court.

ALEXANDRIA, Va., February 20, 1100,

Many cases of destitution and suffering
among the poor of the eity have been
b-ought to light since the beginning of the
present spell of cold weather, and the re-
sources of those Interested in refieving dis-
trese have heen considerably taxed. Mr.
Shock, superintendent of the poor, has been
busy attending to the wants of the many
who have crowded his office In the market
bullding seeking assistance. Hut the small
amount of the appropriations for this pur-
pose makes private assistance necessary to
adequately meet the emergency. Recog-
nizing the need of union and co-operation,
the ladies engaged in charitable work have
sought to establish on a permanent and
substantial besls their organization, known
as the “Alexandria Co-operative Charities
Associztion.”” This society has been doing
an admirable work, but, being dependent
entirely upon private subscriptions, its re-
sources have been limited. The funds real-
ized from the opera ‘‘Milkado” to be render-
ed next Monday and Tuesday evenings at
the Opera House by the local organization
of singers known as the *“Sharps and
Flats' will be donated to the charities as-
sociatinn.

Meeting of Coanell Committee.

An adjourned meeting of the council com-
mittee on light was held last night, the ob-
ject being t o conslder plans for the enlarge-
ment of the city electric light plant. The
desire of the committee to hear views bear-
Ing on the matter under consideration, by
representatives of firms dealing in electri-
cal apparatus, had been already announced,
and Mr. Whiteside of Washington appeared
and was given a lengthy audience. The
committee, It Is sald, has now in its pos-
session sufficlent data to formulate a reso-
Intion providing for the contemplated im-
provement.

Specinl Meeting of Conneil.

Mayor SBimpson has issued_a eall for a
meeting for the city council for this even-
ing to consider the bill to incorporate the
Ballston Ralilroad Company, which has
passed both houses of the general assem-
bly and is now in the hands of Governor
Tyler. Under the charter the raflroad com-
pany is authorized to build a road (rom the
Potomae river in Falrfax county down to
Stafford county. It Is also authorized to
pass through Alexandria city, and to make
its own route over any street which it may
select.

It is to thi=s latter feature that the mayvor
calls the council's attention, declaring it to
be an infringement on the power vested in

the eity ecouncil. The mayor has tele-
graphed Governor Tyler asking him 10
withhold his signature until couneil can
act,

ent, she saild, when 1t is remembered thai
the American revolution was the most dem-
ceratle movement in the world's history,
“The woman whose grandfather left his
bleeding footprints in the snow at Valley
Forge," said Mrs. Park, “or who fought
rigged and hungry, at Cowpens and Ninety-
#ix, has as much right to be a Daughter of
the Amerfean Revolutlon as the member
whose ancestor owned a thousand acres on
the Hudson or a vast plantation on the
Savannah. Encourage such women to come
Into the soclety, if only for the purpose of
obtaining thelr certificates of membership
and transmitting them to:thelr children.”

The Roll Call.

The roll call of regents followed, and each
state regent carried to the president in per-
son the report of the conditlon of the D. A.
R. work in her state. It was more Hke a
ball room scene as each regent, gowned as
for an evening receptlon and welghted with
jeweled badges, tripped up the steps In the
front of the stage to place in the hands of
the president general her report and receive
personal greetings. When Connecticut was
called some twenty-five women rose and
stood till their regent had performed her
pilgrimage up the #teps and back, and thosa
wha stood applauded all the tlme. The New
York delegates, numbering 180, and the
Pennsylvania contingent, nearly as impos-
ing, al=o stood up when thelr regents were
called and they created tremendous enthusi-
asm. None of the reports was read.

When the roll call was finished Mre. Cole-
man of Lexington; Ky., came to the plat-
form, and, on behalf of the Kentucky dele-
gation, presented the president general with
a gavel made of woods: from historic spots
near Lexington.  Mrs: Manning. accepted
the gift in a few fitting words.

A letter was read from Lleutenant Win-
field Everett Scott, a grandson of (General
Winfield Scott, and a cousin of Edward
Everett Hale. The writer =ald he was
passing through the city and took advan-
tage of the opportunity to send his greet-
ings to the Daughters of the Revolution.
He also inclosed a poem, addressed to the
soclety. It was learned that Lieutenant
Scott was In the hall, and he was Invited
to the platform to read his verses, which
invitation he accepted.

A large pennant was brought on the plat-
form and displayed It will be submitted
to the congress today as its officlal banner.
It is a long streamer of white and blue,
bearing the emblem of the soecicty, and in
white the letters, “N. 8. . A. R."

At the close a flashlight oleture of the
audience was taken to send to the Parls
exposition.

Sension This Morning.

The morning session of the Daughters of
the American Revolution opened with pray-
er by the chaplain general, Mrs, Betty Me-
Gulre Smoot. The galleries werc pretty well
filled, but the seats of more than half the
delegates wers empty. After the prayer,
“America’ was.sung by the whole congress.
Mr. Percy Foster, precentor, and Miss
Emily G. Givens, accompanist.

The parliamentarian, Mra, Uguhart Lee of
Chicago, acted In that capacity last year.

There is so much nolse usually in the
back part of the hall that the delegates
complained bitterly of "not belng able to
hear a single word from the platform,” so
an attempt was mads to reseat the state
delegations. Half an hour was spent in
trying to straighten out the tangle, but
not much was accomplished. The presi-
dent general sald she thought the delegates
would hear if they would keep still, but
they refrained from acting upon her sug-
gestion, and the complaint of not being able
to hear went on.

Mrs. Eleanor Washlngton Howard pre-
sented the report of the credential commit-
tee. The continental congress of the Na-
tional SBociety is composed of all active ott-
cers of the National Boclely, one state re-
gent from each state and the regents and
delegates of each organized chapler in the
United States. Each chapter {s entitled to
he represented at the continental congress
by its regent or her alternate. The cre-
dential committee reported that the soclety
now numbers 31,192 members, § active ofti-
cers, 47 state regents, 516 organized chap-
ters, 516 chapter regents, 191 delegates and
T07 members entitled to vote in the ninth
continental congress. The roll call de-
veloped the fact that every state and the
two territories, Arlzona and Oklahoma, are
represented In the congress, and the full
voting strength is present.

Monmouth Chapter Affair.

There was much excltement among the
delegates of Illincis on the Monmouth
Chapter affair. This hd% been hanging fire
for two yeara. The nols delegation had
a talk over the maiteér this morning and
veted unanimously'to shstain the action of
the natlonal board;, which decided to stand
by the women Who 1éft the Monmouth
Chapter. They formédl a new one, but a
few months later; when their action had
been declared Irregular.and illegal by the
national board of managers; they went
back to the Warrémi Chidpler and demanded
their old offices back, and the board in No-
vember of 188 decla¥ed them to be the
officers of the chapter. The organization
had by this time #lectell & new set of offi-
cers. The national beaird recognizes the
‘’'seceders,” and tie orf@inal Warren Chap-
ter women are now atéémpting to have the
national congress Act'upon the matter, it
being the court of lastiresort.

All of the foregolng iz recited in a cir-
cular which is signed “by order the loyal
Warren Chapter,” and which ls addressed
“to the delegates of the Continental Con-
gress, D. A. R., of 1800."
