LONDON, February 23.-Every hour i*
expected to bring news of General Cronje's
Surrender.

With fifty guns bearing upon the devoted
band within the terribly short range o

2.60o yards. surrender or utter annihilatior
can be the only result. unless all reportu
of the strength of the Boer reInforcements
are wrong. The critics canvas every un-
toward contingency that can affect Field
Marshal Roberts and see nothing that can
save General Cronje from the terrible vise
in which he has been caught.
Even an unexpectedly strong attack on

Lord Roberts' lines of communication could
scarcely. aocording to these experts, ma-
terially alter the result. Rumors were cur-
rent this morning that the end of the strug-
gle had actually come. but these emanated
from information received by the Roths-
childs. which they subsequently discovered
to be utterly witho ut foundation.
The severe losses incurred by General

Kelly-Kenny Sunday have produced some
adverse criticisms, but it is pointed out
that had he fought less furiously he would
have given the Boers the opportunity tointrench themselves and perhaps effeut fur-
ther flight to a more advantageous pstition.General Buller's progress toward Lady-smith Ls so slow that it searcely appeals toblic interest.

THEY FAILED TO AGREE

Republican Conferences on the Financial
Bill.

The Refunding Proposition and the

BRimetallic Declaration Are

the DisPUted POint.

The republican conferees on the financial
bill did not reach an agreement at the first
session today and took a recess until 2
o'clock.
The conferees, after being together for

seven hours yesterday, nearly completed
their work, full agreement having been
reached on the points at issue, save the
Senate amendment relating to the refund-
ing of the bonded indebtedness and the in-
ternational bimetallic clause, and on these
the outlook was that a satisfactory ar-

rangement would be reached today. The
concurrence was so complete that the Sen-
ate conferees prepared to call in the demo-
cratic members, but the House republicans,
Messrs. Broslus and Overstreet, were not
quite ready for this step, Indicating a pur-
pose to continue their insistence on the two
questions still open.
Already, however, most of the important

questi:,ns have been disposed of and a com-
piete agreement reached. The language by
which the gold standard is established
proved less difficult than was st frst an-
ticipated. While the provision in the House
and Senate bills were the same in principle,
they differed entirely in wording, and after
some consideration, the Senate provision
commended itself to the confere's of both
houses. This provision doubtless will be a
part of the final agreement, and is as
follows:

The Unit of Value.
"That the dollar consisting of twenty-five

and eight-tenths grains of gold nine-tenths
fine, shall, as established by section 3511 of
the Revised Statutes of the United States,
continue to be the standard unit of value,
and all forms of money issued or coined by
the United States shall be maintained at a
parity of value with this standard; andUnited States notes, and treasury notes is-
sued under the act of July 14, 1890, when
presented to the treasury for redemption,shall be redeemed in gold coin of suchstandard."

The Gold Reserve.
The difference as to the maintenance of

a gold reserve was also speedily and sat-
isfactorily adjusted. The Senate provision
calls for a reserve of definite amount,
namely, $150,0,O10, while the House pro-
vision did no, fix a definite sum, but made
the reserve 25 per cent of outstanding notes.On this question, also the Senate provis-!on met with most favor because of itsdefiniteness. The House conferees insisted,however, that the Senate section be sochanged as to provide for a division of is-sue and redemption in the treasury, as wasoriginally provided in the House section re-lazing to a gold reserve. The purpose ofthis issue and redemption division is to keepthe fiscal and the banking features of thetreasury entirely distinct, It is understoodthat this feature and the Senate provisionon the gold reserve will be incorporated inthe final settlement.

Small National Banks.
Agreement has beer also reached on the

proviaon for national banks with small cap-ital. and also for the issne of bank note cir-
culation up to the par value of bonds de-
posIted.
The agreement on the issue of UnitedStates notes of small denomination was acompromise. The Senate provIded that norotes should be lasued below Sit. but theHouse conferees insisted that this wouldcause a stringency in small bills. It wasfinally arranged to do away with the limi-tatIon of 10. and to provide that the smallnotes of $5 and under shoul(I be kept up tothe volume now in circulation, which leabout S3ti3,imoneo.

The Refunding Proposition.
The important question of the refundingprovision of the Senate bit proved moredirficult to settle, and up to the close ofthe conference no acttal agreement hadbeen made, although a compromise was insight. The House made no provision forrefunding the debt, anrd under the cIrcum-stances the House conferees felt that ifthey were to accept such an important pro-vision as the Senate incorporated in thebill they should have a part in framing it.Instead. therefore. of accepting the Senateprovision as a whole. a new form was pre-pared. It retains the principle of refund-ing. hut makes a Ponsiderablc alteration ofthe original phraseology.

The Bimetallic Statement.
Another difficult question has been theSenate provision as to an International bi-metallic conference. The House confereeshave been loath to accept this, and theydeclined to .ield. although the chancesseemed rai'ier more favorable to Its reten-tlon than its rejection.

THE "OPEN DOOR" TO CHINA.
The State Department Still Engagedin Negotiatiouns.
It is learned at the State Departmentthat Mr. Barrett's statement made in NewYork last night of the time within whichthe President might be expected to com-municate to Congress the results of the no-gotiations looking to the "open door" inChina was rather in the nature of an esti-mate than of a precise statement. As al-ready announced in these columns, theState Department has received assurancesfiom all the powers concerned of their ac-ceptance in principle of the doctrine as tothe "open door" laid down by the UnitedStates. Most of the governments concernedhave reduced these assurances to the formof written undertakings.There is a lack of uniformity in thepledges, and the State Department has beenendeavoring to overcome this. Probablyit will succeed; otherwise the pledges, suchas they are, will be regarded as sufficient,The only delay Is Owing to the length oftime required to communicate by mail withsome of the countries, In the case of Japanrnore than a month is required, But assoon as all these pledges are in hand theywill be communicated to Congress by thePresident, with a note from Secretary Haypointing out the benefits that have beenrealized for United States commerce,

SNELL IS SENTENCED

Ussie Weimenberger's Murderer to Hing
May IL

Notion for New Trial Overruled by
Justice Clubuagh.The Man's

Demeanor Umehanged.

Justice Clabaugh, in Criminal Court No.
1, this afternoon sentended Benjamin H.
Snell, the former pension bureau clerk con-
victed of the atrocious murder of little
Lizzie Welsenberger, to be hAnged Friday,
the 11th of May next, between the hours
of 12 o'clock noon and 2 o'clock p.m.
Before imposing sentence Justice Cla-

baugh overruled motions for a new trial
and in arrest of judgment. In connection
with the motions Attorney F. Edward
Mitchell, counsel for the defendant, ad-
dressed the court for two hours.
The demeanor of Snell was unchanged,191 appearance being the same today as

during the trial. When the motions had
been disposed of the United States attor-
ney moved for sentence. -Snell, at the
suggestion of Deputy Marshal Springmann,
arose.

Nothing to Say.
"Have you anything to Pay before sen-

tence Is passed?" inquireft Justice Cia-
baugh of the giant prisone,
Snell apparently did not'understand the

query. He leaned forward nd engaged inwhispered conversation ,with AttorneyMitchell. A moment later be replied to thequestion of the court in tht negative. Sen-
tence was thereupon imposed as stated.

Notice of Appeal.
Attorney Mitchell gave notice of an ap-

peal to the Court of Appeals. None of the
relatives of the condemned man were at therourt house today. Snell, so far as couldbe observed, was unaffected by the actionif the court. He maintained his stolid si-
ence and had abgolutely nothing to say Inreference to the case.

The little flurry over the deficit in the Dis-

trict -revenues Is not causing much commo-
tion in the committee. The recent confer-

It will make such reduc-tions from the Commi.soners' estimatesas it deesin necessary, but not with theidea of trimmln the bill to the extent ofthe estimated dfcit.

For himself. he de-
sired more light upon the subject before
he voted.
Mr. Payne replied that there had been a

general understathling that the debate
should run a week.
Mr. Grosvenor said the democrats ha.

been debating this question for two months.Tons. indeed oar loads. of literature on the
subject had been aent out, and he thought
very littia that wA.. new could be said uponthe subject.
Mr. Richardson replied that the question

of unequal taxation of the territories was
now being disoussed for the first Ume.

Distren Ism Porte West.
Mr. Jones (Va.). a member of the insular

committee. was the first speaker today.
He discussed the conditions which existed
upon the Island of Porto Rico which led
to the President's recommendation of free
trade for her goods, and quoted from the
testimony before his committee to provethat the conditions were far worse now
than when the President made his reconk
mendation. He pictured the distress that
prevailed on the island, and declared that
only immediate relief. could prevent the
actual starvaton of many of the inhabit-
ants.
Spe.king of the real motive behind the

bill, he charged that it was disclosed by
Mr. Mody (Mass.) yesterday. when he de-
clared that he was unwilling that 10.0141.01iU
Asiatics -hould enjoy the immunities --I
citzenahip in the United States which had
been his birthright as an American citizen.
Mr. Maddox (Ga.) followed in opposition

to the bill. in the course of his remarks
-he had read a long letter from former Rep-
resentative Turner of Georgia, who was
for many'years ul.on the ways and means
committee, denoutcing the "new theory o
the Constitution" uion which the pending
bill was based.

"The constitutional lawyers." said he.
