NEW YORK, February 27, 1600,
The democratlc elans are planning for
the campeign in this state, which, accord-
ing to indications, will begin early this
year. Edward Murphy, former United
Btates senator, and the man whom Richard
Croker declares la the demoeratie state
leader, har begun to harmonize discordant
elements in preparation for the democratic
state convention, which will be called soon,
for the election of four delegates-at-large
to the national convention. Murphy is pre-
paring for his own electlon as one of the
“big four. Who his three ecolleagues will
be I uncertain as yet. David B. HII, it is
vnderstood, will go to the state conventlon,
and it may be, according to present %hd-
vices, that Richard Croker will return from
Europe In time to attend the democratic
national conventlpn. Al the talk of
democrats this year Is that an up-state
man must be nominated as the candidate
for governor. Three up-state democrats al-
ready are being talked of by their friends
for the nomination for governor. Two of
them—8enator W. F. Mackey and former
Judge Robert C. Titus—come from Erie
county, while the third—John B. Stanch-
fleld—represents the “southern tier,” Lis
home being in Elmira.’ On account, possi-
bly, of this geographical division, Stanch-
field and Mackey have been trotted out as
a good state ticket for the democrats to
nominate for governor and lieutenant gOv-
ernor, respectively. An attempt will bhe
made to hold one of the two democratic
state conventions this yvear in Buffalo. The
call for the first one will be sent out soon
after the democratic national commirtee se-
lects the time and place for the national
conventlon in its meeting In Washington to-
mMorrow.

The New Post Office Site.

There is a reasonable certainty that the
congressional committee on new bulldings
and %rounds, which’ will come over hers
from Washington next Friday, will adhere
to the original plan of recommending a site
close to the Grand Central station for the
new general post office. Of the several lo-
cations suggested, the Grand Central Pal-
face, at $2d street wnd Lexington avenue, ls
regarded as the most available, But this
is only a possiblliity, and by no means a
probability. It may come about that the
corporation which:. owns Madison Square
Garden, although the garden is a mile from
the Grand Central attion, will offer to dis-
pose of its property at such a price that the
government will be bound to comsider it,
either as a location for a post office or for
a branch post office.

Carbolle acld is the basé from which plerie

acid = made, and of plerfe acld Is made Lhe
smokeless powder with which the Boers
and British ore driving bullets at each
other. England has put an  embar-
g0 on carholle acid, to prevent
French, German and Belgian  powder

makers from getting it. None of the acid
has laft England gince January 11. When
this country was fighting Spain Jn the re-
cent war the shipment of chlaride of potash
from England, of sulphur from [taly and
nitrate of swia from South American ports
was restricted In the same manner, Thess
articles are used in the manufacture of ex-
plogives, As New York is the distributing
center of carbolic aecld there has been a
£ood deal of speculation Eving on among
the dealers In the article.
