GENEVA, N. Y., March 1.—The heaviest
snow storm in years visited this eity last
night. This morning spow 1o the denth of
two fect was found on the level. The snow
Is still falling fast, and business Is almost
at a standstill.

WHITEHALL, N. Y, March 1.—The
heaviest snpow storm of the winter 15 now
raging. Fifteen Inches of snow has fallen
since last night and the blizzard continues.
The same conditions prevall throughout the
Champlain valley.

GENESEQ, March 1.—This sectlon of the
country is being vizited by one of the heav-
fest snow storme in years. Eighteen inches
of snow has fallen since 6 o'clock last night,
and the storm still continues unabated.

MALONE, N. Y., March 1.—A heavy
northeast storm et in Weidnesday eveping,
and more snow has fallen during the last
twelve hours than at any previous time
thls winter. There I8 at least one [oot on
the level, with indicatlons that much more
will come.

Ten Inches of Snow at Buffalo.

BUFFALO, N. Y., March 1.—The heaviest
snow storm of the season 13 In progress
here. Ten inches have fallen In Lhe past
twenty-four hours. The mall due here at
11:10 last night from the west arrived at
9:80 o'clock this morning. No other mails
have arrived since midnight.

B8YRACUSE, N. Y., March 1.—Syracuse
wig snow-bound this morning. The New
York Central was open, but trains were
four to five hours late. The Rome, Water-
town and Ogdensburg was completely tled
up, but the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Western was open, and their tralns are
nearly on time.

The fall of snow was= about thirty inches
within the last twenty-four hours.

LYONB, N. Y., March 1.—Wayne county
i snow bound today. Three feet of snow
has fallen and it is still snowing fast, com-
ing from the northeast. Moderate tem-
perature prevalls. No through trailns on
the Rome, Watertown and Ogdensburg. the
New York Central or the West S8hore have
arrived today. The hotels are full of storm-
bound drummers and business is at a stand-
still. It is the heaviest snow storm since
15864,

BINGHAMTON, N. Y., March 1.—A heavy
enow storm, which struck this section about
@ o'clock last night, turned Into rain about
2 am. and =still continues heavily. There
iz no delay on the ralflroads.

Blizszard at Watertown.

WATERTOWN, N. Y., March 1.—Water-
town and northern New York lz in the
grasp of a blizzard, the worst of the sea-
son. Snow began falling yesterday even-
ing and =tll continues, Raliroad tralns
are many hours late. Country roads are
almost impassable. The storm seems to he
increasing in severity every hour, but the
mercury ig only about 2 degrees above
Zero.

ALBANY. N. Y., March 1.—The storm
started here last night with snow, but be-
fore it had attained a depth of two inches
it had turned to rain, and there Is now a
steady downpour. The river men are fear-
ing a repetition of the disastrous freshet
of last month if the rain continues,

ROCHESTER. N. Y.. March 1.—Roches-
ter and vicinity Is experiencing the heaviest
twenty-four-hour snow fall in lts history.
Twenty-two Inches of =now fell between 6
B.m. vesterday and & a.m. today. and it Is
&till falling at the rate of an inch per hour.
Electrie raflwayv Hnes, open In some cases
early thls morning, are now practically at
a standstill. Trains on all rallwavs enter-
ing the city are very late or completely
etalled,

Wires Down in Cleveland.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, March 1.—The most
destructive sleet storm ever experienced in
thiz ecity prevalled throughout last night
and early today. The streets in every di-
rection were blocked by hundreds of pros-
trated telephone poles and trees, carried
down by the immense aceumulation of lce.
The entire telephone system of the ecity,

with the exception of the underground
Hnes, was put out of service.
Practically every street car line in the

ety was tied up during the early hours of

the day. The trolley wires were carrled
down everywhere by falling poles and
trees. Eleetrie light, trolley and telephone

wires were tangled together at many points,
neressitating the shutting down of dyna-
mos on tralley and Hghting ecircufts In or-
der to permit the linemen to work on the
wirea with safety.

The cable roads were also blocked by the
prostrated irees mnd poles across thelr
tracks, .

The telegraph companies suffered great
damage, their linex being carried down In
every directlon. For several hours during
the early morning Cleveland was entirely
cut of from telegraphlc communication
with the outside world.

The los= to the telenhone and telegraph
companies will be very heavy.

CORMITTEE REPORTS OUTLINED

Recommendations About B. and O,
Railroad Bill.

REMOVAL OF CITY RECORDS

————

The bill providing for the abolition of
grade crossings within the limits of the city
and along the line of the Baltimore and
Ohkio Raillroad Company will be considered
at a mestigg of the board of trade to be
held tomorrow evenming at 7:30 o'clock In
the National Rifles’ Hall, on G street be-
tween Dth and 10th streets northwest.

The committee on streets and avenues
will make a report adversely to the bill
transferring the records and maps relating
to the ety now In the office of the city
surveyor to the office of the commisstoner
of public bulldings and grounds, and favor-
ably on the bill for the transfer of the rec-
ords of the city now in the office of the
commissioner of public bulldings and
Erounds to the office of the city surveyor.

There ig, of course, much general Interest
fn the report on the rallroad bill, and the
committee on railroads, of which Mr, Frank
Hume is chalrman, has given the subject
much consideration.

Recommendations to Be Made.

The committee In its report will make a
number of recommendations. The report
will favor the widening of C street forty
feet in front of the proposed new depot
and the extension to contlnue on the north
side from New Jersey avenue to 1st street
northeast; that both Massachusetts avenue
and F street be left open and the parked
space bounded by Delaware avenue, Massa-
chusetts avenue, F and 1st stre¢ts east be
left undisturbed as a park; that the use of
any part of North Capltol street by the
railroad company be prohibited, and that
the words “District of Columbia” he sub-
stiture:q for the words ‘“city of Wash-
Ihr!lgrf.un wherever the latter occur in the

ill,

It is further recommended that the prio-
posed main liies to connect the new termi-
nals and terminal tracks with the present
lines of railroads of the Washington and
Metropolitan  branches should continue
northerly across Florida avenue at a point
cast of Brentwood road. This latter road
Is not to be obstructed, and thence the
road is to be continued te 9th and S streets
northeast, erossing New York avenue by o
bridge, and leaving that avenue and 4th
street northeast at their intersection unob-
structed. From 9th and 8 streets the tracks
are to diverge, one to cortinue in a general
northeasterly direciion to cennect with the
present tracks of the Washington branch
at or mear Winthrop Heights, and the
other in a northerly direction to connect
with the present tracks of the Metrapolitan
branch near Indianapolis strect.

Yards and Shops.

Provision is to be made for vards, =hops,
&e., at or near the connection of the Wash-
ington branch and the branch track or Y,
the latter to commence at a point on the
Washington branch at or near 14th street
between T and U streets northeast: thence
in a northwesterly direction at or near loth
and W streets northeast on the Washing-
ton branch. The report provides for the
surrender of abandoned land to the Vnited
States ind recommends that provisions for
drainage should be inserted in the bill simi-
lar to those recommended by the eommit-
tee for the Pennsylvania railroad bill, and
also the provisions for taxation. It i= fur-
ther advised by the committes thal author-
ity be given to run switches from author-
ized tracks upon the application of any
property holder.

The committes adids that as the division
of the coxt of similar improvements in
other municipalities has differed widely the
questlon of the payment of any portion of
the cost of these improvements be lefl 1o
the discretion of the Commissioners and of
Congress.
