PROFOSE TO MAKE CUBA PAY.

Mr. Levy's Rill to Reimburse This
Country for War Expensen,

Representative Levy of New York today
Introduced the following resolution in the
House:

“Whereas the government of the United
States in prosecuting the war with Spain
to secure the freedom of the Island of Cuba
expended more than three hundred milllons
of dollars, and
“Whereas tne government of the United
States expended the sum of $3,000,000 when
the freedom o® the island was secured to
effect the disarmament of the Cubans, and
“Whereas the government of the United
States has maintained, and is maintaining,
an armed force in the lIsland of Cuba to
preserve order and administer the affalrs of
sald island for the benefit of the Cubans,
and

“Whereas It is proper that the Cubans
should reimburse the government of the
United States for the expenditures made on
behall of the Island of Cuba,

“Resolved, That the Secretary of War be,
and he is hereby, directed to instruct the
callectar of customs for the Island of Cuba
to deduct from the monthly recelpts of said
Island ef Cuba 25 per cent of the total
amoun: coollected, and to transmit said
amount to the Secretary of the Treasury
of the United States, which amount shall
be placed to the credit of the Island of
Cuba. - And such monthly transfers of 25
per cent of the recéipts of the Island of
(‘uba =haHl continue until the total amount
expemdsd by the United States on behalf
of the Island of Cuba shall have been pald,
or until such other provisions for the set-
tlement of the indebtedness of the Island of
Cuba to the ['nited States shall have heen
made  between the government of the
United Sales and the Island of Cuba.”

The Senate provision extending the
navigation laws to Hawall was incorporated
in the substitute with an amendment that
these iaws shall not go into effect for one

Mrs. Byrdi: L. Ford, whose maiden name
wi2 Schultze, was brought here from
Wichita, Kan., this morning to answer a
charge of false pretenses. It is alleged In
the indictment that she borrowed $100 from
Mrs. Mary A. Kyle, under the pretense that
she was In the employ of SBenator Bacon of
Georgin as a clerk at a salary of $100 a
month., Bond In the sum of 31,00, with
John C. Yost as surety, was given for her
appearance, and she was released.

Mrs. Ford was indicted on the testimony
of Mrs. Kyle and Jamez B. Bussey, The
latter is Senator Bacon's private secrelary.
The indiciment alleges that Mrs. Ford rep-
resented to Mrs. Kyle that she had bor-
rowed $100 on a typewriter and that the
person who loaned her the money was
about to dispose of the machine. In order
to =ave It she had to have $100, and for the
reasaong stated, the indictment alleges, Mrs,
Kyle gave up the amount of money men-
tioned.

Mrs. Kyl lives at No. 1317 M street
northwest, It Iz stated that Mrs. Ford had
w«l the First Methodist Church In Wi.
chita soon after going to Kansas, and that
her father {8 a minlster, residing in Baiti-
mare. When the young woman, who was
then Miss Byrdie Schultze, arrived at Wi-
chita two years ago she made a number of
triesuda.

A CABLE TO MANILA

Benate Naval Committee Favor a Govern-
ment Line.

House Commlittee Order Mr. Sher-
man's Bill Providing for Private
Ownership to Be Reported.

The Senate committee on naval affairs
today ordered a favorable report upon the
bill to construct a cable to Manila by way
of Honolulu, Midway Is'ands and Guam. It
Is to be under the direction of the Navy
Department and to be a government -cable.

Senator Hale, chairman of the commtttee,
was authorized to prepare a bill and re-
pert it to the Senate. The bill will provide
for Immediate construction of the cable
only from San Francisco to Honolulu, but
It contemplates the ultimate extension of
the cable to the Phllippines and also to
Hong Kong. It i1s estimated that the cable

to Honolulu will cost between -$3,000,000
and $4,000,000,
Private Line Favored.

The House committee on commerce to-
day ordered a favorable repert on the bill
for a Paclfic cable connecting this country
with Hawall, the Philippines and Japan.
The measure has been under consideration
for a long time, and two sesslons were held
today in order to bring the matter to a con-
clusion.

The bill of Representative Sherman of
New York s the one favorably acted on,
with a number of amendments. 'This bill
provides for private construction of the line,
the government paying $H0,(00 annually
for twenty years for the transmission of
messages. The amount of this annual pay-
ment was the last question decided. The
original provision was $400,000, but after
extended discussion the reduction to $300,-
(¥¥) was made. The commitiee had pre-
viously inserted a clause that the cable be
of American make and the cable shipa shail
be under the American flag. Another pro-
vision calls for the completion of the line to
Honolulu by January 1, 1902, and to Japan
by January, 138, It was originally esti-
mated that the cost of the cable would be
8,000,000, but recent esttmates submitted to
the committee show the rise In prices will
make the cost about $13,000,000. The gov-
ernment’s obligation, however, is confined to
the annual payment of $300,000, :

WATER METER PURCHASE

A Provision of the District Appropriation
Bill Discussed.

Among the provisions of the District ap-
propriation bill reported to the House yes-
terday was one providing the sum of $3,000
for the purchase of water meters. These
meters, the bill provides, are to be placed
In such private residences as the owners
thereof shall desire. They are to be In-
stalled at the expense of the property own-
€rs, hut they shall at all times remain and
be the property of the water department.

Speaking to a reporter of The Star today
of this provision of the bill, Capt. Beach,
the Engineer Commissloner of the Distriet,
who has immediate supervision of the water
department, explained that it was inserted
at his request, and that the meters are
futended to perform a missionary purpose.
That 1s, he sald, It {s believed that their
fntroduction in the residences of such per-
50ns as may express a desire for them will
serve to show that a man can use a water
meter and have all e Water he wants,
even for lavish use, without Increasing the
water rent or without involving him in an
unreasonable and extravagant charge for
water. “It is frequently said,” remarked
Capt. Beach, *in reference to putting in
water meters, that water should be as free
as air. If it costs something to ®Bupply atr
to the peeple, and If a man used more than
bis share and was taking air from some-
body else, 1 think all would be willlng' 1o,
admit that they should control the supply
of air to some extént. The waler meler
practically makes each man his own In-
spector, and the object of the appropriation
is simply missionary work.” k>

Cont of the Meters.

The cost of the meters, said Capt. Beach,
will run from $25 to $50 cach, and the cost
of Installiag them will be about $2 or $3
aplece. There is no compulsion about the
matter, he added, It being proposed to in-
stall the meters only at the request of the
property owners. The rate to be charged,
he sald, will be three cents per 1,000 gal-
lons, and he expressed himeself as being
confident that in every case where a meter
18 installed the results will be such zs to
miake the person using it an advocate of
the meter system. Few people, sald Capt.
Heach, have any idea of the jmmense
amount of water which Is daily wasted
here.  Other clties, he continued, have
adopted the meter system with great ad-
vantage, not only in the matter of reduced
water ronts, but also in the saving of the
wiater. The rates now in force here, he ex-
plained, are arbitrary ones, while the in-
troduction of the metzrs he belleves would
he a perfectly falr and =atlsfactory sclution
of thiz feature of the question, He ex-
tressed the opinion that an impartial trial
of the system can meet with the abjection
of no one, and he is confldent that once
tried, the system will demonstrate beyond
all question (te desirability both tc the
users of water and also to the government.

TR AT IR
COURT OF APPEALS.

Opinlon Reversing Police Court—
Other Cases Disposed Of.

The Court of Appeals, in an opinlon writ-
ten by Mr. Justice Morrls and handed down
late.this afternoon, reverses the judgment
of the Pollce Court in the case of Thomas
E. Waggaman, appellant, against the Dis-
triet of Columbia, brought under the act
“to regulate in the District of Columbia the
dispoeal of certaln refuse, and for other
purposes,"

The appellant was charged in the Police
Court with the maintenance of a nulsance
in the way of foul and filthy privies, on cer-
taln premises in this city. The appellant
and another person, as tenants In common,
were owners of the premises indicated,
which were in actual occupation of their
tenants by lease; that the appellant had
been duly notifled to abate the nuisance
and had failed to do so.

The defense was merely the alleged flle-
gality of the enactment under which the
prosecution was had.

The Court of Appeals holds that no penal
offense. such as the appellant was charged
with., was ¢reated by the statute in ques-
tion.

In the case of Frank I. Wood, H. Maurice
Talbott and Bernard A. Duke, appellants,
against David C. Grayson, trustee, and
others, the decree of the lower court, in an
opinion by Mr, Juatice Bhepard, is aMrmed,
and the canse remanded for further hear-
Ing. The appeal was from an Intertocutery
order of the Bupreme Court of the District
of Columbia, appolnting recelvers for the
Vietoria flats property.

The questions involved wers the power of
the court to appoint, and the soundness of
the discretion exercised In appointing a re-
celver to administer the property pending
the lMtigation. The Court of Appeals found
no abuse of discretion in the order, but on
“the contrary found It to have been provi-
dently made.

A tour of the pol'ing places by Btar re-
porters showed that quite a large vote was
being polied and that the election was pro-
ceeding in an orderly manner. There were
two police officers stationed at each poll-
ing place. The number of white voters wids
evidently larger than ever before at a
similar election, but the colored vote, as
usual, was overwhelming by comparison.
The rainy weather, which stopped outdoor
work of all kinds, permitted a big turnout
of the laboring classes, and accordingly the
prospect at 1 o'clock was for a very heavy
vote,

The polls for that part of the first legis-
latlve district which includes Anacostia,
Hilledale, Congress Heights, Garfield and
Good Hope were located at Douglass Hall,
Hilisdale.

DISPOSAL OF GARBAGE

Inspection of Plant and System Employed
in Atlanta, Ga.

Commissioners’ Bill Before Congress
Authorizing New Contract—Muni-
cipal Comtrol Suggested.

District Commissioner Wight and the
health officer, Dr. Wm. C. Wondward, to-
day returned from Atianta, Ga., where they
went to inspect a garbage crematory plant
The contract for collecting and disposing
of the garbage of the District expires the
30th of next June, and the Commissioners
have forwarded to Congress the draft of a
bill authorizing them to make a new con-
tract or to have the work done by the
municipality. It was for the purpose of
furnishing Cpngress with additional infor-
mation upon the subject that Mr, Wight
and Dr. Woodward visited Atlanta.

They made a very close mspection of the
crematory plant there, and are of the opin-
fon that it s a most sausfactory one, all
waste being consumed and no unpleasant
odors resulting. The garbage in Atlanta Is
used, they found, for fuel, as Is all other
city waste excepting the ashes. The ashes
are used for filling in the roads. Al the
waste is collected by the city and delivered
at the erematory to the contractor, and by
means of a separate fire even the smoke
is consumed. The furnace is kept running
every day of the vear.

Mr. Wight belicves that some such sys-
tem of collection and disposal of elty waste
of every kind should be adopted here. Just
what #t would cost is a question which he
has not yet been able to definitely deter-
mine, although he i= of the opinion that It
could all be done at a very reasonable rate.
In Atlanta houscholders are taxed $5 each,
which, he thinks, is probably less than the
people of the District pay every year for
the removal of their waste. He belleves
that two furnaces should be established
here, because of the extent of the city. and
should that be done he would favor mak-
ing each furnace take the place of what are
known as public dumps. compelling people,
in the absence of municipal collection, to
forward all their waste to them.

Mr. Wight will present the results of his
observationg of the Atlanta system and
those of Dr, Woodward to his assoclates,
and also to Congress, and will recommend,
it Is understood, that the District should
collect and dispose of all waste, Including
garbage, ashes, paper, nlght soll, ete., be-
lieving that not only would the results be
much more =atisfactory from a sanilary
standpoint, but alss from about every point.

REMEY SUCCEEDS WATSON

Will Be Put in Command of the Asiatic
Station.

On account of the delicate condition of
the health of Admiral Watson, command-
Iug the Asiatic station, he has been author-
ized to transfer his flag to the crulser Bal-
timore, which vessel is to be detached from
the Aslatic gquadron, and to proveed home
by way of the Buez canal and Mediter-
ranean sea, stopping - at sueh European
ports as he deems proper, as was done in
the case of Admiral Dewey, He will prob-
ably arrive in European waters some time
during the summer, and may go to north-
ern Europe and visit the Paris exposi-
Uon. Rear Admiral Watlson is regarded
with great favor by the department, and
his services are theroughly appreciated.

Rear Admiral George C. Remey, com-
mandant of the navy vard, Portsmouth, N,
H., will be ordered to succeed Rear Ad-
niiral Watson in command of the Aslatie
station. Pending hi= arrival on the sta-
tion Capt. F. F. Wilde, commanding the
battle ship Oregon, will have command of
the maval forces operating in the Philip-
pines and in Aslatic walers generally,

STOLEN ARTICLES RECOVERED.

Thefts Committed by Woman Beliey-
ed to Be Insane.

Later In the day a reduction of 10 ¢ents
per 10 pounds on the refined product was
taken to mean that the AZEressive moves
ment against the Independent refineries had
begun. The stock was raised frim time 1o
time, but there was always unexpected sup-
port at the lower prices. American sugar
had earned a conspleuous place In the in-
dustrial departmen? by reason of the regu-
larity of its 12 per cent dividends. Every
yvear threats w made to reduce the rate
in order to accomplish some master stroke
of policy, but at the last moment a less
drastic remedy was devised, ¢

When criticlams were made of the new
Industrials the fact that they patd large
dividends but made no statements, it be-
came fashionable to rebut that argument
by referring to the same defects in Sugar's
treatment of fts shareholders, Yesterdany's
action has destroyed the standard snd the
Industrial list boarders upon chaos beemuse
confidence has been Adestroyed in a property
which bought popularity by paying large
dividends.

The professional el ment, which makes vp
the present stock market, saw little hopo
for the untried properties in a Year, which
mearks such a conferglon of decrease® rn-
fnrgs on the part of the Bugar company.
This feeling was not =o fully reflected in
prices as in sentiment, but the demand for
the Industrial shares came almost exclu-
Elvely from the short clement.

The natural outesme of the provailing ar-
suments should tend to increase interest in
the rallway list.

Already there is some commission house
buying, based on earnings and ¢ otljled with
the hope that the market will ecut away
from the Industrials Just as it did from the
South African war.
