Anniversary ‘Celebration by Grace
Protestant Episcopal Church,

EARLY HISTORY OF CONGREGATION

List of Those Who Assisted
Organization.

in

THE CORNER-STONE LAYING

A semi-centennial celebration *will be held
in the course of a few weeks by Grace
Eplscopal congregation to commemorate
the establishment of that church In 1850.
It will be made the occasion for appropriate
services, In which Bishop Satterlee and
members of the clergy will take part, as
will also representatives of the families
whose heads were communicants before the
formal organlzation of the parish and a
few who were teachers in the school house,
cocoonery, engine house and public hall be-
fore the church was erected at Sth and D
streets southwest.

It was In the 40's, when the island sec-
tlon of the city, then surrounded by the
waters of the canal and Potomac, ‘had
not taken the name of South Wash-
Ington. nor had it better facilities for
fravel than dirt roads for carriageway
and gravel walks with paths for pedes-
Irians. and, as may be suppused, was sadly
lacking In accommodations for religious
worship. Durlng this decade there was
much missionary work In that section. The
Methodists started a prayer meeting in an
abandoned engine house at Maryland ave-
nue and 10th street, and had formed the
church organization now known as Ryland
In 1846; and the OlId School Baptists had a
frame church on the site of the Fifth Bap-
tist Church (Rev. Dr. Meadors) on D street
between 4% and (th streets. Though that
portion of the city was then but sparsely
settled, there were many  religlously In-
clined, and, If of other denominations than
those umed, to enjoy worship with a con-
gregation of their own falth it was neces-
sary to make their way to the eity
churches. There being no public transpor-
tation =ervice other than by hacks, many
seldom enjoyed public service, In this class
there was a goodly number inclined to the
Praot ant Eplscopal faith, s vme of whom
had previously attended services in Apollo
Hall on E street between Tith and 134
streets northwest, The families of Col. W,
B. Randolph. Wm. M. Morrrizson, Lewis
Thomas, V. Willett, Jabez B. Rooker. .
W. Henning,. W. R. Riley, Col. F. W, Ritter
and Wm. RBurroughs were among them.

The Mizses Rooker, lving In 1846 In the
howuse the =outhwest corner of 12th
street and Marylbod avenue (bailt in the
last eentury by Robert Brent, the first

mayor of Washington), engeged in school
tegehing. They cpened a voung  ladies
seminary, and the following year they per-
mitted the use of thelr sehool rooms, on
Bunday afternoons, fur the relgious in-
struection of the children of the neighbor-
hood, the first attendants belng Joseph Wil-
lett, Wm. C. Burroughs, Charles Morrison
and Miss Lilly Willett. About this time
Mr. Morrison, residing at the southwest
corner of lith and C streets, having aban?
doned his “cocoonery” as such, coneeived
the ldea of having Eplscopal serviees there
and Invited Rev. Dr. J. W. French, the rec-
tor of Epiphany parish, to conduet them.
He complicd and Sunday afternoons con-
ducted services for a few months,

Sunday School Removed.
The Sunday school was moved here, and
afterward, with the little band of worship-
ers, located fn a frame school house, known

as Caldwells, on 12th street between D
street and Maryland avenue, Here Rov.

Ashbell Steele, father of the late Rev. A.
F. Steele, of St. Mark's, gave his services
to the congregation, in which he was as-
slsted by studentz of the Episcopal High
School near Alexandria, and among those
pleasantly remembered as student-helpers
Is a Mr. Rambo, who afterward became
prominent in the missionary work of the
church, amnd who died in tke fleld at Cape
Palmas, Africa. Another was Mr. J. W.
Cheseley., who for a number of years servid
as superintendent of the Bunday school,
and, enterlng the ministry, has served in o
number of parishes In Maryland. He is now
at Mechanicsville, 8t. Miry's county, Md.,
and is expected to take part In the cele-
bration.
The grow:h of both congrezation and
school at Caldwell’s school house wus slow
and sure, a spirit of unity having prevailed,
and the ambition was the establishment of
a permanent church home. From here the
congregation removed to  the abandoned
Islind engine house, on Maryland avenue
and 1ith street, at that time somewhat dl-
Lipidated. The engine house was removed
to 10th strest below I street, and the Caid-
well building having been sold and removed
to I) street near O9th street, the latter was
deemed the more sultable place, and the
worshipers moved to {t,
Before leaving the engine house Rev. Dr,
A:fred Holmead, who for over thirty years
ministered to the lttle flock, eame among
them. Dir. Holmead, a native of the Dis-
trict and for many years a well-known
physician, had taken orders in the church.
Being possessed of some means, Dr. and
Mrs. Holmend contemplated the erection of
a chureh, and looking over the field, se-
leeted South Washington, with the congre-
gation referred to as a nucleus. But, much
to their disappointment, they met with
some reverses and were unable to earry
out thelr intentions to build the church.
Dr. Holmead offered  his  services, and
served for several years without compensa-
tion, then with a4 nominal salary and sub-
sequently for the most moderate compen-
sation.
The First Vestry Chosen.

1t was in the house on D street near 9th
street that the congregation was organized
under Dr. Holmead, but It was not till the
Easter season of 1851 that a vestry was
eleeted. The first board was compogsed of
Col. F, W. Ritter, Col, C. A. Alexander,
Wm. R, Rlly, Wm. Burroughs, A. C. Kid-
well, Thos: Riley, V. Wilett and O, H.
Morrison, with Charles Tucker as registrar.
May 12 following. Dr. Holmead was for-
mally elected rector, and the guestion of
erecting a church was at once considered.
It was decided to purchasze a site between
B, .E, Tth and 11th sireets, and Messrs,
John O Haskins, W. 8. Hoberts and Wm.
Burroughs were appointed the bullding
committee. The site, over T0 by 90 feet, at
the southeast corner of Hth and D streets,
was wurchased of Mr. L. O. Cook for $650,
and the plan of a plain Gothie frame build-
ing having been adopted, and the bid of
Mr. John Spiffen accepted, the building
committes was authorized to proceed as
soon s 1,000 over the cogt of the 1ot could
be ralsed. The corner stone was laid -
tober 7, 1851, and the work proceeded

At the corner-stcne laying Rev. [
Smith Pyne officiated, assisted by Dr. -
mead, the rector; Dr. J. W. French of

Eplphany, Dr. Glliis of the Ascension and
Mr. Clark.

At this period there was much activity In
the little congregation, and the school be-
Ing In a flourtshing condition, the tempo-
rary quarters were often crowded. Potomac
Hall having been erected at the southeast
corner of Marviand avenue and 11th street,
by Dr. D. B. Clarke, this was occupled
while the church was being eonstructed,
and in atd of the enterprise several falrs
und festivals were held here during the
winter.

The edifice was completed early in 1852,
and has been the church home of many of
the South Washington families since, where
the baptisms, confirmations, marriages and
funerals have taken place. Like other con-
gregations, Grace has had its days of pros-
perity and adversity. It was one of the
churches which the government used for
a hospital during the war, by which the
congregation was for a time scattered, the
want of a church home and the disinte-
grating influences of the civil strife having
a paralyzing effect upon It. After the war
the congregation again obtained possession,
and the building In 1570 was brought out to
the bullding lines and Impgoved. The con-
gregiation soon numbered nearly two hun-
dred communicants.

The Early Worshipers,

Some of the early worshipers of the
families, besides those previously named,
were Wm. Martin, Capt. Wm. Thomas, C.
F. Stansbury, Henry Polkfihorn, Nich. Tas-
tet, John Martin, Wm. Sheetz, L. 0. Cook,
Prof. W. W. Turner, A. H. Yeatman, Btark
B. Taylor, Terrence Rlley, Wm. Brown, L.

M. Brant, G. Collins, J. Debois, Julius De’

Baules, W. H. Fuss, B, E. Greenfield, C. W.
Harmon, Peyton Keyes, John Moore, Thos.
Martin, Walter Staple, J."G. Smith, Col. H.
Btarke, Thos. Wisei John Robinson, W. 8.
Roberts, Wm. Coopér, J. T, ., G. W.
Henning and Cornelfus Jacobs. It is Inter-
esting to note that Mesérs. 8. B. Taylor
and T. W. Riley living, as also Mrs.
Prof. Turner (nee Randolph), Mrs. Hodges
nee Riley), Mrs. Greenfield (nee Hepburn
and Mrs. Hannah Holmead (nee Gordon).

The first marriage.in the little flock was
that of Mr. B. E. Greenfle]d and Miss Lu V.
Hepburn, October 30, 1851, and within a few
months this example was followed by John
Moore and Jane B. Rollins, Pevton Keyes
and Laura H. Cooper, Jullus De Saules and
Laura 8. Speaks, J. Debols and Mary C.
Jones, Anthony Buchley and E. J. Martin.

Of the first class confirmed in Potomac
Hall, mgﬁe (.‘har]lntte. Marten ls living; aﬂd
among t early stperintendents of the
8unday school were Messrs. J. W, Chesley,
A. C. Kidwell and W. 8, Hoberts. Mr. Ches-
ley survives. 3

The choir in old times was quite a fea-
ture, some of the members being Misses
Susie Magee and Lizzie Marten, Mrs, Lu
Greenfleld, George C. Henning, Dr. McCal-
la, W. B. Yeatman, Arthur Yeatman,
leader, and Mrs. Hannah Holmead, some of
whom are living.

Dr. mead resigned his rectorship in
1880, and since the church has had Rev. J.
W. Phillins, Thos. ©. Tongue and C. F.
Sontag, as rectors, the latter since January
1, 1898. Besides the church, the congrega-
tion has a fine parish hall, and, though
there is another church of the same denbm-
ination., Epiphany Mission, in the vicinity,
Grace Church is in a prosperous condition,
having about 175 communicants, a large
Bunday school, well-attended services with
& well-trained vested choir,

IN HOTEL CORRIDORS.

"I am satisfied in my own , mind that
there may be still further trouble in Ken-
tucky,” s=aid W. A. Beach, a prominent
merchant of New Albany, Ind.. at the Na-
tional. *“Located directly opposgite Louis-
ville as we are, our people take more or
less interest in Kentucky affairs. A greal
mistake was made when the mountaineers
were brought to the capital. They are a
hardened class, who go around displaying
guns and knives in their belts and who
like nothing better than a shooting tourna-
ment where human lives are provided as
targets. * There is no telling when shooting
may agaln be commenced, despite the fact
that the questions at fssue have been sup-
posedly left to the courts for adjudication.”

Representative Thomas Young Fitzpat-
rick, recently back from Kentucky, where
he went to attend the funeral of Senator
Goebel and to use his influence in the in-
terest of peace, was sltting in the lobby
of the Ebbitt a few evenings ago, when &
friend entered and, accosting him, inquired
how things were in the blue grass state.

“Evervthing is peace, prace, peace,” Te-
torted the Bourbon congressman, as he
lighted a fresh cigar, and continued:

"It makes me think of the story they tell
on one of my constituents down in Pike
county. He and his wife constituted the
family. They lived together alone on a
farm. They were prosperous and had ap-
parently everyvthing that one could wish.
But they were not happy. There were fam-
ily brofls eonstantly. The husband was
possessed more of a pacific nafure, but his
wife had a tongue that was constantly
wagging, and she insisted on having, and
invariably did have, the last word. One
day she began her nagging, and the hus-
band tried to stave her off, but there was
no use.
