Former Asked Tﬁat"'thé Status of

the War Be Defined. -

GREAT BRITAIN'S = REPLY

LONDON, March 12—A aparlinmentary
paper containing the telegrams sent to the
BEritish government by the presidents of
the Bouth Afriéan Fepiiblic and the Orange
Free Btate and Great Britain's reply there-
to was jssued this afternoon. It first gives
the telegram sent Wy the twn presidents to
the Marquis of Sallabiiry, as follows:

"BLOEMFONTEIN, March 5.—The bload
and the tears of thousands who have suf-
fered by this war amd the prospect of all
moral and econgmic ruin wherewith South
Africa 18 new threatened, make It neces-
sary for both belllgerants to ask them-
solves dispasslonately mnid as In the sight
of the Triune God for what are they fight-
ing nnd whether the aim of each Jjustifies
all thle appalling misery and devastation,
With this object and in view of the asser-
tlons of varlous Britfsh statesmen to the
effect that this war was begun and is be-
ing carried on with the-set purpose of un-
dermining heyr mejesty's authorlty In 8outh
Africa and of setting wup an  ad-
mi_niatrmlnn over all of South Africa
Independent of her majlesty's government,
we consider {t our guty to solemnly de-
clare that this war was undertaken solely
4s n defensive measura to malntaln the
thrsml_nnou! Independence of the SBouth Afrie
can Republie, and 15 only continued in order
tn_ secure and muintain the incontestable in-
dependence of both republics as soversign
international states and 1o obtain the as-
surance that thgse of her *majerty’s sub-
Jects who have takin fart with uz n this
war shall suffer no harm whatever in per-
EOR OF DProperty. O these conditlons, but
on these conditions alone, are we now, as
in the past, destrous of Aecing peace re-
established in South Africa; while, If her
Eiajesty’s governmment 18 determined to de-
glroy the Hulepeftdence of the republics,
there 1s nothing left to us and to our po-
ple but to persevers to the end in the course
already begun,

Belleve Deliy Is With Them.

“In spite of the overwhelming pre-emi-
nence of the Britlsh empire we are conti-
dent that that God who lighted the unex-
t!::gu[shabl_e fire of love of freedom in the
Learts of ourselves and of our fathers will
not forsuke us and will accomplish His
work in us and dn our descendants, We
hesitate to make this declaration earifer tn
your excellency, as we feared that as long
a8 the zdvantagé was ilways on our side
and as lomg as our furces held defensive po-
sitions far within her majesty’'s ecolonies
such a declaration--smight hurt the feelings
and honor of the British people,

But now that the prestige of the British
empire may be eonsidéred to be assured by
the capture of one of our forces by her
mijesty's troops and that we hgye thereby
been foreed to evacuate othet positlons
“'hlr_'h_ our forees haid oceupied, that ditfi-
culty is over and we can no ionger hesitate
to clearly Inform your government and peo-
ple in the sight of the whole elvillzed
world why we are fighting and on what
conditions we are ready to restore peace.””

Lord Salishury's Reply.

The Marquis (of Salisbury to the presi-
dents of the Soufh African Republic and the
Orange Free Sfate; ! ;

"FOREIGN OFPFICE, Mzrch 11.—1 have
the honor to acknowkidge your honors' tel-
egram, dated H]&ru_h E, from Bloemfonteln,
of which the purport 13 prinsipally to de-
mand that her majegty’s govertment aball
reeognize ‘the -ingantesisble Independence’
of the Bouth African Republic and Free
State as ‘soverelgn International states,” and
to offer on those terms to bring the war to
a conclusion.

“In the beginning of October ldist peace
existed between her majesty and the two
republlies undér’ conventions which then
were In existence. A discusalon had been
procecding for seme months between her
majesty's government and the South Afri-
can Hepublle, of which the object was to
obtain redress for certain very serlous
grievances under which the British resi-
dents in Bouth Afriea were suffering.

“In the course of these negotlations the
Bouth African Republie had, to the knowl-
edge of her maljesty’'s government, made
eonsiderable armaments, and the latter had
consequently taken steps to provide corre-
sponding reinforecements of the British gar-
risons at Cape Town and in Natal. No in-
fringement of the rights guaranteed by the
conventlons had, up to that point, taken
place on the British side.

“Suddenly, at two days’ notice, the South
African republic, after issuing an insulting
ultimatum, declared war upon her ma-
jesty; and the Orange Free State, with
whom there had not even been any dis-
cussion, took a similar step.

British Domain Invaded.

“Her majesty’'s dominions were imme-
diately Invaded by the two republics, Slege
was laid to three towns within the British
frontler, & large portion of two colonles
wasg overrun with great destruction of prop-
erty and life, and the republles clalmed to
treat the inhabltants of extensive portions
of her majesty’s dominions as if those do-
minfons had been annexed to ons or tne
ather of them.

“In anticipation of these operations the
South African republic had been sccumulat-
ing for many years past military stores on
an enormous scale, wiich by thelr char-
acter only have been intended for use
against Great Britain.

“Your honors make some obsérvations of
a negatlve character upon the object with
which these preparations were made, 1 do
not think it necessary to discuss the gques-
tions you have raised.

“RBut the result of these preparations, car-
ried on with great secrecy, has been that
tha British empire has heen compelled to
confront an invasion which has entailed
upon the empire a costly war and the loss
of thousands of preclous lives., This great
calamity has been B penalty Great Britaln
has suffered for having of recent years ac-
quiesced to the existence of two republics,

“In view of the use to which the two re-
publics have put the position which was
given them and the calamities their unpro-
voked attack have inflicted on her majes-
ty's domindons, her majesty's government
can only answer your honors’ telegram by
saying that thﬁ.y! are not prepared to-as-
sent to the irklepéndence either of the
South African Fépublie or the Orange Free

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CAPT. MceCALLA PARDONED.

Will Be Restored to Former Number
in the Service,

President McKinley has granted a full
and unconditional pardon to Capt. Bowman
H. McCalla of the navy, row serving in the
Philippines. The President’s action was the
result of the recommoendation of-the Secre-
tary of the Navy last week

The Secretary’s action was taken in view
of Capt. MeCalla's gallant and meritorious
services during the Spanish war, and be-
cause of the written statement of all his
classmates, who will be.affected by his res-
toration, that they will be glad to see him
restured.

In 18 Capt. MeCalla, then a commander,
was convicted by courtemartial of several
offenses against the articles for the gov-
ernment of the navy, including the striking
of ancther perszon In the navy, and was
sentenced to be suspended from rank and
duty for a period of three years.

In 1841 the unexpired porition of the sen-
tencee was remitied by the Secretary of the
Navy, amd later on Captain McCalla was
prezented to the Senate as a euptain, which
would hitve restored him to his old position,
The Senate, however, refused to confirm
the nomination, and up to this time no fur-
ther action has been taken.

In view of Capt. McCalla’s conspicuous
service in the war with Spain, and later in
the Philippines, the President has granted
him a full pardon, which will operate to re-
=tore him to his old rank and position.

COURT OF

APPEALS,

Opinion Adverse to Decision Affecting
Hack Stnnd Regulations.

The Court of Appeals late this afternoon
handed down an opinion written by Mr,
Justice Morrls In the case of Danisl Cal-
lan, plaintff in error, agalnst the District
of Columbla. The caugse wazs taken to the
Court of Appeals from the Police Court on
writ of error, and was Lo test the constitu-
tionality, validity and construction of cer-
tain pollee regulations relating to hack-
stands, and the disposition thereon of
hacks and other vehicles accustomed to oc-
cupy the same.

The judgment appealed from is reversed
and the cause remanded to the Pollce Court
with directions to vacate lts judgment of
convicilon, to quash the {nformation and to
diecharge the defendunt.

In an opinion, also written by Mr. Justice
Morris and handed down latz this after-
noon, the Court of Appeals reverses the
Police Court in the case of Willlam H,
Stephens, plaintiff in error against the Dis-
trict of Colimbla. Stephens, the driver of
a licensed vehicle for the.conveyance of
passengers for hire, was sentenced in the
Police Court to pay a fine of $3 for etopping
and loitering In the street,

Incident upon the retirement of Rear Ad-

miral MeCormick Is the issus of an order

TO GUARD OLR INTERESTS.

Dispateh of Warships to Ports in Cone
tral Ameriea.

A telegram was received at the Navy De-
partment today m._ving_that the fagship
Philadelphia and the battle ship Towa have
arrived at Santa Barbara, Cul. The Iowa
is on her way up the Pacific coast to Puget
Sound, where she will be docked at the
naval station for a geéneral overhauling.
The Philadelphia {s bhound to the west
cpast on Nicarngua, for the purpose of
safe-guarding the Intercsts of the United
States in case of any trouble im that quar-
ter resulting from the threatened Invasion
of Costa Rica by a revolutionary party
from Nlcaragua. Rear Admiral Kauotz,
commanding the Pacific station, is on board
the Philadeiphia and will be in command
of the American forces on the isthmus.

The cruiser Marblehead was originally
selected for the duty of protecling Ameri-
can interests on the west coast of Central
America, but It was found that she was
not In condition for prolonged sea service
and the Philadelphia was ordered south in
her stead. The Marblehead has been order-
ed to the Mara Island navy vard for neces-
sary repairs.

The cruiser Detroit, which has been or-
dered to look after American interests on
the east coast of the isthmus, arrived at
Havana, on her way to Greytown, which
will be her headquarters during her so-
journ In those waters. As the Philadelphia
will take her station at Brito, the western
terminus of the proposed Nicaraguan canal,
it will be seen that the United States will
be well represented in that guarter.

APPROPRIATIONS FOR INDIANS,

The Hill Completed and Reported to
the Senate.

The Benate committee on Indlan affairs
today completed it consideration of the
Indian appropriation bill, and afterward
Senator Thurston reported the bill to the
Benate. The biil as reported carries an ap-
propriation of $8.413,641, an increass of §1,-
148,008. The principal items of the increas-
ed appropriation are for the support of
Indian schools. Other increases are the
following: $186,000 for the payment of the
loyal Beminoles; $260.000 Increase of the ap-
propriation for the Dawes commission; §50,-
000 for stamping out smallpox in the In-
dian territory; $87,000 for a town site com-
misslon for the Indian territory.

The bill carries no provision for treaties
and no legislation other than that com-
nected with appropriations. All the House
legislative provisions were stricken out,
the committee taking the position that the
bill should carry only appropriations.

Admissions to §5t. Elisabeth.

A Dbill to change the proceedings for ad-
mission to the Government Hosplital for the
Insane in certain cases was introduced in
the Senate today by Mr. McMillan. It pro-
vides that the justices of the Supreme
Court of the District of Columbia, acting
jointly, shall select a physician to met as
medical examiner in cases of lunacy. He
shall certify to.the court as to the mental
condition of every person alleged to be

Insane in any petition presented to the
court.
