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SERVING "WITH THE SCOUTS.

Corporal Maben's Partleipation in the
Philippine Warfare.

Corp. Walter Maben, who served In Cuba
with the District volunteers, but now of
Company K. 27th United States Infantry
Volunteers, on duty in the Island of Luzon.
recently wrote a letter home, detailing his
experiences at the front. from which the
following extract Is taken:
"I have not been on the sick report since

I left Camp Meade. When we were up on

the north line I was detached from the
company and put in charge of thirty native
scouts, with orders to report to Lieut.
Blout, Gen. Lawton's dhief of scouts. I re-
ported at a point nine miles north of Bal-
away. and the next day we started for that
place. It was supposed there were 5,000 in-
surgents there. About 10 o'clock we struck
their outpost. We kept advancing on them,
and they got frightened and ran off. The
position they had would never have been
ours if they had remained to defend it.
They did not like the sound of the Krng.
"When we got In sight of the town. that

is. on a hill. with a river between us. we
saw they had heavy earthworks and fotr
old pieces of artillery. We threw out a skir-
mish line and started for the river. I was
sent with ten scouts and a company of 36th
United States Volunteers up the river to
ree if we couldn't get on their right. We
succeeded In swimming the river about h'nlf
a mile tip. By the time we got across there
was plenty of music, a piece of light artil-
lery giving the enemy a hot fire. We sig-
naled that we were all right. arl the other
boys made a daph for the river. They found
it about knee-deep. They crossel. and we
all rushed on the Tagals about the sane
time. Everybody started with full maga-
Ti-s5-
"I fell Int.) a hole, and came near break-

Ing my neck. and when I got out the boys
had fifty yards the start of me. When we
got inside the ditch we found reventeen
dead and nine wounded natives. There were
also forty Mausers and fifty Remingtons,
and nobody In the town but some old wo-
men. In three d3ys there were at leasit
5.04P people there.
"I saw Gen. Lawton. and had to report to

him several times. One day 1 had to wait
about an hour until he got ready to sign
some orders I had. After lie had signedthem he turned around and asked: 'Where
have I seen y'3u before, corporal?' I aaluted
and replied: 'At Falls Church. Va.'
"'Yes, and at Santiago. Your name is

Maben.' the general said. I answered lit the
affirmative.
"The next day he rent for me to take

some dispatches to the railroad. and I had
the 'brass' to ask him ti send me to my
company. He asked: 'What !s the matter
with you? Aren't you satisfied to be here?
You will make a good scout.'
"And then I said: 'You know where to

find me when you want me.' His answer
was. 'I want you.'
"The next day after he was killed the

company received an order for me to reportto him in person. He was noit afraid of
anything. He wore a white utifortn and a
big white helmet. His son was with him
all the time, wearing a captain's shoulder
straps for a time. I saw his father take
them off."
