Parish "House Completed by 8t Alban's
* Episcopal Congregation,

Nucleus of Free Library Instalied—

St. Alban's Eplscopal Parish has just
completed a parish house on the chapel lot,
fronting the Murdock Mill road, at Tenley-
town.
