George Ashton, Indicted for the murder
of 1da Jackson the 27th of jast November,
was placed on trial today before Justlice
Clabaugh, In Criminal Court No. 1. At-
torneys Thomas L. Jouss aud Representa-
tive W. D. Daly of New Jersey appear for
tha defendant, the government béing rep-
resented by Assistant United States Attor-
ney Gould.

Jealousy is the cause attributed by the

at 410 19th street shortly before 3 o'clock
the afternoon of November I7,
Ashton, who surrendered to thes police,
made & statement to the officers in which
he admitted the kiling. He also made an
effort to justify his conduet. x
As Ashton surrendered so soon afler the
deed was committed there was nothing for
the officers to do except to gat the evidence
together and fix the crime on the prisoner.
It developed that Ashton after leaving the
scene of the murder entered a saloon and
took a drink. He also bought two clgars
and was smoking me of them when ha
entered the police station. It was several
minutes after he appearad at the station
before he intimated that he had committed
& crime.
Evidence Discovered.
When the officers reached the house on
19th street In response to a call for help
they found the woman was dead. Blood
stains were found upon the prisoner latar,
and one of his cuff buttons was picked up
on the floor. The woman's body showed
the evidences of kicks a=x well as of Injurles
inflicted by some heavy weapon., Cuts and
bruises about her face, head and body were
numerous. 3
It was belleved by the pelice that both
Ashton and a2 man named William Reed
had been in the habit of calling on the
Jackson woman, and the afternoon of the
crime while Ashton was thers Reed ap-
peared. A drink waa suggested, and Reed
went for a pitcher of beer. He returned
with the beer and when this was gone he
made & second trip to the saloon.
When he returned to the house the last
time he stopped on the lowsr floor, and
while he was there he heard joud nolses
upstalrs. Ha realized that a fight was in
progresg, and when he heard the woman
pleading with Ashton, asking him not to
kill he:, he got on his wagon and drove
away. He did this, he sald, becauses he
thought the police would come, and he dld
not want his employer to know he had
been there. Reed did not know of the mur-
der untll he was found by the detectives
at his employer's place of business,
Statement of Willlam Reed.

According to Willam Reed, who was at
the house on 19th etreet between 12 and 1
o'clock the day of the killing, when he
called on Ida Jeckson he saw Ashton seat-
&l at the table drinking Dbear with the
woman., Ida, so says Rood, offered him
her beer, but he refused and went out with
& pitcher to get & supply. Upon his return
to the house he stopped un the lower floor
and conversed with Kate Shorter. He gtop-
ped there becausa, he sald, Ashion and Ida
Jackson were apparently having trouble.
Reed heard the man using profane lan-
guage. While he was drinking” a glass of
beer in Miss Shorter’'s room he heaml Ida
Jackson call "murder.”” Then he got
his wagog and went {n s-arch of an officer.
Reed says he heard the woman say;

“Don't beat me, George."

There was no trouble {n the room bLefore
Read left to get the heer

was secured, so an adjournment of court
was taken untll tamorrow morning at 10
o'clock.

POUNDMASTER'S REPORT

Btatement Showing the Work of His Force
Under Recent Order.

Large Incrense In Number of Tags Is-
sued—Better Facllities Required
at the Found.

Ar. Samuel Elnsteln, the District pound-
master, has submitted to the Commission-
ers a Epecial report relative to thair order
of December 7, 1809, to organize and equlp
an extra pound force by an increase of
three wagons and nine men for the purposs
of capturing unlicensed and unmuszzled
dogs. Btarting in with four teams Decem-
bLer 11, Mr. Einstein states that since then
2,471 dogs have been captured, of which
1,933 have been killed, 430 have been re-
deemed, 45 sold and 43 returned.

“U'p to December 11, 1899, says tha
poundmaster, “‘there were 7,222 tags lssuad
to owners of dogs, and the purchasing of
dog tags was almost at & standstill, and
had been for some tlme, byt after Decem-
ber 11, when four dog wagons made thelr
appearance In all parts of the District of
Columbla, the demand for tags commenced
anew and continued until we had, March
10, 8,154 tags, an Increas: of 962, the total
belng more than ever issued in any licensa
year since INT3, when the present dog law
went into effect.”

The order to Impound all dogs found run-
ning at large without muzzles was not en-
forced until December 28, because of the
previous scarcity of muzales. A number of
dogs wearing tags but no muzzles have
been captured, and upon comparing the
numbers of the tags worn by sald dogs
with the register at the tax office it ap-
peared thata large number of lost or stolen
tags wera on dogs that apparently were
lawfully Hcensed. Not belng mruzzled, they
wers allowed to remain in poupd forty-
elght hours, when, If no one climed them,
they were killed. The owners of sald dogs,
Mr. Einstein thinks, probably did not care
to risk coming to the pound end explaining
how the dog came to be wearing a tag that
was Eurchmd for a different kind of a
dog than the one impounded.

Rabies Among Dogs. . g

Since the issuance of the Commissioners’
proclamation on account of hydrophobla
among dogs in the District of Columbla,
the report contlnues, the officers have been
on the alert for dogs that appear to be af-
fected or showing symptoms of sald dis-
ease, 48 described by veterinary surgeons
and other authorities on the subject. They
discovered several dogs acting as described
and killed them at once and sent the bodies
to the Agricultural Department, the re-

rts from that department proving the

agnosis to be correct in every instance,
as the dogs were suffering from paralytic
rables. s

The orders of the Commissioners Increas-
ing the pound service, compelling the mus-
zling of all dogs in the District of Columbla
and that no dogs captured untagged or pn-
muzzled be returned without payment of
the pound fee, according to Mr. Einstein,
have shown their beneficial effects in th
following particylars: First, it has cle:
the streets and alleys of the District of Co=
lumbia of over 2000 wvagrant cur dogs;
second, it Increased the number of dog tags
issued by nearly 1,000 and compelled own-
ers of dogs 1o pay a tax on thelr dogs, some
of whom never have pald, and had no In-
tention of the tax; third, It has
shown that there are, and have been for
some time past, 10,000 or more dog In the

District of Columbia; and that it impos-

sible for the small pound force, one WAEON
and four laborers, to keep the District of
Columbia clear of vagrant dogs, when we
have & dog pogulatlon of at least 10,000,
not ocounting the visitors from Maryland
and Virginia, as well as the {ncrease three
times In two years, and In some Instances
oftener.
Disgrace to Capital.

The location of the pound, as well as the
accommodations, are unsulted for present
purposes, Mr. Einstein says, the pound be-
ing bullt by the hoard of health In 1871 as
& temporary arrangement, but has been in
oparation ever since with few Improve-
ments, and 1s termed by the many citizens
and visltors who come to the pound a dis-
grace Lo the natlonal capltal.

“We may be able to control the s
dogs from overrunning our strests & shor
time, but the area,” Mr. Einstein con-
cludes, “‘the entire District, is too large for
one wagon to control. I therefore respect-
fully suggest that néw is the time to urge
Congresa to appropriate a sufficlent amount
to bulld & new modern pound and Increase
the service by adding an assistamt pound-
master, three laborers and two horses and
wagons."

RETIREMENT OF EMPLOYES

Nr. Boutell's Bill to Effect This Introduced
in the House.

Three Per Cent of the Monthly Pay
of Clerks to Be De=-
ducted.

Mr. Boutell of Illinols hes introduced &
bill in the House, by request (H. R. 0585),
for the retirement of employes in the clas-
sified service of the government The bill
deducts 8 per cent of the monthly pay of
the clerks, It provides that three years
from July 1, after enactment of thls bill
into law, the employes in the classifled
civil service of the government shall be re-
tired from duty as herelnafter provided,
and when so retired shall be entitled to re-
ceilve from the sald clvil service retirement
fund, {n monthly payments, an annual pay-
ment equal to B0 per centum of the salary
recelved at time of retirement: Provided,
That all beneficlaries under this act shall
pay into the sald retirement fund during the
first year thereafter 50 per centum of the
amount to which they would be entitled
(lesa all payments previously made), and
shall pay annually thereafter 2 per centum
of the amount recelved, the same to revert
to the retirement fund.

First. Every person In the classified civil
#trvice who ehall have been employed in
the clvil service for a perlod of one year
and who shall have become physically or
mentally disabled for the performance of
his or her ordinary official duly may be
retired upon his or her application, or may
be compulsorlly retired, and when retired
shall be entitled to recelve from the said
fund the payment hereinbefore providad:
Provided, That such retirement to be main-
tained only during such disabllity: And
provided further, That in cases of mental
disability an application for retirement may
be made by the next friend or guardian of
any person who shall be declared non com-
po# mentls,

Becond. Every person In the classified
civil service who shall attain the age of
fifty years and shall have been employed
in the civil service for a period of twenty
years may be retired upon his or her appli-
cation, and when retired shall be entitied
to receive from the sald fund the retired
payment herelnbefors provided: Provided,
That the sald period of twenty years shall
be computed from the original employment
of such person In the civil service of the
government, whether as a classified or un-
ciassified employe, and may include service
in one or more depart

times, with an interval during which such
person was not ln service, may be com-
puted together 20 as to constitute a total
service of twenty years.

Third. Every person in the classified clvil
service who shall attain the age of seventy
years and shall have been employed In the
service thirty-five years shall be compul-
sorily retired, and when retired shall be

Applications for voluntary retirement un-
der the provisions of this act shall be made
to the United States civil service commis-
sion by the employe seeking such retire-
ment, or by his next friend in his behalf in
cages of mental disability, and applications
for the compulsory retirement of any em-
ploye ghall be made to the United States
clvil service commission by the head of the
executive department In or under which
such employe shall be employed.
