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NEW INSURANCE BILL

Report of the House District Committee
Presented Today.

Advantae-es to the Coinpanies and to

the District Fully Set

Forth.

Mr. Jenkins of Wisconsin has presented
to the House the report of the District com-
mittee on the new insurance bill. The re-
port says:
"The bill presented creates a department

of insurance under the direction of the as-
sessor, who Is ex officio superintendent of
insurance, who by the terms of the bill is
allowed one insurance clerk, who shall be
an expert on insurance. and shall devote all
of his time and energies to the insurance
business.

No Supervision Now.
"Heretofore there has been no law gov-

erning the insurance business in the Dis-
trict, no supervision whatever except that
said companies are required to make 1 per
cent returns on their gross receipts; and to
the public mind the insurance business has
been in a chaotic condition; whereas the
bill presented requires said companies to
make sworn returns of the business trans-
acted in said District, to file copies of their
charters or articles of incorporation with
the superintendent of insurance, who shall
have supervision of all matters pertaining
to insurance, insurance companies and ben-
eficial orders and associations. Said super-
intendent shall see that all laws of the
United States relating to all classes of in-
surance companies are faithfully executed.
"The superintendent of insurance shall

act as attorney for companies whose prin-
cipal office is located outside of said Dis-
trict. for the purpose of having some one
designated, who is accessible, upon whom
legal process can be served.

Increases District Revenues.
"The bill, although not intended as a rev-

enue bill, does increase the District rev-
enues somewhat. It provides rules and reg-
ulations for the protection of good, reliable
companies, and shuts out irresponsible or
what are known as 'wildcat' companies,
whose existence is on paper only, and
thereby is a great source of protection to
all classes, more especially the ignorant,
who are more susceptible to being de-
frauded.
"Te adoption in this bill of the 'New

York Standard Policy' in Itself is of mani-
fold benefit to the insured, as well as to
the reliable insurance companies, by pro-
tecting poor, ignorant people who have
been known to pay out money for insur-
ance which they believed to be good, but
which.would contain conditions that would
invalidate the contract' on a mere techni-
cality, and this bill will remove such com-
panies from the community and enable the
reliable companies to do the business and
thus he a benefit all around.
"The office of the assessor of the District

is flooded with inquiries about certain com-
panies doing business in the community
and from the lack of supervision cannot in-
telligently answer.

May Revoke License.
"This bill also provides that the superin-

tendent of Insurance shall revoke the li-
cense of any company failing to comply
with the terms or requirements of this act;
also provides for a small license fee for
solicitors and brokers, so as to have them
registered and under the supervision of the
superintendent, thus insuring the publicfrom being imposed upon by unscrupulous
persons, as every solicitor must show his
license before he can receive his fee or
commission, which license states plainly
across its face the name of the solicitor
and the name of the company he repre-
sents.

"This hill has been scrutinized by the of-ficers of some of the largest states in the
Union and approved. It meets with the
approval of all parties interested in thebusiness of insurance, and is also recom-
mended by the Commissioners of the Dis-
trict of Columbia and the assessor, who is
ex-officio superintendent of insurance."

KEEP FAITH WITH PORTO RICO.

President Schurman Gives His Views
on New Acquisitions.

Following is a letter from President Jacob
G. Schurman of Cornell University, late
president of the Philippine commission, to
a personal friend, regarding the situation
in Porto Rico:
"Dear Sir: I agree with you that the
'nited States is under obligation to extend

its tariff laws to the Island of Porto Rico.
But I cannot accept your contention that
this obligation is derived from the Con-
stitution, which, in my judgment, does not
of Its own force apply to annexed terri-
tories. The obligation is moral, not con-stitutional. As the President said, withequal truth and felicity, it is 'our plainduty.'
"We are bound to this course by solemnpromises. The supreme and irresistible

reason for removing all customs barriersbetween the United States and Porto Ricois the promise made by General Miles,when first landing American forces on theisland, that the Porto Ricans should enjoythe same rights, privileges and immunities
as the people of the United States. On thisunderstanding the Porto Ricans acceptedAmerican sovereignty, not only without op-position, but with joyful trust and confi-dence.
"The present issue is simply this: Shall

we repudiate, or shall we fulfill, the na-tional engagements? Shall this great re-public break faith with the little Island ofPorto Rico? Having secured the fruits ofGeneral Miles' promise, shall we now re-
nounce the promise?
"The American people will not tolerate

any faltering with solemn obligations.Itecognizing the national good faith as thenation's chiefest good, they will condemn
any violation of it as the blackest crime.All over the country this Porto Rican ques-tion has stirred to the deepest the nationalheart and consclence; legislation, inspiredby a breach of good faith, will bring aterrible Nemesis. It is said that a tariff
is needed between Porto Rico and theI'nlted States to provide a case for the
courts, to determine the extent of ourjurisdiction over the new dependencies, es-pecjily the Philippines, I answer that noconvenience, no expediency, no other obli-gation ever justifies a breach of the na-tional good faith,
"Let nme add, too, that this Porto Ricanlegislation Is testIng ,us before the eyes ofthe Filipinos, who keep well informed of allour doings. They will judge by this legis-lation of the value of American promises.When the ablest and most statesmanlike'of Aguinaldo's emissaries to the Philip-pine sommission once 'expressed the fearthat the American governmen-t might notkeep the promises it was making, for Spain,said he, made promises and broke them, Isilenced him with the reply: 'Signer, theUnited States is not Spain,'
"Is he now to learn, are all the Filipinosnow to learn, that in the ftrst legislationfor our new dependencies we prove faith-less to our ipledges and recreant to our ob-ligations? Such an exhibition of ourselveswIll strengthen the hands of Aguinaldo and'She insurgents, because unhappily It

be used to support their persistent state-ment thsat the Americans sre no more trust-worthy than the SpanIards.
"At the very moment when we need toinspire confidence in the minds of the con-Quered Filipinos, shall we commit an actwhich will confirm their distrust of us,quicken their suspions and breed new.and. perhaps, ineradieable antipathies? God

Citizen to Answer to Charge of Main-
taining One.

HYATTSVILLE, Md., March 16, 1000.
A warrant was served last Tuesday upon

Mr. Bruce Gray, who resides in the south-
ern portion of this village, by Town Bailiff
Curren, charging him with maintaining a
nuisance In the form of a cesspool upon his
premises, and which, it was alleged, is a
menace to the health of the residents in
that section.

They denythe report that the water in that section
has become contaminated from the pool.
One resident went so far as to have the
water analysed, and It was reported to beperfectly pure. On the other hand, it is
said the cesspool is situated in a thicklypopulated section and that sooner or later
it will contaminate the water and bringon an epidemic of typhoid fever.
