COL. ELLIOT DEAD

He Was for Many Years in Charge of
the Aqueduct.

SKETCH OF IS LONG CAREER

Served With Distinction During
the War of the Rebeliion.

TO BE BURIED AT ARLINGTON

Colonel George H. Elllot, corps of en-
gineers, U. 8. A., retired, died yesterday at
Marmion, Prince George county, Va. His
death occurred at the residence of his son-
in-law, Mr. Fielding Lewls, after a brlef
illness. Colonel Elllot Hved in this clty, at
1603 O street, a greater part of the time
since he was placed on the retired Ilist.
While in active service he was for a num-
ber of years In charge of the Washington
agqueduct. Afterward he was engineer rep-
resentative and secretary of the light house
board. This line of dutly kept him in the
capital city a great deal, and he was one of
the most widely known army officers evelr
stationed here. At the time of his death he
was sixty-nine years of age. His only sur-
viving relative is his wife, his only son
having died in Cuba while serving in the
Bpanish war and only daughter having died

about three weeks ago, after a long 1ll-
ness. Funeral services will be held at Bt.
Matthew's Church Monday morning at 10:30
o'clock, Interment being made In Arlington
national cemetery.

General Wilson, chief of engineers, was
officially notified today of the death of Col-
onel Elliot, and he gave orders for the
preparation of a general order notifylng the
corps of engineers of the loss of one of its
most valued members. This order will in-
clude a brief blographical sketch of Colonel
Elllot and will pay 8 well-deserved tribute
to his memory. It will be promulgated next
week.

His Honorable Career.

Col. Elllot was relleved from duty in
connection with the Washington aqueduct
March 30, 15856, that belng the day of his
retirement. Despite the fact that he was
no longer on the active list, he continued in
charge of the improvements of the Dale-
carlia or recelving reservoir, Congress hav-
ing appropriated &£17,500 for that project,
with the special provision thiat the work
should be done under the supervision of
Col. Elllot, and that he should recelve the
pay and allowances of officers of his grade
on the sctive llst untll it was completed.
Col. Elllot always took a deep personal In-
terest in the betterment of the water sys-
tem of the District of Columbla, and ae-
complished many reforms= and valuable Im-
provements In that direction. He won the
esteem and gratitude of all public-spirited
citizens.

Col. Ellint was a native of Massachusetts,
and was appointed to the United States Mil-
itary Academy from that state July 1, 1851,
He was gradusted and appointed a second
lieutenant of the 1st Artillery July 1, 1835,
He had his first serviea at the garrison at
Fort Columbus, New York, and in 1856 had
frontier duty at Fort MeIntosh, Texas, dur-
ing which he engaged in a skirmish against
the Indians.

From 1856 to 1857 he was In garrison at
Fort McHenry, Baltimore. His transfer to
the corps of engineers tpok place January
26, 1857, when he was made assistant en-
gineer In chargs of the construction of des
fenses of San Franclseo harbor. He served
with credit throughout the civil war and
wag brevetted major, March 13, 1865, for
meritorious serviee in the field.  Colonel
Ellint had many Important duties on the
Pucific coast which k=pt him In that section
of the country until April, 1870, when he
was transferred to Washington to serve as
engineer secretiary to the light house board,
which oflice he held untll May, 1874,

Anxsistant to Genernl Casey.

He served as assistant to Ganeral Casey,
former chief of engineers, for elght years,
at the expiration of which time, In 1582, he
was placed In charge of various works of
defense in Massachusetts and Rhode Island,
He remained on that station untll April,
1887, and durlng that period was a member
of the advisory counsel to the Rhode Island
state board of harbor commissioners. He
reached the grad: of lieutenant colonel Au-
gust 8, 1882, and colonel May 18, 1803, In
1887 he was granted a year's sick leave,
which period he spent In Europe for the
benefit of his health. Returning to the
United Statzs in July, 1880, he was placed
In charge of the Washington aqueduct and
the increase In the water supply of the city
of Washington and remained continuously
on that duty up to ine day of his retire-
ment. Colonel Elliot wrote several valu-
abl: works, chief of which are “Light
House Establishments of Europe"”™ and
“The Presldio of San Francisco.”

THREE POLICE ORDERS.

Directed Agalnst Rubbish Throwers.
Immoral Pictures and Badge Chains.

Maj. Bylvester issued an order today di-
recting the police officers to enforce the
law against throwing rubbish in the straets
and alleys. At this season of the year,
when spring cleaning is belng done, the
police find that a eonsiderable amount of
such stuff is thrown out. It is for the pur-
pose of preventing this practice that the
order was Issued. .

An order was also Issued directing the of-
ficers to mnotify holders of slot machines
that they must remove all Immoral pictures
from them. In many kar Tooms, the police
say, such pictures are in the machines.
Maj. Bylvester sayvs that persons who fall
to observe the law in this respect will be
progecuted.

In another order the police are told to
discontinue the wearlng of the chains at-
tached to their badges. A The Star called
attention to this question some time ago,
and Maj. Sylvester gave the matter careful
attention before issuing the order. Not
only did he find that the chain was un-
sightly, but it also endangered the officer's
clothing when making arrests.
