A BRYAN BOMBSHELL
It I Fired by the Democratic

National Committee,

DEEGTE NUST BE INSTRUCTED

Important Warning Issued by the
Press Committee.

THE EFFECT LOCALLY

The Bryan democrats of the District were
in high spirits today over the action of the
democratic national committee in sending
out through its press bureau, late last
week, a notification to democrats to in-
struct all delegates sent to Kansas City.
The circular. which is in the nature of a

warning, has been sent to democratic news-

papers throughout the country from the na-

tional committee's headquarters in the
Unity building at Chicago. It bears the
caption. "Instruct All Delegates," printed
in bold-faced type, and is liberally be-
sprinkled with significant sentences printed
in capitals. It reads as follows:
"A just test of party sincerity this year

on the part of eith'r public men or news-
papers professing to be democratic is their
insistence that all delegates to the-Kansas
City convention shadi be instructed to vote
for the reaffirmation of the Chicago plat-
form and for thi nomination only of men
who were openly and actively loyal to that
platform in 18116 and are known still to be
in thorough sympawuy with it.
"In many states of the Union men who

treacherously deserted Mr. Bryan in 1896
and contributed to the election of McKin-
ley and all the ?vils of monopoly and mili-
tarism which followed in its wake are now
returning to the democratic ranks. They
come with smooth words on their lips and
fair promises of present loyalty, and the
great democratic organization of the na-
tion, scorning all that would savor of vin-
dictiveness, opens its doors to them and re-
ceives them back into full communion.
"But it would be folly, it would be a

criminal blunder to grant to those return-
ing renegades the fullest privilege of mem-
beaship in the dimocratic party without
exacting from them some proot of their
present willingness to abide by the estab-
lished creed of the party. We would fall
short of our duty as a democratic newspa-
,per did we fail to point out that while the
public utterances of many of these men
are seemingly expressive of full acqui-
escence In the party program, it is only too
surely known that they seek readmittance
to the party only in the hope of controllingit and turning it away from the service of
the people, back to the state of serfdom to
plutocracy whence it was rescued in 1896.
"Proof of such a conspiracy exists. it is

being perfected with all the skill which the
conielencoiess politicians who had dominat-
ed the party prior to 15IW posaess. and it
is being financelI with the wealth which the
Whitn.-ys. the Lamonto, the t-neilicts and
the Dickinsons were ever able to draw from
the men and the corporations tha.t desire
to control the national administration for
their .wn benefit.
"There is but one methboil of defeating

these conspirators. It is the me-thod em-
l,!oyel in 1.410, to wr-st control of the party
fr:m the! plutocratic forces which at that
time controll-d. It is the binding of all
'le!egates by rigil instruerions. From the
iistrict convention; from the latter to the
national conve,ntion, the chain of instrue-
tions should he complete. No national del-
egate. nor any man who is chosen to take
p)art in the selection of national delegates
shoulil he left subject to the influence which
plut'rney will undoubtedly strive to exert.
All shoull be instructed for the reatilrma-
tion of the Chicago plotform amtI the selee-
tion of candidates loyal to it in 18Wti, and
loyal now.

"Oplmsition to this mthod is in itself in-
dipation of dlibtful party loyalty. Let the
motto be: Instruct."
The press committee of the democratic

national committee consists of Senator J.
K. Jones. chairman; Clark Howell, sr., vice
chairman; C. A. Walsh, secretary; Josephus
Daniels. Alexander Troup, J. G. Johnson,
with Willis J. Abbott manager of the pressbureat.
The warning had something the effect of

a bombshell in the Norris camp, as Mr.
Norris and his recognized lieutenants have
openly declared their opposition to sending
an instructed delegation from the District
to Kansas City.

Talk With Mr. Norris.
A Star reporter asked Mr. Norris this

morning what he thought of the publication.
"I an' very much surprised at it." he re-

plied. "As I have stated, I prefer not to
have the District delegation instructed, but
if the article you have just read is author-
itative it will change the program. In any
event. if the local convention deeldes to in-
+truct our delegates to Kansas tity I will,
of course. as a good democrat, have to do it.
I have repeatedly stated this as my position
from first to last.
"I am thonughly satisfied with the sit-

nation in the District at large and the sev-
eral eI-ction districts composing it. The
gentlemen whose names are on the tickets
to be vot-d at the primaries male me full
reports Saturday night. and were confident
of success. So am I. So far as any discon-
tent is couc rned among my friends, I have
not liarn-l of it."

Position of Bryan Democrats.
The Bryan democrats declare that it is

too late now for Mr. Norris and his friends
t- change front. The lhaders are a unit in
regarding the ukase of the national com-
mittee as an authoritative recognition and
commendation of the issue they originally
raised here in the District, and they declara
that the Norris faction comes in under the
circular's description of those who want to
secure control at Kansas City in order to
frustrate the intentions and desires of th
overwhelming majority of the party which
stands for Bryan and the Chicago plat-
form, and the Nebraska platform as well.
The new development has not affected

the vigor of th'ir campaign preparations,
however, and they are now outlining a
course to follow in case the democratic
central committee declines, or ignores,
which is regarded as more probable, their
request to be represented by judges and
waitchers at the polls,

Voter's to Be Counted.
As well known a body of six Bryan sup-

porters have been already selected to be
present at each of the polling places at the
primary election April 10. It is the custom
in the local democratic party to hold much
elections in the evening instead of having
the pulls open all day as the republican
system provides. The polls are usually open
two or three hours. This gives any persons
interested in the voting a chance to keep
close scrutiny on the voters. It is the in-
tention of the Bryan democrats, it is un-
derstood, to assign three of the six repre-
sentatives at each polling place to tehe soie
duty of counting the number of voters who
present themselves at the polls, and thus
sascertain just how many didI so, taking no
account of their preferences or how they
voted. The three representatives not thus
engaged will do the usual work of handing
out tickets to prospective voters, buttonhol-
ing them and using the other means and
methods to influence their votes usual on
such occasions. The counters, when the
polls are closed, will compsre their tally
slips and the least number shown on each
unless there is such a wide divergence in
the three as to make a mistake apparent,
will be sworn to tn the shape of affidavits
that the number of persons presenting
themselves to vote were in accordance
thereto.
In case more ballots are found in the

boxes than there were persons counted go-
log to the polls the afidavits of the watch-
ers will be used as evidence to show such a
discrepancy.

LOOKING TO INDEPENDENCE
WHAT SENATO~R PIA;ATT SAYS OF THU

FEEIING IN9 CUBA.

Observatteams othe Senators Who Re-

cently Visited the Island-Ameri-
eaft Ca1iltalpeaitating.

The subcommittee of the Senate. consist-
ing of Senators 1att (Conn.). Aldrich and
Teller, which went to Cuba for the purpose
of personally itivestigating conditions on
the island with a view to intelligent action
by Congress with respect to Cuba has re-
turned to Washington. Senator Platt. chair-
man of the subcomnmittee, has authorised
the following statement concerning the sub-
committee's observation:
"We inquired as carefully and complete-

ly as we could, with the limited time at our
disposal, Into t1- condition of the people
of the Island. tlitr needs, and the prospect
of the establilgnent of an independent, sat-
Isfactory and stable governmenrt by and
for the people of Cuba. We were in Ha-
vana In all five days. We also visited the
provinces of Pinar del Rio, Matanzas and
Santa Clara, being unable to go to Santiago
and Puerto Principe as we very much
wished. We saw and conversed with a
great many prominnenit and leading men
fron all portions of the island, men who
represent different ideas and interests, from
Intense conservatism to decided radicalism,.
and returned with a much better under-
standing of the problem to be solved and
the steps to be taken in Its solution than
we could possibly obtain otherwise than by
a personal visit.

Looking to Independenee.
"It may be said of all classes in Cuba

that they are looking to the establishment
of an independent government, a Cuban
repu'blic. A few are Impatient and wish
for immediate and complete independence.
Others are less impatient, believing that
sufficient time should be taken to avoid
mistakes and to set up the new govern-
ment upon such firm basis as to insure its
success and permanence.

Coming Municipal Eleetions.
All are looking forward to the municipal

elections that are to take place In the lat-
ter part of May, t'egarding such elections
as the first step toward the establishment
of the new government. Much will depend
upon the result of these elections. If they
take place without disorder and good ofil-
ctals are elected, that will go far to prove
the capacity of the people for self-govern-
ment, and steps can be taken without great
delay for further progress in that direction.
The problem is complicated by the fact that
self-government is an untried experiment,
by a people who have had little opportunity
to study its principles or its details, its ne-
cessities or its responsibilities. Many of
the more conservative citizens and business
men, unfortunately, show too much dispo-
sition to hold aloof.

Gen. Wood's Administration.
"We were much impressed by the evi-

dences of good administration of the af-
fairs of the island under Gov. Gen. Wood.
He has had a very difficult and compli-
cated problem to deal with; conditions
growing out of 3W0 years of Spanish mis-
rule and the consequent character of the
people of Cuba make every step in its so-
lution embarrassing. but we are convinced
that he is the right man in the right place,
and that his administration, though firm.
is as gentle as lossible and calculated to
lead the people wise'y to the establishment
of an independent government which shall
have close relations with our own and in
which the interests both of the people of
Cuba and the Unlited States shall be surely
subserved. It is not too much to say that
the people of Cuba, In respect to the forma-
tion of a stable and beneficent govern-
ment, are very much like chil!dren who
have to be taught and led. They regard the
United States as their friend and teacher,
and as a whole' are quite willing to be
guided.

The Island'n Future.
"There are great possibilities in the Is-

land. It is fertile, has great natural re-
sources and is capable of supporting a
population four or five times larger than It
numbers at present. On the whole there
has been marvelous recuperation since the
declaration of peace. but it needs American
capital and American enterprise, which
hesitates as yet to go there. English and
German capital seems more confident and is
being invested. Surely our own people
ought to have as much confidence in the
future of Cuba as foreigners have. On the
whole we were much pleased and encour-
aged. The people of the United States and
of Cuba should alike exercise patience, be-
Ing assured that thereby progress will be
most certain."

DEPARTURE OF MARINES.

Nearly a Hundred Left Yesterday
Morning for Mare Inland.

A detachmant of nearly one hundred
marines from the headquarters of the
United States marine corps In this city left
Washington yesterday morning for the
naval station at Mare Island, Cal., where,
after remaining a brief time, it is expected
they will be transported to Manila for duty
at the Cavite station. The detail was in
command of Capt. James E. Mahoney. In
addition to the commanding officer, seven
lieutenants of the corps left on the same
train. Most of thsm will proceed directly
to the Philippines.
Col. F. H. Harrington, commanding the

marine barracks in this city, had charge of
the arrangements for dispatching the de-
tachment. He ordtred out the full Marine
Band, under the direction of Prof. Santel-
mann, and the men who were leaving for
the west were escorted from the barracks
near the navy yard to whare their special
train of the Chesapeake and Ohio railroad
was awaiting them, at ith street and Mary-
land avenue southwest. Here the men
were given a rousing send-off by a largs
gathering of friends and relatives. While
the preparations for departure were In
progress the band played many selections,
including a mnadley of patrIotic airs. As
the train lefit, promptly at 9 o'clock, the
musicians rendered "The Girl I Left Be-
hind Me," according to the usual custom.
The men traveled in tourist sleeping cars
and everything was done to provids for a
comfortable trip across the continent.
Among the officers who went west on the

train were Lieut. James McE. Huey, who
has been acting as adjutant of the marine
barracks here, and Lieut. Jay M. Salladay,
who has been on duty at the Washington
navy yard. Both young officers were de-
servedly popular in this city with their
superiors, brothers-in-arms and their many
friends among the residents of the capital
city. Tne other officers were Lieuts. Will-
iam E. Hopkins. Wright. A. S. Williams,
Hirschinger and Roosevelt, the latter be-
ing a nephew o0 the governor of New York.

WIDENING COLUMBIA ROAD.

Property Owners Petition the District

Counmminioner.A large majority of the property owners

on Columbia road between 16th and 18th
streets have petitioned the District Com-

missioners to secure the widening of the
road between the two streets mentioned to

a width of li9 feet, which is the width of

the thoroughfare west of 18th street. Last
week a meeting of the property owners was

held, at which it was decided to take steps
to secure the proposed action, and today
the Commissioners gave a hearing to those
interested. Those present were Messrs. W.
H. Weed, C. B. Tanner. Donald McPher-
son, B. P. Mlmmaej, S. B. Ladd and a

number of others.
The Commissioners, in their report on the

bill providing for the extension of the Met-
ropolitan railroad from 18th street and
Columbia road, along the latter thorough-
fare to 16th street, and thence to Park
street, suggested the widening of Columbia
road to m feet between 1th and 18th
streets, and Capt. Beach, the Engineer
Commissioner, explained to those present
at today's conference that in doing so the
Commissioners had In mind, first, the ex-
tension of the railroad, as proposed. In
suggesting 80 feet as the width of the road,
Capt. Beach said the suggestion was made
in such foryn that, if the bill becomes law,
its width can, in the discretion of the Com-
missioners, be made wider. Referring to a

desire of the property owners for such a
width as would secure a parking asace,
Capt. Beach stated that the property own-
ers can secure such apace by asktng for
condemnation proceedings. -In other words.
he said the property owners can practical-
ly establish their own building line in soch
a manner as to secure sufficient parking
space.
Several of the property owners addressed

the Commissioners briefly and informally.
and after the explanations made by the
Engineer Commissioner general satisfaction
was expressed with the report made by the
Commissioners on the bill providing for
the extension of the Metropolitan railroad.
Mr. Mimmacic, who apparently voiced, the
sentiments of the property owners present.
said: 'I think the Commissioners' report
all that we could ask, as it leaves the
width of the road to their discretion."

FOR GEN. HENRY'S WIDOW.

Movement to Raine a Fund Started to
New York.

The New York Herald of yesterday says:
Within the last few months two private

funds have beei started to relieve the wid-
ows of two most gallant offilcers. victims of
the war. against Spain and in the Philip-
ines. The first of these funds, for the
widow of Gen. Lawton. quickly grew 1o
the full sum desired-$-510Aisnd has been
turned over to its beneficiary. The secondi.
for the benefit of the widow of Gen. Guy
V. Henry. has just been started. but the'r.
is no reason why It shtuld not grow a

rapidly as the former. Certainly no ffi-r
-rot even the heroic Lawton-ev-r ft ;ht
more gallant ly for Ith,, ting or veisrpi a
fuller measure of levotison t, th ser vice
of his country than did "ihting Guy
Henry, as he was known thro)ughout the
ai-my.
The necessity of private funsl to protvide

for the wdows of other depenents of ths-
who have given life'tines of servie-in
many cases their v-rv lif. bltd-for their
country is in one sense' de-ploro ble. In an-
other sense it is fortunate, for it gives the
people whom these men havt servel so well
an opportunity to show their appreciation
of unselfish and heroic devotion to duty.
In any event the necssity exists. As is
well known, the pay of an army officer is
such as to make it practically impossible
for im to accumulate a competency for
his family, while the provision made byCongress for widows of officers holding the
rank of colonel or above who die in the
service is $30 per month. This sum, of
course. is entirely inadequate to provide
for the needs of persons in the social posi-
tion occupied by the wife of a hrlgadier
general, but it is rarely exceeded. and then
only by the enactment of a special act.
The popular subscription, therefore, has be-
come the recognIsed meazis of providing for
such cases.

It would have been Impossible to select
two persons more deserving of such sub-
scriptions than the fearleas Lawton and
the intrepid Henry. Both were daring lend-
ers, both were tdolised by their men. both
gave their live. in the service of their
country. Although Gen. Henry did not fall
In the field as did Lawton, but died in New
York city in October last while on leave.
there Is no dottbt that his end was brought
about by the 'hardships of the serv-ice. Whiehhad Occupied him for forty years. and by
the strain incident to the performantce of
his duties as the first American gov-ernorof Porto Rico. His slight frame. weakened
by many wounds received in tierce battles
and Indian camnpaigs,. succumbed to the
hard task of bringing ordesr ouit of chaos
in the first coioninl nossession to come tin-
der the control of thet United States. When
he was invalided home from Porto Rico
last summer it was understood that his con-
stitution was broken and that he never
would be able to reurn io his post.

The difficulties of technique and
composition were handled In a mannier to
show that Miss Riehl has a remarkable
command over the keyboard, and pays
carefual attention to the composer'. -thought
and ideas. At times there was evident an
overabundance of tone quality, but this
was In a great measure to he overiooked
on account of the musical quality brought
from the istrument. Eseially beauatiful
was her Interpretation of Beethoven. Sum-
med up.- Miss Riehil Is a moat interestIng
young pianist, and as she mature. in her
art will distingulsh herself.
