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DISASTER TO BRITISH
Boers Capture Five Companies of

General Roberts' Troops.

MET.E CANURES BOER FORCE

Gen. de Wlebois-Mareuil Killed in

the Action.

CECIL RHODES IN ENGLAND

LONDON. April 6.-Following is the text
of Lord Roberts' dispatch to the war of-
fice announcing the capture of five com-

panies of his troops:
"BLOEMFONTEIN, Thursday, April 5.-

Another unfortunate occurrence has oc-

curred. resulting, I fear, in the capture of
a party of infantry consisting of three
companies of the Rcyal Irish 'Fusiliers and
two companies of the 9th Regiment of
Mounted Infantry, near Reddersburg. a lit-
tle eastward of Bethsny railway station,
within a few miles of this place. They
were surrounded by a stronger force of the
enemy wi:h four or five guns. The detach-
ment he'd out from r.oon, April 3, until
April 4, 9 a.m.. and then, apparently, sur-

rendered, for it is reported that the firing
ceased at that time.
"Immediately after I heard the news,

during the aftern' a of April 3, I ordered
Gatacre to proceed from Springfontein, his
present headquarters, to Reddersburg with
all possible speed, and I dispatched the
Cameron highlanders hence to Bethany.
He arrived at teddersburg at 10:30 yester-
day morning without opposition, but could
get no news of the missing detachment.
There can be no doubt the whole party has
been made prisoners."

Disaster to a Boer Force.
The war office has received the following

dispatch from Lord Roberts, dated Bloem-
fon:ein, Thursday, -pril -:
"Methuen telegraphs from Boshof (in the

Orange Free State. a little northeast of
Kimberley) as follows:
"'Surounded General Villebois Mareuil

and a body of Boers today. None escaped.
Villelsis and seven Beers killed, eight
wounded. fifty prisoners.'
"Our losses were: Killed, Captains Boyle

and \\ iii ama. both of the Yeomanry, and
two men of the Yeomanry. Wounded,
about Seven men.

"'li. e attack lasted four hours. The
corps behaved very well. Our force was
composed of Yeomanry, the Kimberley
mounted corps and the 4th Battery of Ar-
tillery.'

Gen. de Villebols Mareuil was the chiefof staff of the Boer army. He was aboutfifty years oid, and is said to have been
res-pnsible for many of the Boer successesin Natal and later in Cape Colony and thes. uth-rn part of the Orange Free State.It is said that he entered the Boer servicem.-r.ly be~ause var was his trade. Hewnt through a number of campaigns int.,e Fr.n-h army.

NO SETLEMENT IN SIGHT.

Strike of Machinists in Cleveland Far
From Adjustment.

CLEVELAND. Ohio, April 6.-The manu-
facturers of this city have decided that they
will not hold a conference with a committee
of the striking machinists, headed by Ptes-
ident O'Connell of the International Union.
As a result a settlement of the strike here
seems farther away than ever.
"It is war now," said President O'Connell

of the International Machinists' Union.
"The Cleveland employers have refused to
confer concerning the strike, and that is a

declaration of war. Any attempt to assist
the Cleveland manufacturers on the part of
manufacturers of other cities will be a vio-
lation of the Chicago agreement, and will
precipitate a strike wherever it is at-
tempted."
Twenty-six concerns out of nearly 100

have granted the demands of the strikers.
At these places the men have resumed
work.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.

Collided With Another Steamer in Fog
Off Cape Town.

CAPE TOWN, April 6.-The British
steamer Mexican of the Union line, Capt.
Martin, which arrived here March 14 from
Southampton, and which left here April 4,
has been sunk in collision with a cattle
transport. The Mexican's passengers re-

turned here on board the cattle boat.
The Mexican was going at half speed in

a thick fog when the collision occurred.
It is now learned that the vessel with

which she collided was the British steamer
Winkfield. of 2.632 tons, which sailed from
London. March 1, via Las Palmas, March
19, for Table bay.
The disaster happened eighty miles from

Cape Town. Most of the letter mails were
saved.

The steamer Mexican was built at Sun-
derland in 1382. was 378 feet long, had 47-
foot beam and was 29 feet 3 inches deep.
She registered 4.661 tons gross and 2.:41
tons net. She was owned by the Union
Steamship Company, Limited, of South-
ampton.

SENATOR ALEXANDER TESTIFIES.

He Was In Gov. Taylor's Office When
Goebel Was Shot.

FRANKFORT, Ky., April 6.-State Sena-
tor George H. Alexander was one of the
witnesses before the grand jury this morn-

ing. He was in the executive office talk-
ing to Gov. Taylor at the time Gov. Goebel
was assassinated. He detailed what he saw

there, and said that Gov. Taylor, who was

very much excited, draw a pistol, fearing
that a mob would attack the executive
office. Alexander went out a~ back door,
fearing to go out the front way on account
of the excitement. Wharton G-Iden, the
sergeant of the Barbourevilte military com-

pany, will testify this afternoon.

MORE TROUBLE FOR THE BRITISH.

Tribal Fighting in Ashanti Jeopar-
dizes English Interests.

ACCRA, British Gold Coast, Africa, April
5.-Tribal fighting has taken place in Ash-
anti. Gov. and Lady Hodgson are at Coo-
massie. The telegraph wires have been cut,
communication stopped and dispatches de-
stroyed.
A body of hussars is leaving here for Coo-

massie. The situation appears to be
serious.

THE PENNSYLVANIA R. R. BILL.

Senate District Committee Authorizes
a Favorable Report.

The Senate committee on the District of
Columbia met today. The committee
authorized the subcommittee in charge of
the Pennsylvania railway bill to report the
same favorably to the Senate as soon as

it had settled details of the measure to 1:s
satisfaction. The committee also discussed
the question of having one or two bridges
across the Potomac, which subject is cov-

ered in the Pennsylvania railroad bill, and
decided in favor of having two bridgs.
The committee autherized favorable re-

ports on bills to permit the extension of the
tracks of the East Washington Heights
Lailroad Company,* with an amendment
authorizing the Marlboro' Railroad Com-
pany to use the same route.
The House bill for the incorporatian of

the Frederick Iheoglass Memorial As-ocla-
tion was authorized to he fav-rably re-
ported to the Senate. The committee author
ized an adverse report on Senate bill 2''93
for the relief of Jeseph S. Boss.

WAS DEPARTMENT EMPLOYES.

No One Incapneitnted to Perform Man-
ual Labor to Which lie is Assigned.
Assistant Secretary Meiklejohn has sent

a report to Congress giving the ages of the
1.116 employes of the War Department.
The employes are distributed as follows:
Office of the Secretary, 63; record and

pension flce. 470; adjutant general's office,
1;'5; nspee:or general's ofice, 11; judge ad-
vocate generals office, 12: quartermaster
generals office, 117; commissary general's
office, .6; surgeon general's office, 118; pay-
master general's office, 25; office of chief
of engineers, 76; office of chief of ordnance,
43; office of chief signal officer, 5, making
a total of 1.116, of which number 39 are
laborers.
The employes are divided by ages as fol-

lows: From 14 to 19 years, I; from 20 to
29, 86; from 34. to 39, 221); from 40 to 49, 201;
from 54) to 50, 344; from 64) to 64. 138; from
615 to ti.4, 57: from 70) to 74, 20); from 'h to
79,. 7; over 80 y.ears, 3.

In accordance with a request for Infor-
mation on that point Mr. Meiklejohn says
that there are 29 employee "who have a
physical disability which probably renders
them unable for the performance of some
kinds of physical labor, but that no em-
ploye of the department is permanently in-
capacitated, either physicaliy or mentally,
for the performance of manual labor in-
volved In the duties to which assigned."
The employes partially Incapacitated are

old soldiers of the civil war, who lack
either an arm, or a leg, or a hand, or a
foot, but are otherwise fully qualified for
the duties upon which they are engaged.
In one single caae the partial disablity re-
ferred to is the result of age.
Chief Engineer Baird. superintendent of

the State. War and Navy departmeats, lha
made a similar report in regard to the em-|ployes of his office. They number 214 andI
consist of 01 watchmen, 28 firemen, 10 con-
ductors. 17 laborers. 9 engineers, 4 mechan-ice, 4 skilled laborers. S0 charwomen and I
clerk. None are under twenty nor any over
eighty years of age. 'Their ages are stated
as follows: From 20 to 29, 17; from a0 to
119, 31; from 40 to 49, 58: from 50 to-m, 60;from 60 to 64, 26; from 65 to 69. 15: from 70
to 74. 7; from 75 to 79, 5. One of the last
named class is a charwoman and the other

FEAR THE STRIKERS
Citizens of Greenwich, Conn,, Ask

for Police Protection.

SHERIFF AND POSSE ORDERED OUT

Governor May Be Called on for

Military Support.

PARADE IS PROHIBITED

GREENWICH, Conn., April 6.-There is
much excitement in Greenwich today over
the possible serious developments of the
strike in the building trades.
The strikers have announced their inten-

tion of parading today despite the prohibi-
tions of the authorities. The latter have
summoned High Sheriff Hawley to the
scene, and Gov. Lounsbery, it is said, has
been communicated with, and has promised
to send Stamford and Norwalk militia com-
panies if necessary. Arrangements have
been made to meet a crisis with a constab-
ulary of 200 men drawn from the police of
other towns and cities.

Precipitated by Italians.
The trouble has been precipitated by the

Italian laborers, who have seized this op-
portunity to press their demands for more

pay and less work. They have paraded to
some extent, and in some cases have in-
duced by force or argument a few workmen
to leave their labors and join them.
The town authorities were annoyed be-

cause of repeated protests from citizens
against the toleration of these parades.
Just at this time the summer residents are
beginning to arrive, and this has added to
the discomfort of the permanent residents
who fear that the situation may damage
Greenwich. The officials in response to the
pressure brought to bear issued an order
prohibiting parades or other demonstra-
tions. The strikers accepted the gauntlet
and announced an elaborate parade for to-
day. The guardians of the peace, seized
with apprehension, appealed to the county
authorities.

Sheriff Hawley on the Scene.
Sheriff Havwiey reached Greenwich short-

ly after 10 o'clock. His posse had been
augmented at various stations between
Bridgeport and Greenwich, until he had
about sixty deputies, including reveral uni-
formed policemen from other cities. The
posse marched to the town hall and there
awaited the strikers, who, it is reported, are
gathering in Port Ch.ter. Pickets have
been strethet out and the preparations are
completed for meeting at least 100 strikers.

MtORE TROOPS FOI ROBERTS.

Dunraven's Sharpshooters Lenve for
Soutih Africa Amid Enthusiasm.

LONDON, April 6.-Dunraven's Sharp-
shooters started for South Africa today,
amidst the usual scenes of enthusiasm.
Lord Dunraven, at the last moment, decided
to accompany the force, and has been post-
ed as a supernumerary captain on the bat-
talion staff.
The idea of forming the corps originated

with Henry Seton-Karr, member of parlia-
ment for St. Helens. who is well known in
ran-hing circles in the western part of the
United States. The men were chosen for
their shooting capabilities. In one com-
pany alone seven of the men had figured in
the final stage of the Queen's prize at the
Bisley shooting tournament.
The corps is going to Beira and will join

Maj. Gen. Carrington's force for service on
the northern border of the Transvaal.

FOR DISTRICT SUFFHAGE.

Representative Champ (lark of Mis-
sourl Declares ilm Position.

Mr. Champ Clark of Missouri made a

speech in the House this afternoon in favor
of suffrage in the District. It was during
the debate on the proposition to give Ha-
waii a delegate in Congress, which Mr.
Clark favored. He said he would go fur-
ther and create the District of Columbia
into a territory, with a delegate in Con-
gress. He had introduced a bill in the
House for that purpose, but could not get
It reported from the committee.
"But when the democrats get this House

in the next Congress," said Mr. Clark, "I
will have a report In that bill or devil that
committee to death."
"Why didn't you get it when you did

have the House?" asked Mr. Capron of
Rhode Island.
"Oh, I was green then: but I am not

green now," replied Mr. Clark.
Mr. Clark said he would like to be in

Washington when the first election for del-
egate came off.
"It would beat any Dannybrook fair." he

said. "There would be 300 candidates for
the office."
Mr. Clark added that within sight of the

dome of the Capitol there were '0[5.u50 dis-
franchised citizens, white and black, who
have no more voice in their government
than have the savages of Africa.
He said it was the saddest commentary

on free government he had ever witnessed.
When he first came to Washington he had
asked why the residents of the District
were not allowed to vote, and the reply
was "that the d-d niggers and the poor
whites would vote us into bankruptcy."
lie said if the colored man was good
enough to vote in the ninth Missouri dis-
trict, and vote against him (Mr. Clark) he
was good enough to vots here and have a
voice in his own government. He said
that whenever the United States wanted to
make an experiment in government it was
tried on the poor District of Columbia, and
ha was surprised that the people were not
worn out by this time.
His bill, -he said. proposed to enfranchise

the citizens of Washington, and he pro-
poses to urge it all the time and will passit. Mr. Clark said he would print the bill
in the Record as part of his remarks.

$II JUDGE CONCUR IN VERDICT

Two Republicans Vote With the
Democratic Members of Court.

DURELLE ALONE DISSENTED

FRANKFORT, Ky., April 6.-The court
of appeals today handed down a decision in
the governorship case in favor of the dem-
ocrats. The opinion is by six of the judges-
four democrats and two republicans. One
republican, Durelle, dissented.
The republican judges, Burnam and

Guffy, gave a separate opinion from the
democratic judges, but which agreed with
the democratic members in Its conclusion.
Judge Hobson wrote the opinion of the

court. The concurrence of Judges Burnam
and Guffy with the four democratic judges
was a surprise generally, but to the re-
publicans especially, and there is much
speculation now as to whether the talked-of
appeal to the United States Supreme Court
will be prosecuted.

GOEBEL'S ASSASSIN KNOWN.

He I. a Mountain Feudist and Is at
Large.

LOISVILLE, April 6.-The Courier-Jour-
nal prints a circumstantial story which
purports to give the details of the concep-
tion and execution of the plot to kill Sen-
ator Goebel.- The story is based upon evi-
dence said to have been given to the at-
torneys for the prosecution of Wharton
Golden, W. H. Culton, H. Youtsey and
others. The story gives the name of the
man suspected of having fired the shot
that killed Senator Goebel. He Is a Clay
county feudist. He is supposed to be in the
mountains and has not yet been arrested.
The story follows the evidence given by

Golden in the preliminary trial of Caleb
Powers as to the bringing to Frankfort of
the armed mountain feudists. The men im-
plicated In the conspiracy are.the same who
were implicated by Golden's testimony, sev-
eral of whom are now under arrest, while
others are either in the mountains or in
neighboring states. The story follows Gol-
den's testimony as to the plan to cause a
riot in the legislature, during which dem-
ocratic members were to have been killed;
tells how the alleged plan to kill Senator
Goebel was carried out; of the purchase of
a well-known Cincinnati house of twenty-
five steel bullets, smokeless powder car-
tridges; the procuring of a 38-caliber rifle
with which the shooting is said to have
been done, the weapon being returned an
hour afterward, and the payment of $l.000in advance to the man who did the shoot-Ing. After the shooting the man who did
the work Is said to have been escorted to
the mountains by a number of armed men.

RICHMOND, Va., April 6.-Most of the

republican leaders are shaking hands with
themselves over the apparent restoration
of harmony in the party. It is generally
believed that the state convention to be
held at Norfolk next week will be some-

thing of a love feast. President McKin-
ley's administration will be heartily and
enthusiastically indorsed. and the delega-
tion will be instructed to vote for the re-
nomination of the President.
An effort will be made to instruct the

delegation to vote for Colonel James D.
Brady of Petersburg, the collector of inter-
nal revenue for this district, for Vice Presi-
dent. Colonel Brady's friends are opposed
to this being done. The move to give the
colonel a complimentary vote originated at
the meeting of republicans at Chesterfield
Court House on Monday last. ' ise author
of the resolution is James H. Hayes, a

colored lawyer of Richmond, who has un-
til recently been fighting the faction of the
party with which Colonel Brady is identi-
lied as a leader.
There will probably be a fight over the

national committeeman. George E. Bow-
den of Norfolk now holds this position.
Congressman R. A. Wise and his followers
will, no doubt, object to his re-election for
Mr. Bowden opposed Dr. Wise's candidacyfor Congress. Mr. Bowden belongs to the
faction in control and his re-election Is
practically assured.

vention are Park Agnew of Alexandria, S.
Brown Allen of Augusta, James D. Brady
of Petersburg and George E. Bowden of
Norfolk.

NEW PUBLIC SCHOOL BOARD

Other Amendments Affecting Dif-
ferent Departments.

INCREASES PROVIDED

The District appropriation bill as reported
to the Senate today appropriates a total of
$7,457,753.31. The total increase provided
for Is $726,456. The total amount appro-
priated in the bill as reported to the Senate
is $421,836.17 less than the estimates of the
Commissioners, and it is an increase over
the appropriation for 1900 of $621,219.54.
The total increases allowed follow: Ex-

ecutive office, $600; collector's office, $1,400;
auditor's office, $1,500; attorney's office,
$K00; engineer's office, $950; street sweeping
office, $300; contingent and miscellaneous,
District government, $1,500; furniture for
municipal building, $500; improving the
municipal wholesale market, $25,000; as-
sessment and permit work, $20,000; work on
streets and avenues as per schedules, $75,-
1)00; paving 15th street from V to W streets,
$3,500; paving 7th street from Pennsylvania
avenue to E street and from G to K streets.

amount in excess of the rates herein pre-scribed shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and shall pay to the District ofColumbia the sum of $50 for each and everyoffense, to be collected as other fines are
now collected in the District of Columbia:And provided further, that the Commis-sioners of the District of Columbia arehereby directed to investigate and report indetail to Congress, at the beginning of the
next regular session, the cost of furnishingthe are lights provided for in this section."For the protection of the harbor, $3.,dinstead of $2100 provided by the House billis appropriated.

Rock Creek Bridge.

A House of Detention.
A house of detention for certain persons

is provided for, as follows:

the discretion of the Commissioners) ofgirls and women over sixteen years of age,arrested by the police on charge of offenseagainst any law in force in the District ofColumbia, or held as witnesses, or heldpending invest'gation, examination, orotherwise, $5,100, or so much thereof as
may be necessary: Provided, That all par-sons held or detained under public authori-ty prior to tot adjudication of cases inwhich they may be involved shall be heldat the place so provided."

Police Department.
Under the metropolitan police, thirty-five

instead of thirty-two sergeants, fifty in-
stead of twenty-five privates of class 1, 20

may prescribe, for the collection and dis-posal of the city waste, including dead ani-mals and garbage, of the District of Co-lumbia, for the flive years next ensuingafter July 1, 1900; and in the event of theinability of said Commissioners to enterinto any such contract or contracts, asaforesaid, or in the event of the failure of
any contractor or contractors to proceedwith the work on July 1, 1900, said Com-missioners are hereby authorized to enterinto a contract or contracts, without ad-vertisement, for the removal and disposalof all such material, so as to secure thecontinuous collection and disposal of gar-bage and dead animals, until a new contract r
for the period of live years can be enteredinto and work commenced thereunder, ata rate not to exceed the amount named tothis act."

PREDICTIONS OF PASSAGE

Secretary Root read to the cabinet today
the full instructions which have been pre-
pared for the Philippine commission. The
irstructions will be made public in several
weeks. The commission will sail from San
Francisco about the l5th of this month. It
is stated that the position of secretary to
the commission will be left vacant at pres-
ent. It was offered to Charles M. Pepper,
but when he declined no other tender was
rade, owing to the short time in which a
person accepting could get ready.
Admiral Dewey's candidacy for the pres-

idency was touched upon by cabinet mem-
bers in the same way that individuais
everywhere refer to it. There was nothing
serious in the consideration given the sub-
ject. Of course, there was nothing for of-
ficial action in the case, and the talk was
unofficial.
Secretary Root has received a telegram

from Porto Rico announcing some trouble
there over the arrival of Jamaican negroes
who went in to work. The natives resented
the intrusion and in a small riot killed one
of the arrivals. Secretary Root merely re-
ferred to the matter.

Going to St. Petersburg.
President McKinley received a visit this

morning from Jotaro Koruma, the Japan-
ese minister to the United States. Mr.
Komura will leave this country next
Thursday for St. Petersburg. having been
transferred to Russia by Japan. and his
visit totbe President was one of farewell.
Mr. Komura expressed regret at leaving
the tnited States, and the President was
equally sincere in wishing that he could
have remained here.
Diplomats and those who have studied

the eastern situation see some significance
in this and another transfer recently made.
Thin Pom Ye, who was the Corean minis-
ter here so long, only a few weeks ago
=aid farewell to the President. having
seen accredited to three or four Europeanoun'ries. but chiefly to Russia.
Mr. Ye and Mr. Komura are recognized as

two of the foremost diplomats of the east.
Moreover, they represent two countr:es that
are just now on exceedingly friendly terms.
In case of trouble with Russia. It is thought.
Japan and ('urea would be allies unless
Russia could manage to bring about an es-
trangement between them, to her own
profit.
Mr. Komura is a graduate of Harvard and

is considered one of the most en!lghtened
men of the world. He will be a match foP
Russian diplmats. It is learned that no
change is to he made in the stall of the
Japanese mission at St. Petersburg.
Japan and Russia. like two gants who

have long been on the verge of a collision,
are now sizing each other up by modern
diplomatic methods before beginning the
etruggle. In Mr. Komura Japan has a
jrilliant representative, and in this pre-liminary bout will get none the worst. Chin
