OBSTRUCTIONS IN I-LAND WATERS.

Statement of the Work of the Navy
Department.

To correct a mistaken impression to the
effect that the Navy Department is setk-
ing to Infringe upon the army engineering
bureau In the matter of removal of obstruc-
tions and conitrol ot thel inland water, of
the United States. Admiral Bradford, chi'f
of the equipment bureau. Navy Depart-
ment. has submitted memorandum to the
House committee on appropriatlonls. He
explains the necessity for the various items
of appropriation suggeated by him in behalf
of the hydrographic oicee, and says that
the appropriation sought for under the head
of "Continuing the investigationsad
charting of reported obstructiona to net-
gation In the United States waters of the
great lakes" applies to the location only at
obstructions. 'nere is no authority con-.
firmed by the clause for the assumption by

the hydrographic otcee of any of thit dui-tes in a matter of removals of obstructions

that now devolve upon the army engineers.
