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SEVERED HIS WINDPIPE

ABRAHAM FADELEY COMMITS SUI-
CIDE WITH A RAZOR.

Was Employed in the Internal Rev-
ernue Burean—Long a Vietim

of Nervousness.

Abraham Fadeley, aged fifty years, and
employed in she United States internal rev-
enue bureay, died at the Emergency Hospi-
tal at 11 o'clock today from the effects of
self-inflicied wounds in the throat, made
with a razor, shortly before 5 o'clock this
morning. The desperate act was commit-
tixl in the rear second-story room of No.
247 H street northwest, which Fadeley oc-
cupieid. He was discovered by C. P. Ken-
drick, another roomer in the- house, who
gave the alarm. Dr. Sothoron was sum-
mansd and aitended Fadeley until Officers
Bolnnd and Murphy of the third precinet
procursd the patrol wagon and removed
him to the hospital. The keen edge of the
razor had completely seversad the windpipe

aml cut several veins.

Frudeley had been In the Treasury De-
pariment since February, 1808, He was
appointed on the laborer's roll by Commis-

stoner Seott, but was assigned to tying and
sealing puckages of stamps for shipment.
H: was pleasant in his intercourse with all
thase with whom he came In contact and
was consldersd one of the most agreeable
men in hi= bhureau.

Sufferer From Nervousness.

Notwithstanding he was large and appar-
cr:tly healthy, weighing 220 pounds, he bad
bheen under treatment a long time for ner-
vousness. He had been compelled to remain
away from his work several weeks on this
account, and there was great sympathy for
him among those who knew of his condi-

tion. ©One of the employes of the same
bureau who talked with Fadeley Tuesday
night said he complained of Inability to
sieep. A physician had several times given

him morphine by irjection, but Fadeley
was unable 1o sleep even after this. He was
depressed and in locw spirits as to his
health, but made no threats of an intention
te commit suicide. He did not like to be
aione in his boardicg house and sought
coempany, evidently fearing he would be
unable to control himself.

It is stated at the treasury that nothing
was knowm to cause Fadeley to commit
sitfeids except his heallh and nervous con-
dition. His wife dised a8 number of years
ago and his children were living and doing
well.

When Fadeley signed the pay roll the Tith
of April his chief noticed that hls writing
differed from what it was at other times
and gave evidence of extreme nervousness
upaon his part,

‘The two persons (Commissioners) appoint-
ed from civil life shall at the time of thelr
appointment be citizens of the Unlted States
and shall have been actual residents of the
District of Columbla for three years next
before thelr appolntment, and have during
kllmt period claimed restdence nowhere
else.’

“I am glad to say that I can fulfill every
requirement of the above named section,
having been an actual resident of this Dis-
trict many more than three years, holding
three commisslons to Distriet offices, and
have not claimed in any manner or at any
time or exercised citizenship in the state
of Maryland. Upon thedadvice of her physi-
clan my wife secured & cottage at Kensing-
ton, Md., some time slnce, where we stay
during the hot months of summer.

POWER OF REVISION.

Clause in District Appropriation Bill
Objected To.

The attention of Senator Allison, chair-
man of the Senate commitiee on appro-
priations, was today invited by the Dis-
trict Commissioners to the fact that If the
clause relating to the District public schools
in the pending District appropriation act,
as It passed the Senate, should become
law, there would be taken away from’ the
Commissioners all power to modify the
annual estimates for school purposes, as
submitted by the board of trustees pro-
posed by the clause. It would, the Com-
missioners state, add to the fixed charges.
consisting now of the appropriation for the
sinking fund, estimated for by the treas-
urer of the United States, and the appro-
priation for the militta, which the Com-
missioners are required by law to submit
to Congress, as estimated for by the com-
manding general, the large amount{ re-
quired for the publc school system.

It seems to the Oommissioners that the
power to revise such estimates should be
in thelr control, as otherwise the trustees
to be appolinted under the provisions of the
act as It passed the Senate might estimate
for auch a proportion of the District reve-
nues as to seriously cripple and embar-
rass the administration of Dlstrict affairs.
The Commissioners, therefors, suggested
to Senator AlHson that on page 32, line 2,
of the bill as it passed the Senate, the
words “'estimates for and” be inserted be-
fore the word “expenditures,” and that
lines 1 to 6, both Inclusive, on pags 33 of
tha bill be omitted, sald lines r ded
