Thursday: ''or the
District of Columbia, 3eastert Pennsylvania,
New Jersey, Delaware, Maryland and Vir-
ginia, fair tonight #nd Thursday; fresh
southerly winds, shifting to westerly.
Weather conditions and general forecast:

The disturbance in The nor'th has moved
eastward to eastern Lake. Superior, with
slightly increased intensity, but without
precipitation, except a few -light, scattered
showers on its western edge.
The southern depression is moving off the

South Carolina coast, after causing show-
ers through the south Atlantic states.
There was no other precipitation to an ap-
preciable amount, except a few scattered
showers in the northern and middle
plateaus.
The temperature has risen decidedly in

the lake regions, and is six to fifteen de-
grees above the seasonal average. In the
northwest there has been a marked falil,
with freezing temperature in eastern
South Dakota. There has also been a mod-
erate fall in the Atlantic and gulf states.
Generally fair weather is indicated to-

night and Thursday In the southwest and
east of the Mississippi river, except that
showers are probable tonight along the
lower lakes.

It will be warmer tonight in eastern New
York and the Interior of New England, and
cooler Thursday in the Ohio valley and
lower lake region.
On the Ne v England and middle Atlantic

coast the winds will he fresh to brisk
southerly, shifting to westerly Thursday,and on the south Atlantic coast they will
be fresh and mostly northerly.
Storm signals are displayed on Lake

Pepin. Lake Superior. except at Sault
Sainte Marie. northern Lake Michigan and
northern Lake Huron.
