Result of Criminal Proseeutions by
the Government.

of the pension laws and has been sentenced
to three years in the Leavenworth peniten-
tiary and fined $100.

Department of the Interior April 26 uponevidence that he had been guilty of post-
dating certain quarterly pension vouchers
in violation of an act of Congress approvedJuly 7. 198. of which offense he was con-
victed in the United States district court
for the eastern district of New York.

convicted of filing a false and fraudulentclaim for pension and been centenced to
one year's imprisonment.

Before it ranbe used, however. considerable dredgingwill have to be done, as the straighteningof the wharf has made the water in frontof it very shoal.
When the harbor police boat Vigilant wasplaced on the ways at Bennett's yard Tues-

day it was found that her rudder stock wasIn a worse condition than it was thought tobe. So badly is it split on both sides that
an entire new rudder will have to be builtand put in place before the boat can go intoservice again.
