PROSPECTIVE CUP DEFENDERS

Indications That the Next Races
Will Be VeryInteresting.

INTERNATIONAL SPORTS

Special Correspondence of The Evening Star.
NEW YORK. May 9. 19X).

It may be interesting to know something
of the personnel of the Boer peace com-

mission which is on the steamship Maas-
dam of the Holland-American Line, bound
for this country. It is composed of the en-

voys. J. M. A. Wolmerans, Abraham
Fischer and T. H. Wessels. These are all
men of about middle age and have reached
the zenith of their mental vigor. While
here they will be the guests of the National
Boer Relief Fund Association and will
make a tour of the country under the aus-

pices of the association.
Mr. Wolmerans is a son of one of the

representatives of the Transvaal state at
the convention in 1852, when the independ-
enee of tne republic was recognized by
England. In 1881 Mr. Wolmerans was dis-
trict commander of the burgher forces. At
the time of his appointment as peace envoy
he was a member of the executive council
of the South African republic and one of
the republic's proninent and able men.
Abraham Fischer was born in Cape Col-

ony, educated in England and graduated
there as a barrister-at-law. Subsequently
he took a full course in Dutch law in Hol-
land. Hie practiced ,his profession in Cape
Colony and later he moved to Bloemfon-
tein, where he has been a constant friend
of the Boers an. has gained their complete
confidence. le was a representative of one
of the election districts and was finally
electel a member of the executive council
of the Orange Free State, and during the
aoministration of President Steyn was one
of the most trusted officers in matters rela-
tive to the present war, having served with
Mr. Wolmerans on various commissions in
that connection.
C. H. Wessels was born in the Orange

Free State and was educated at Grey Col-
lege, at Bloemfontein. lie was for the last.
sixteen years a representative in one of the
border election districts close to Kimber-
ley. He has served long as a member of
the executive council until he was elected
etairman of the orange Free State volks-
raid, which office he has held for three
consecutive terms. Ho is one of the direc-
tors of the National Bank of the Orange
Free State and has served on every impor-
tant committee in the republic, including
the commission on war in the present con-
flict.

Interualionul Sports.
International foot ball and cricket may ho

witnessed this fall between teams of Amer-
ican and English college players. N. L.
Jackson. vice president of the Foot Ball
Association of Great Britain, has written to
this city in regard to arrangements, and if
satisfactory conditions prevail the English
players will make the trip across in August,
remaining until October. The team would
be composed of cricketers and foot ball men
alike, and the first half of their stay in
America would be devoted to the former
gane. Canadian clubs and assoclations are
anxious to arrange for matches, and the
majority of the games would probably be
played in that country, where the English
rules -revail.

CHARGE OF CRIMIINAL LIlBEL.
Alleged Offense of Clyde Onallen

Against Adjutant General coribin.
It has lenked out in some manner un-

known to the United Stales attorney that
the grand jury has under investigation a
charge of criminal libiel brought to the at-
tention of that body by H. C. Corgin, ad-
jutant general. United Staates army. The
party complained of is Orlan Clyde Cullen,
who Is welt known in this city. According
to Genera.1 Corbin and several senators and
representatives In Congress. a memorial,
unsigned, which reflected upon the charac-
ter of the adjutant geperal. was recently
distributted. Its evidentpurpse was to de-
feat that provision of the army reorganiza-
tton bill, under discussin last week, provid-
log for the elevation of the' adjutant gen-
eral of the army in rank'fromf brigadier gen-
eral to major general. :.It is, charged tha~t
the copies of the memorial were written
and sent out at the dictation of Cullen.

It is stated by those familier with Cullen
and his career that the youlng man is of
unsound mind. He first gained notoriety
by making mysterious utaterances in connec-
tion with the Holt will..case several years
ago. ils father owned-a hfttel at Cullen,Va., near the Warres Sulphur Springs.
After the Holt affair was a thIng of the
past Cullen again broisght khimself before
the public by transforning the hotel into a
fortress, defended by armed men. He took
a part in the cause of Cuba .Libre and the
name "Captain Orland C. Cullen, Cullen
Va.," was included among a number at-
tached to a handsomely engraved "appeal"
whleh was issued early in 181)8, calling on
"all friends of progress And humanity" to
contribute to the cause of Cuban independ-
ence. The appeal was concluded witht"The services of well-equipped parties are
also solicked."
Cullen enlisted in the United States army

and the next heard of him was that the
military authorities had sent him to the
Governmnt Hospital for the Insane for
treatment. It seems that- a year or more
ago he secured his release from the asylum.
The grand jury some time ago indicted

Cullen for false pretenses. on complaint of
Hoover & Snyder. shoe dealers of this city.
He was at large for a tong time, but it
finally was called to the attention of the
authorities thai he had been seen near hIs
home in Virginia. After considerable ex-
citement and some difficulty, according to
reports, the yourig man was taken into cus-
tody.
