DISPATCH FROM ADMIRAL BRUCE.

Confirms Reports of the Bombardment
of Tien Tuin.

LONDON, June 22 —In the house of com-
mans today Mr. Brodrick, the under sec
tary of state for foreign affairs, replving
to a questlon, sald the foreign office had no
news from FPekin or Vice Admiral Seymour.
He added that news by runner, June 18,
from Tien Tsin, arrived at Taku June 21,
announced that several attacks had been
made and repulsed. Continuing. Mr. Brod-
rick sald that on June 17 the Chine
shelled the foreign settlement and “the Chi-
military college was attacksd by a
mixed force of 175 Austrinns, British, Ger-
mans and Ialiags, They destroved the
guns and burned the college, which econ-
tained a considerable store of ammuniiion,
snd killed its defenders. The Russians, with
their four heav diil exeellent
service.

health department today, five of the
affficted persons being found In one house-
hotd., These five helung to the Brown fam-
Hy, which resides at 57 H street southwest,
the affected belng Mabel Brown, 17 yvears
of age: De Atrice Brown, 10 years of age;
Brown, aged 7 years; Hortense
Brown, 4 years old, and Perty Brown, 12
vears of age. The sixth patient Is Leman
Stott, 4 years of age, residing at 80 Logan’'s
court, between North Capitol and  1st
streets west, north of L. The six afilicted
persons are colored,

The members of the Brown famlly are
supposed  to have contracted the disease
from some of the cases recently found In
the southern section of the elty, but as the
health officer has not yet ascertained the
true history of their expozure or that of
the Stott ehild, this Is mersly a surmise.
The Stott child is sald to have heen left
by fts father thi= morning upon the steps
of 421 Hines alley., an unoccupied house,
but whither the futher of the child was
aware that it was suffering from smaFpox
{= not yet definitely known. The father has
been tiken to the detention eamp, as have
the other inmites of the Infected houses,
and the premises have been thoroughly dis-
infected.

Several Bjnildi{;gs in the Heart of
Pittsbufg in Flames.

PITTEBURG, June 22.—Fire hroke out in
the five-story Eichbaum building, 242 5th
avenue, about 1:3%) o'cloek this arternoon,
and fifteen minutes later had spread to
Duff’s College bullding, Platt’s restaurant,
the Exchange Nutional Bank, A, M. Mur-
dock, florist, and the Hussey building. The
flames burned fercely, and the occupants
of the buildings were forced to fly for their
lives. Several persons are reported to have
been caught in the Duff building. ande it
is feared were burned to death. At 159
p.m. the flames crossed the street, and in
a few minuttes the handsome iron struciure
ol the First Nationa! Bank on the corner
af Oth avenue and Wood street, was in
flames. The fire Is in the heart of the city,
and the bifldings burning are all fine strue-
tures. No estimate of the loss can be given
at this time, but it will no doubt be heavy.

Entire Department Called Out.

The entire fire department has been called
out, and the firemen are worklng neroically
to stay the flames, but it looks as if the
buildings on the south side of the street
would be entirely consumed. . The Western
Union main office is next door to the First
Nutlonal Bank bullding, but the flames
have not yet reached it.

Only the roof of the First National Bank
building was on fire, and the flames were
quickly exiinguished. Firemen are now on
the roof, and it §s thought the danger of
the flumes again crossing the street iz over.

The fire started in the rear of the Eich-
baum buildlng, facing on Idamond street,
It is “L’" shaped and adjoins Piatt's saloon
iand Murdoek's flower store.  The building
was recently purchased by the Central Dis-
trict Printing Telegraph Company and was
being titted up as an otfice for long-distance
telephone business,

Bank Money Put Away.

As soon as the flre broke out, the Ex-
change Bank officers hustled all of their
money aml valuablies int the bank's vaults
and locked the doors. The bullding was re-
cently remodeled at an expense of many
thousands of dollars. Several Hoors of the
Hus=sey building are oceupted by the Pitts-
burg coal combine, il that concern made
frantie efforts to get all of its valuable pa-

pers out of the reach of the tlames, This
puilding looked as if it was doomed.
AL 2005 o'elnek the entire block, bounded

by Waood street, 3th avenus, IMamond al-
ley and Market street, is in danger.
2:55 pomr thustire s believed to be under
The Eiehisum and Duoff's builil-
em to be entirely gutted. The other
bulidings will probably he =aved. When the
fire was discoversd fifty o ndents were on
the fifth floor of Duff's College. A panle
ensaed, but beyomd 4 few bruises and con-
tusfons all reached the street in safety.

When Polleeman Govdon
arrived upon the seene Chase was contin-
tnings his viclous assaults upon the rallway
men, and at this Junetore Chase d upan
ihe officer and cut his wrlst, Decelive
Barbee came o Gordon's aid and Chase

SHERIFF'S TOSSE REDUCED

ST, LOUIS, June 22.—Cars are now be-
i run on all divisions of the St Louls
Transit Company's system in the day time.
At night ears are operated on the Olive
1, Laclede, Delmar and Page avenue
. as far west as Taylor avenue, Aside
from the lght traffie, the only thing that
might imdicate a strike is the presence of
members of the sheriff’y posse on guard
around the power houses and car sheds,

lepresentatives of the varlous business
houses have besieged the headquarters of the
Street Railway Unlon, protesting that the
boyeotts declared against them are un-
merited and unjust. Several boycotts have
been declared by other unions. In an offi-
cigl elreular issued today these unions wers
advised to act earefully in declaring boy-
cotts, and to take no steps without accord-
ing a hearing to those against whom action
is proposed.

Inguest Resuamed Today,

The inguest into the responsibility for
the death of the three strikers v ho were
shot in front of posse barracks, Sunday
evening, June 10, was resumed today.

A number of witnesses were examined,
but nothing new was developed. Twenty-
two members of the sheriff’s posse were
lined up for identification. A dozen wit-
nesses were brought in singly and asked if
they recognized any of the men as having
taken part in the shooting No identliica-
tion was made, although several deputies
were pointed out as having been seen in
the street when the firing was going on.

Maj. E. A. Batdorf, one of the posse, said
that he saw “as many as ten’ revolvers in
the handa of strikers, but did not see them
shuot.

€, M. Cavender, Capt. Robinson and the
surgeon of the posse were summoned before
the grand jury today for the purpose, It is
believed, of giving Information as to the
events in front of the posse barracks when
Thomas, Hine and Burkhardt were shot.

A SECRET OF STATE.
Interesting Inslde History on the

Gathering of News in Washington.

“During the Spanish war,” said a corre-
spomdent of an eastern seaboard city paper,
“the competition between the correspond-
ents of this city was very Keen, and means
to secure news were resorted to which
would not be pursued at other times.

“It had been my good luck to obtain
many excluslve stories from the War, State
and Navy building, and, as is often the
case, 1 shared some of them with a fellow
correspondent of a paper published In &
lurge western city.

“One night, after I had gone home, my
friend telephoned me that he had It on un-
questionable authority that the Navy De-
partment had received a telegram announc-
ing that the city of Manila had fallen. As
Minlla was still in the hands of the Span-
ish, the naval battle between Admiral
Diewey and the Spanish fleet having been
fought but a day or two previously, this
was a plece of news of the highest ini-
portance, and a ‘scoop’ of gigantle propor-
tivns. By imparting to me this exelusive
information, my friend had given me a
‘beat’ over every paper published in the
east, and, as he =aid, had paid off old
seores, 1 telephoned to my assistant to
make the most out of the dlspatch and
went to bed.

“The next day my paper gave due promi-
nence to such startling information, you
may be sure, and the wires between all of
the afternoon papers in the big eastern
clties and thelr correspondents here were
kept red hot for contirmation or denlal of
the story. When I reached the Navy De-
pertment there was a perfect mob of re-
porters there. The authenticity of the dis-
dizpateh had been recelved.

“The denial placed my friend and I and
our respective papers in an unpleasant and
unequivocal positlon. We met, and he told
me how he had beeome posseased of the in-
formation. It appears that his asslstant
was also a telegraph operator, and his as-
slgnment embraced the Navy Department.
The day before, as he had passed the.door
of the room In which the telegraphic in-
struments were situated, he had overheard
this dispatch:

“‘Day, Washington. London office re-
perts that Manila has fallen. Hay."”

“At that time, our present Secretary of
State was ambassador at London, and
Judge Day Secretary of Staie. It will be
remembered that the cable had been cut in
Manila bay, and all telegraph communica-
tion was in the hands of the Spanish. All
dispatches, consequently, came via London.

“l explained the situation to Becretary
Long, but he was positive in his assertion
that, despite the standing of the corre-
spondent in questlon, and the improbability
of his inventing the dispatch, it had not
been received. He sent for the list of all
the dispatches that had been reeelved for
several days, and the dispatch in gquestion
was not on it. By this time 1 confess to
feeling a 4rifle uneasy. 1 requested that
the operator who was on duty ai the time
the dispatch was alleged to have been re-
celved be sent for and questloned. He was
reported to be at home and would not ap-
pear at the department until 5 o'clock. At
my request the Secretary sent for him at
once in his own private carriage. Upon his
arrival at the department he denled posi-
tively that the dispatch had been received
b him. This made our position worse.

“As my frlend and his asslstant and T
walked toward our offices through the
grounds of the White House the cdorre-
spondent swore by all the deities known Lo
journalists that he had heard the dispatch
ticked off precisely as he had communlcated
{t. We believed him, of course, though thus
far the evidence had been against the ac-
curacy of his tale.

“When I reached my office I had a chat
with the managing editor over the long-
distance telephone. He sald that the after-
noon papers were publishing extras denying
the story, and that I had been undoubtedly
‘thrown down.' He was sorry. So was L
Nevertheless, as I recounted the circum-
atances to him, I said that my action was
justified, and that I or any other represen-
tatlve of a large paper here would -have
done the same thing, and would do so under
similar recurring circumstances.

“It was a month before the real truth
leaked out and the mystery cleared away.
Such a dispatch did actually pass over the
wires in the office in question, but it origi-
nated in the office and did not ge outside of

The final step in a unigue case was taken
Wednesday. Emma and Mary Maszon.
charged with failure ta keep the peace and
using insulting language, appeared before
Judge Bulloek for trial. In that certain
conditions imposed when the cases were
called a week ago had been complied with,
they were dismissed.

These negro familles, the Masons on one
side and the Rodgers and Todds on the
other, who lived on Ellerslie avenue, had
been at war for a number of months.

A Remarkable Crab.
From the New York Hernld.

An enormous phosphorescent crab, the
like of which has never heretofore becn
found, was recently captured in the Indian
ovean, and is now in the aguarium of thz
Zoological Socieiy of Caleutta. This huge
crustacean, which was caught a mile away
from shore, is sixty-two centimeters in
diameter, and its claws are more than a
yard long. Its voracity is incredible, and
its great eyes protrude in such a manner
as to give it a pecullarly ferocious appear-
ance.

After it was caught It was placed in &
large vessel, which was filled with sea
water, and which also contained about
fifty crustaceans and other fishes, Two
hours later the crab had devoured all these,
and when evening arrived the =zoologists,
who were watching the strange creature,
saw to thelr surprise that it emitted curlous
phosphorescent rays of a milky whiteness,
which {llumined the entire vessel. This in-
explicable phenomenon is repeated every
evenlng, and naturalists have travzled from
many parts to witness [t.
