BREEZY AT OF THE TEEM

They Extend a Hospitable Greeting
to Convention People.

CURIOUSSIGHTSFORVISITORS

Special From a Staf Oorrespodest.
KANSAS CITY, July. 2.-Rome, with her

seven hills, was nothing, as a topographical
marvel, with Kansas City. With seven
times seven hills, Kansas City gives Rome
cards and spades and beets her out, with
a few hills to spare. I mention this first
because if this convention Is to be treated in
regular order. the hills are the first things
up.
In fact, they are always up, and never

down. You start for a given point and toil
up hill all the way, with tlie thought that
it's down hill on the homeward trip. But,
no. Somehow, you find that the hills are
still in the path. Distance is measured by
hills, not by squares. They say such and such
a place Is five hills north, or six hills south,
or go down two hills and turn to the left
four hills. Horses raised here have their
front legs shorter than their hind ones, to
equip thetm for climbing hills. A Kansas
City man said he was never so tired in his
life as the last time he struck Washingtonand walked on the level. He said his legs
were always reaching out for a hill.

It takes the tenderfoot some time to get
used to the method of navigating these
hills. He boards a cable car, it rears up In
front like a bucking broncho and starts up
a dizzy height at a seerning angle of about
eighty-five degrees. Pausing for an instant
on the crest, your broneho lowers his head.
up goes the rear. and you start down a to-
boggan slide. The bells clang wildly. chil-
dren, pedestrians and vehicles dodge the on-
coming- train in some marvelous fashion,
while the tenderfoot passenger hangs on to
his seat and wants the tragic end to come
quickly. You approach a cross street, with
a block of buildings directly in front of the
tracks. The train whizzes around the cor-
ner, splits through a press of traffic, with-
out hurting anything, and up another hill,and so on. ad infinitum, ad nauseam.

Poor Original Selection.
The man who selected this bunch of

kopjes and gullies of the site of a
city deserved to be crucified. The
people who have man-handled nature
in this fashion until they have shaped
up a city with streets and buildings
deserve immortality. To the stranger, the
proposition of the construction of Kansas
City seems something like this: Here were
natural topographical features presentingfearful difficulties to be overcome; here
were men with money and energy, and theysimply mauled unwilling nature into sub-
servience to their ends. The result was
that some ludicrous antitheses are encoun-
tered. You find, in the heart of the city.surrounded by costly buildings, a pinnacleof rock rising like the palisades of the Hud-
son, between two structures. This was
where some fellow gave up the strugglewith mother earth. and it stands as a mon-
ument to the original conditions which have
been so creditably overcome.
The natives have a way of dodging the

hills in some of the down-town streets inthe elevator, walk down a hall and emerge
on another street at the top of the hill.Such a hill they call "easy street."
When one has surmounted the hills, laid

down his alpenstock and unwound the life-
line which secured him to the guide, he
strikes the hotels. Here is where he begins
to wonder. Kansas City has three hotels,either of which is as good as the best onethat Philadelphia afforded. She has manyhotels which will rank with Washington'scaravansaries. The structures are built
or, broad-gauge, western lines, immenselot'hies. wide halls and ample rooms. The
western visitors with wide-brim hats andopen shirt bosoms see to fit them.
When they bring one a steak at table.it's of true western proportions-long and

wide and thick-meat enough for six men.
Put one does not want to shy at it. Fin-
icky appetites are not appreciated.

The Breezy Western Style.
There is a hearty, enthusiastic, slap-dash

air about everything here that is very in-
fectious; a western breeziness that at first
startles and then interests the reserved ten-
derfoot from the east. Optimism is the
watchword. No one thinks there is any-
thing which cannot be accomplished. Diffi-
culties are accepted as a matter of course
and to be overcome, of course. No one
thinks of defeat in anything. Everybody .isin a hurry, most everybody good-natured.There is so much to do. it seems, and yetthey go at it in a way which would implythat they are afraid the work will give outbefore they get to the next batch.
The infection of the prevailing spirit isirresistible. The easterners are already be-

ginning to set their hata a little further
back on their heads, to pay less attention
to their neckties and to get a freer Swingto their shoulders and a heartier, louder
note in their voices. Instead of the high.stiff handshake when they meet, it's get-ting to be more of the western fashion-
a slap on the shoulders and a jolly "Hello,Bill!" sort of greeting.
There is an almost total lack of deco-

rations about the city. No flags, no ban-
ners and apparently no interest taken in
the convention by the building owners. I
am told that the citizens are very much:inritated over the treatment accorded them
by the national committee in the dlstribu-tion of tickets to the convention hail, and
that this may account for some of the ap-parent indifference.

No Lack of Hospitality.
There is no lack of hospitality, however.

Visitors are treated courteously and shown
every attention. The published accounts:
in advance of possible extortionate prices
seem to have piqued the people and made
them dietermnined to show that these stories
were wrong. There is .no apparent desire
to overcharge anywhere.
In Kansas City all the theaters begin

the week on Sunday. Matinees were ad-
vertised for the Sabbath afternoon, and ag(.rgeous presentation of "Sapi'o" held the
boards at a local thbeater Sunday night.
Everything was wide open all day, and
the saloons enlarged their capacities for
trade. It is estimated that eleven miles
of additIonal bar space wore put in. Itwcs not in evidence, however, that there
was any more disorder hemo than in Phila-
delphia, where three Sun~days ago every
room was a salnl bar room, stocked the
night before.
Base hail gamnes, theattrs, picnics and

excursions made Sunday a lively diay here.
The people seemed to ta-ke it all as a mat-
ter of course. The churches conducted a
lively competition, however; every visitor
received invitations to services and the
chnurch bells were clanging all dc.y above
the blare of bands and the noises of the
streets.

All Crasy About Rabbits.
One of the first things which attract the

vihitor's attention is the extent of the Bel-
gian hare Industry. The whole commu-
nity seems to have gone crazy on the ques-
tion of raising rabbits. The Belgian hares
are good to eat, but the Kanss City folk
make them a fine stock study. On every
street there are rabbits, as they are ealed,
where the best specimens are on exhibi-
tion. A blooded sire sells for 350. They
talk of them in the lrunguage of stock
raisers, and one of the local papers has a
whole page of advertisements of the Bel-giaa hare industry, of rabbits for sale, and
exploiting the special points of certain
breeds, and a distinct department devoted
to "Belgian hare news."
The rabbits are always weil patr~onised

and ladies handle the little animais, dis-
cussing the points of excellence with dis-
criminating care. The greaest enthusiassn
seems to take posmession of those who are
interested in the industry and the rabbits
share honors with the convention.
